The "CH>" designation denotes 
merely a sub-division of the partic­
ular draft class. Thus a man classi­
fied lA (H ) actually would be in 
Class lA, although he would not be 
liable to immediate induction like 
another man in that class lacking 
the additional (H) rating. 

There was no indication from Se­
lective Service or from the War or 
Navy Departments as to whether 
this actually foreshadows a call to 
the colors for men over 38, who are 
technically eligi'~le for military ser­
vice to the age of 45. Senator 
Wheeler (D-Mont.) and some other 
members of Congress have urged 
that single men over 38 be drafted 
ahead <>! younger fathers but the 
army opposes this. 

A chief aim of the new order is to 
induce men oYer 38 to go into farm­
ing. The order provides that any 
man over 38 who farms now or takes 
up farming by May 1 shall be re­
classified promptly into the farm 
deferment classes, 2C, if single, and 
3C if married, if he meets the other 
farm-deferment qualifications. Other 
men over 38 are to be put into the 
regular classifications "as soon as 
possible after May 1." 

The order did not make it clea.r 
whether it would be too late a.fter 
May 1 for a man over 38 to get a 

f 

farm job and a !arm deferment. 
The apparently intended inference 
was that he ought to do it by May 
1, which is roughly the beginning 
of the heaviest season of farm work. 

Four other new selective service 
regulations were also issued design­
ed to keep agricultural workers on 
the farm. They provide: 

1. When a man is granted defer­
ment for farm work, local boards 
have "no further discretion" and 
must keep him deferred. If this 
makes the local board unable to 
meet its quota for the armed ser­
vices, the military call "should be 
left unfilled." 

2. AnY man with farming exper­
ience now in other work 1s to get 
farmer deferment if he returns to 
farming before he is notified to ap­
pear for induction . 

3. A farm worker in danger of 
losing his deferment through fail­
ure to meet production requirements 
must be referred to the county farm 
war board and 3() days must be al­
lowed for his placement in another 
farm job before he can be drafted. 

4. County farm boards may re­
quest deferment of farm workers or 
appeal draft board rulings if the 
worker himself or h1s employer does 
not act.

By way '<11 London has come word 
that t.;,1e Ge!'manll' have evolved a 
eure for the dread disease typhus.

In 1914 "General Ty­
phus" was responsible for more 
-lifres than machine gun fire, and 
nom time to time it has ravaged the 
Balkans, Russia and eastern Eu· 
xcpe ever since. 

The German cure was discovered 
by a Dr. Van Meerdock and is a 
c:ombination of atebrin and plasmo­
c:bin. U. S. Public Health officials 
have their fingers crossed regarding 
the cure, but British medical circles
