The Couracil Lowers the Gate 

THE carnivals are coming again to 
town. 

Last year, Prestonsburg's City Council 
was so disgusted with a week of carnival 
doin's that it readily voted a $1,000 li­
-cense fee for such exhibitions showing 
within a radius of half-a-mile of the lim­
its of Prestonsburg. That action was cal­
culated, back then, ten or twelve months 
ago, to keep carnivals out, definitely. 

This week, Council reduced the fee 
exactly seventy-five percent.. The car­
nivals can come in, they can take out all 
they can get and add to public woe all 
they will, for the lower sum of $250. 

Now, THE TIMES would not appear 
at any time in the reformer role. We 
usually walk three times around a re­
former and see who is back of him; and 
what he is back of, before taking up the 
pen or cudgel. We might get a few dol­
lars' worth of advertising from the car­
nivals, and some misguided souls think 
the newspapers are controlled by their 
advertisers (if any). But we still have 
a distaste for these carnivals from whom 
we might profit to the detriment of the 
community. 

The Office of Price Administration is 
restricting you and me in the matter of 
gasoline and tires. How-come carnivals 
with gasoline and tires? How muoh gas­
oline and how many pounds of good rub­
ber will we all waste taking ourselves 
and our children to these carnivals? 
From what distance will we travel? 

Health authorities of the nation are 
deeply concerned about the sexual dis­
eases ravaging the country, especially 
where members of the armed forces are 
concerned. Dr. Marvin Ransdell said, 
some years ago, he could always tell 
when a carnival had been hereabouts, 
even if he had been away from the com­
munity meanwhile and even if nobody 
had told him who or what had been 
around. 

The carnivals are coming to town­
not to the tune of the old song, but to 
the discordant melody of the OP A per­
mitting them to waste precious gasoline 
and rubber; to the jingle-jangle-jingle 
of the community sending money away 
forever that shou1d be spent on War 
Bonds.

This hearing shall 
be held at the conclusion of 10 days 
after the date of the filing of a.ppli­
tion for replacement, or at any rea­
sonable time 'thereafter within the 
discretion of the Board. 

1 No replacement of the food ration 
I book shall be granted until after 
I the expiration of 30 days from the 
1 date of the filing of the application, 
unless the Board, after a proper 
hearing at which the applicant per. 
sonally &ppears, shall determine 

I that an emergency exists which 
would render an undue hardship or 
irreparable injury to the applicant. 

No replacement of a gasoline ra­
tion book shall be granted prior to 
a period of 60 days from the date of 
the filing of the replacement appli­
cation unless the Board, after a 
hearing at which the applicant is 
present in person, determines that 
an emergency exists which would 
result in rmdue hardship or irre-

j parable injury to the applicant . 
Each applicant for the replace­

ment of a lost or stolen ration book 
shall be reqUired to show that such 
loss or theft has been reported to 
the police department or to some 
Jaw enforcement agency in the com­
munity where the Joss or theft is al­
leged to have taken place. 

Each War Price and Rationing 
Board shall send a certified copy of 
the action taken on each applica­
tion for the replacement of a lost 
or stolen ration book to the Dis­
rribution Director, Lexington Office 
of Price Administration within five 
five days from the date of said ac­
tion . 

The Rationing Board also an­
nounced that buyers of used truck 
tires must procure certificates from 
the Board, and warned dealers not 
to sell such tires unless the buyer 

holds a certificate .

.1 country, and city folks, fanners, and even investors are competing 
for farms everywhere. The recent survey of the National Association 

ut Real Estate Boards indicated that "farmers make up about 56 per cent 
:of f arm land purchasers; that investors make up 38 per cent, and the 
remaining 6 per cent Eeem to be 'city people' satisfying their urge to own a 
:farm ." The most encouraging part of this report is that farmers are not 
~uying land on a "shoestring" as they did in the last World War hut are 
making a substantial down payment in most instances. "Farmers are do­
ing two things with their money," a spokesman for the Farm Bureau 
:Fiecteration stated, "buying bonds and paying their debts ." Farm Credit 
Administration reports show farmers last year (1942) repaid more than 
434)0,000,000 on loans at their local banks and on commissioners' loans. 
M()re than 100,000 farmers paid of! their loans in full. If this trend con­
tmues, farmers will be in a sound :financial condition after the war and 
we should not witness the wholesale foreclosures of farm mortgages we 
:did after the last World War and in the early '30's. 

Investors are buying farms because they are looking for a saife place 
to put their money with the hope of realizing a fair return. With our 
!arm income e,stimated at $18,000,000,000 for 1943, or over twice that of 
1939, farms should prove a very profitable investment. 

City people are buying farms for security. Many persons still believe 
~ are going to have a business depression after this war, and a small 
!arm near their work or near a city offers an excellent way to "ride out" 
e depression. 

An encouraging sign is the fact that in spite of the large demand 
ior farm land there has not been the spectacular land boom we had in 
1917 and 1918. Farm prices have risen about 15 per cent over a year ago, 
..nd if we can keep land values down during this war we should not have 
a1ann depression such as we have had after past wars . Debt-free farms 
t:lOW seem to be one of the best investments in America.
