Paul V. McNutt, federal security
administrator, has suggested a set |
of American Olympic games, with
the 48 states in a hot scramble for

supremacy.

This would be a home-grown,
homemade show of unusual interest,
loaded with arguments and intersee-
tional debates. It would have to be
something miore than a state-for-
state contest, where the job of han- |
dling California in track and :field
might be more than any other single
state could handle.
