THE Tll\'IES pleads guilty to a streak of 
sa-vagery in its disgust with the 
namby-pambincss of Lord Lang, 

former archbishop of Canterbury, and 
those American clergymen who have 
joined him in expressing their opposi­
tion to the bombing of German cities. 

Yet this newspaper has a high regard 
for the humanitarian ideals back of 
t hese protests against the blotting out of 
German cities bv bombs. Our own re­
monstrances a~riinst the:->e protests are 
based on such matters as military ex­
igency and the sternness of the helJ-on­
earth that is war. 

Berlin is the one city above all others 
now in process of being blotted out by 
Allied fliers. Against that these men of 
t he cloth whose minds turn to the Com­
mandment, ' ' Thou shalt m>t kill,'' file 
tl1eir protest. 

Certainly mass bombing violatCi' the 
principles of the Christian religion. It is 
admitted, under th1s ''deadly dew" from 
the skies innocent and guilty alike suffer. 
' Vomen and children suffer, churches, 
revered shrines, works of art-all a part 
of our civilization-are destroyed. 

But do not these clergymen know that 
the end justifies the means? Or are the 
United Nntions fighting without an 
ideal? Would these ministers, archbish­
ops and other church dignitaries admit 
we arc fighting a terrible war. sending 
y oung men to their death without an 
i deal? / 

Berlin ;:--! the place of that Dweller 
wbi~h_A'- an OctiOpus whose tentacles 
rt1&Wed out and sucked into its consum­
ing power Holland, Belgium, Norway, 
Poland, France, whose grasping fingers 
hovered over the heart of England, 
sought foothold in America-why should 
i t not as the heart of the German war ef­
fort be destroyed? 

Let us at least be realistic, since the 
matter of life and death in war is elemen­
tally realistic.

That is why lawns of Pres­
tonsburg homes are filled with young­
sters to the unrest of the a~ed. the ner­
vous and the ill, sometimes to the dam­
aj4e of private property. That is why 
certain streets are tilled dailv with 
youngsters, despite the danger to them 
of being run down by passing motor traf­
fic. 

P1·estonshurg is liberally subscribing 
this week to the Boy Scout cause which 
is internationally recognized as one of 
the great builders of boYs. The commu­
nity would be as liberai toward e&tab­
