In the second place, w& think the record 
speaks on this point. We are not going

Never­
thales3, it would be absurd to pretend that 
on the whole he has fared badly under price 
controL One ot the charts reproduced with 
thla editorial shows where bls Income stands 
-lt has about trebled slnce 1939-and let u.s 
not forget that, thanks to price control, 
there bas been no such increase in the cost 
of things he has had to buy. The other 
chart is a grim reminder of wbat hap­
pened to !ann income before-and, as late 
as 1939, farmers were ~ill .ruffering the 
consequences. 

Tm: CouJUER-JOtmNAJ.. t. not unaware of 
the many important community services of 
the Farm Bureou, especially those of the 
Kentucky Farm llurcau Federation, which 
we think has contributed much of value to 
fnrming in Kentucky.
