One of the first three men to en-
ter the army under the National Se-.
lective Service Act from this county
—T/4 Grover B Conley, of Martin—
is the first Floyd countian to be mus-
tereq out of the service under the
army’s point discharge system adopt~
ed after the fall of Germany.

Conley, who volunteered for army
service along with Chester L. Young,
Prestonsburg, and James Arrowood,
Wayland, was inducted Nov. 22, 1940
and received his discharge at Camp
Atterbury, Ind., last Saturday with
2,500 other veterans who sometimes
took if, but more frequently dished
it out, all the way from Kasserine
Pass to New Guinea and Normandy.

His discharge came May 12, three
days before his 27th birthday and
‘after four years, five months and 21
days in uniform—two years and nine
months of that time overseas.

Conley, a son of Mr, and Mrs.
Kelly Conley, of Martin, specialized
in the army as an automotive me-
chanic and is a veteran of Tunisia,
Naples-Foggia and the Rome-Arno
campaiens. His discharge took place
during the course of a rotation fur-
lough.

Two other Floyd eounty soldiers
were - later discharged by virfue of
their 85 points or more scored under
the adjusted service rating demobil-
ization plan. They are Pic Johnny
McCarty, ‘also of Martin, and Pvt.
Harry W. Kilgore, of Garrett.

Those discharged have three
months, if they wish, to get home
from the point where they were dis-
charged before they must take off
their uniforms and hang them up in
the family closet.

GOULD TRIAL
EARNS PRAISE

For C. P. Stephens;
Morgenthau Lauds

Conduct of Case

Conviction of Robert Gould, Cin-
cinnati, in U.S. district court at
Covington recently of violating liguor
price ceilings earned for U.S. District
Aftorney Claude P. Stephens, Pres-
tonsburg, the praise of Henry Mor-
genthau, Jr., Secretary of the Treas-
ury.
