16, 1940, who were disabled or who
suffered aggravation of a disability
in service will be paid $92 a month
while in training, if single, or $103.50
a month if married, plus an addi-
tional $5.75 a month for each de-
pendent child and an allotment of

If our noble women can render th_at
kind of service to their country in time of peril, then why shouldn’t they likewise be permit-
ted to serve on our juries? If, perchance, one of my boys should get into our courts zg.fter l}e_re—
turns, I'd want no better jury to try him than the mothers and fathers of our soldiers sitting
in a jury box mingled and mixed together. If I am to serve you as your Commonwealth’s Attor-
ney and some returning son of yours should get in court, I'd then want his fate placed in the
hands of a like jury. If his crime was trivial, or if it was grave, no better judges of how to
deal with him could be found than the rank and file of our good fathers and mothers.

He quoted competent engineers as
saying thablock and dam construc-
tion will provide jobs for 2,000 per-

five years and that many more
would be employed in preparing
| materials used on the structures
such as cement, steel, lumber, gravel,
ete. After the installation has been
completed, & 20-man crew would be
required at each of the 10 locks and
dams; 12 #o 15 tow boats will be
required on the river, employing 10
to 15 men to each boaf, he added.
Terminal ‘operators, office staff and
miscellangous employes will add an-
other 100 jobs. Summing up, he esti-
mated that at least 500 permanent
Jjobs will be provided after the river
reaches an operating basis,

Mr. Merrill, who was employed by
the T.S. government to investigate
and survey the coal fields of the
world—Rurope, China, Russia and
the South American countries—and
compare the quality and gquantity of
foreign coal with the United States,
sald he found the greatest coal flelds
are in the big Sandy valley. Based
on the consumer interest and the |
large market already enjoyed by |
these coals, the speaker estimated
the present consumer demand for
river-horne coal in these markets is |
over 30,000,000 tons per annum. In-
asmuch as this market would have
to share with similar coals originat- |
ing in the Kanawha river, it is be-i
lieved that 10,000,000 tons or more |
per year is a fair and reasonable ex- |
pectancy for the Big Sandy river
projeet.

Surveys by engineers and geolog- |
ists of the coal in the Big Sandy
area reveal there is enough coal to
last 300 years at a production rate of |
10,000,008 tons per year, Mr. Merrill |
pointed out. Taking into considera- |
tion all of these factors and making
wide allowances for unforeseen |
emergencies, it is believed that a to- |
tal saving to the ultimate consumers |
creditable to the Big Sandy river
project on the coal movement alone
will total $7,500,000 per annum, $4,- |
600,000 of which will be accomplish-
ed on the Big Sandy river between |
the mines and the Ohio river and
33,500,000 between Catlettsburg and
the consumers. It is believed that
| this estimated tonnage will ihcrease
substantially.

Mr, Merrill said lower cost trans-
portation wiil bring new industries
|try of the Big Sandy valley, other-
| wise it cannot compete with other
big coal fields on the inland water-
ways of the Mississippl Valley sys-
tem after the country gets back to
normal business conidtions. Besides
giving this section an equal chance
to compete with other large coal
fields by having cheaper transporta-
tion, Mr. Merrill said water trans-
portation will bring new industries
to the Big Sandy valley, offering ad-
ditional employment after the war.

The Big Sandy project has been
approved by the corps of army en-
gineers and will go to the Rivers
and Harbors committee of Congress
for approval,

Probable cost of the project is not
known. This is being worked out by
U 8. distriet engineers at Hunting-
ton. A preliminary estimate of $80,-
| 000,000 has been made, it was re-
| ported here.

FOR SERVICEMEN

Changes aflecting eligibility
of several groups of persons for gas-
oline rations were announced this
week by the Distriet OFPA office.

Servicemen returning to this coun-
try from overseas, who are issued
temporary duty orders for ‘‘rehab-
ilitation, recuperation and recovery”
may obtain furlough gasoline ra-
tions.

The returning servicemen should
apply to the local War Price and
Rationing Boards and present both
their temporary duty orders and
thie mileage ration record for the car |
that they are going to use.

Previously, the ration was glven
only when servicemen on leave or |

the

sented leave or furlough papers, The |
change was necessary because those
being sent home for a period of 30 |
days will not be issued such papers. |

The furlough ration, which will re-
main unchanged, provides one gal-
lon of gasoline each day of the fur-
lough, leave or temporary dufy, to a
maximum of 30 gallons.
