From Tinsukai, Assam, India, Sgt. 
Quentin Terry, who is with a rail­
way operating battalion, writes Dave 
Tufts, of Wayland, a letter which 
graphically describes that country. 

Sgt. Terry is a son of Mr. and 
Mrs. Joe Terry and the husband o! 
Mrs. Lavia Martin Terry, all of 
Wayland. His letter follows, in 
part: 

"There's been many things hap­
pened since the last time I saw you. 
The wrecked homes, the heart­
breaks, tears and sufferings of the 
people of the world have been great, 
and the personal sacrifices of the 
individual American soldier have 
been greater than can be imagined 

I in a lot of cases. In my case I have 
had life very easy compared with 

I 
the boys at the front. Our job has 
been to deliver the fighting equip­
ment to the front and since seeing 
I the work close up the way I have 
here I can readily see the impor­
tance of this work. Our outfit has 
established a good record in rail­
roading here, and has received a 
commendation from Undersecretary 
of War Patterson, as well as from 
General Covell, chief of the Services 

' of Supply. 
Censorship has lifted lately to the 

point where we can give our exact 
geographical location. A:; you notice 
at the top of this letter, I am at a 
small village by the name of Tin­
sukia, way up in the northeastern 
section of the Province of &sam. 
Before the coming of the war in 
China and Burma this section of 
India was pretty well isolated and

the American soldier. Some of the I 
beggars were pitiful cripples. Some 
covered with terrible looking sores. I 
saw, at least three separate times, 
men completely naked, walking 
across the streets in the most public 
part of the city. I saw one naked 
woman on the streets. These people 
are either "holy men" or "mad peo­
ple," as the Indians call them. 

I visit~d all kinds o! religious tem­
ples, the Hindus; the Jains; the 
Mohammedans. Most of them, espe­
cially the Jain temple, were build­
ings of magnificent structure. Price­
less jewels were set in the foreheads 
o! the idols in front of which the 
people prostrated themselves, their 
foreheads touching the floor. In vis­
iting these temples we had to re­
move our shoes and leave them on 
the outside of the temple. 

The mosques at the Mohammedan 
temples reached far into the air 
above the city and we climbed to 
the top by way of a very small spi­
ral stairway. The climb was so hard 
that my legs were sore the next 
day. 

Another very interesting thing in 
Calcutta is the burning ghats where 
the Hindus burn their dead. I 
watched some of the complete cere­
monies from the time the body was 
brought into the ghat to the time it 
was half burned up. I took several 
pictures but was very unlucky on 
them, they were no good at all.

/s'aSoline for Discharged Veterans 
Special gasoline rations will be 

provided for servicemen discharged 
from the armed forces for use in at­
tending to personal affairs and mak­
ing adjustments to civilian life, OPA 
announced this week. 

The special ration, which local 
War Price and Rationing Boards 
began issuing August 3, is limited in 
each case to the needs of the vet­
eran and may not exceed 30 gallons 
of gasoline. 

Issuance of the special ration is 
restricted to veterans who have been 
released from active service within 
the preceding 30 days or to officers 
on terminal leave preceding their 
separation from the service. 

When applying to their local 
boards, both officers and enlisted 
men discharged from the army must 
J)resent their copy of War Depart­
ment Form 100 together with appli­
cation Form OP A 552 and the mile­
age record .

brutal Japanese conquerors in the 
South Pacific branded some of their 
subjects with the Rising Sun of 
Nippon was related by survivors of 
a shipwrecked merchant vessel when 
members of the navy gun crew 
aboard the ship returned recently 
to the U.S. Naval Armed Guard 
center here. 

Melvin Hall, seaman second c1ass, 
USNR, of Galveston, Ky., a member 
of the Armed Guard unit, told how 
a dozen natives, each branded under 
one eye with the emblem of the 
Rising Sun, visited the tiny island 
upon which the armed guardsmen 
and merchant mariners were ma­
rooned for five days after their ship 
broke up on a reef last March. 

"One of the natives, who spoke a 
little English, told us that the Japs 
had run all of his people away from 
their ancestral island," Hall said. 
"The natives paddled over to see us 
from the nearby island on which 
they had taken refuge when the 
Nips dispossessed them.
