We have never even been able
to zet business-like enough to charge
folks for their “Cards of Thanks"
after they have lost loved ones, al-
though most newspapers do.

You see, we are not operating sole-
1y from the profit motive. Yet we
| cannot refuse legitimate cash in-
come: for, if we do, there will be lit-
tle cash fo pay those who work for
us and our income will be so low
that we will not be able to give with-
out charge the few good services we

render.

The Prestonsburg City Council
Monday evening adopted an ordi-
nance directing the sale of $85,000
worth of bonds to retire outstanding
bonded indebtedness of the City
Board of Education and to construct
a Seience building and brick gym-
nasium for the high school here.

The bond retirement plan calls for
payment of $2,000 a year, beginning
with 1947 and ending in 1860, then
