To Build Two Bridges 
And Spend $25,300 
For Maintenance 
Agreement reached here 

Friday between the Floyd 
fiscal court and the State 
High way Department on ex­
penditure of the county's 
$72,800 rural highway fund 
for the year provides that 
$46,677 will be spent in the 
county's four magisterial dis­
tricts in the construction of 
four new up-the-c1·eek roads 
and two bridges. 

For routine maintenance 
of roads already improved 
a total of $24,300 was allo­
cated, with $1,000 set aside 
for rehabilitation of drain­
age structures. 

The four new roads listed are two 
miles up Caney Creek, leading from 
the left Middle Creek route toward 
Stephens Branch; three miles up 
Prater Creek from Banner to Dana· 
tJ.?.ree II!-iles up Turkey Creek, begin~ 
mng Wlth the end of the improved 
road one mile south of Maytown. 
and the Frazier's Creek road, near 
McDowell. 

Bridges to be built are at the 
mouth of Jack's Creek and at the 
mouth of Caney. The contract en­
tered into b-etween the court and 
the highway commission stated that 
$5,000 was asked for each bridge. 

When he discovered that the con­
tract did not include the Frazier's 
Creek road, Magistrate Henry Stum­
bo, of McDowell, protested, but was 
assured by the two highway de­
partment representatives that the 
road ·would be included, the balance 
of his district's share of the $46,677 
left after the Jack's Creek bridge is 
built to be allocated to that route. 
County Judge Alex L. Davidson said 
he is certain the fiscal court will at 
its next meeting make this "under­

The new roads and bridges will be 
built to state specifications. The 
roads, it was said this week, may be 
let to contract by the state, with the 
county handling bridge construc­
tion. 

Because past records revealed that 
the county can maintain highways 
already improved at a considerable 
amount less than the state can do 
the same work, the approximately 
100 miles of road maintenance will 
be handled by the county, officials 
said.

GRAND JURY 
INDICTS 42 

Asks Improvements 
In Courthouse, Jail ; 
Woman Named Rapist 
Questioning of 89 persons during 

the nine days of its session resulted 
in 42 indictments being returned by 
the grand jw-y of the Floyd circuit 
court, the final report to Circuit 
Judge E P. Hill last week stated. 

The indictments covered a wide 
range of offenses--from wilful mur­
der, rape of a boy by a woman, to 
the common offense of drunkenness. 

The jury's final report, signed by 
Walter King, foreman, discussed 1n 
the main condition of public prop­
erties here and needs for improve­
ments. In recommending improve. 
ments at the jail and in the court­
house, the jury noted: 

"It (the grand jury) makes these 
findings with the knowledge that it 
has been hard to obtain bedding 
and plumbing supplies, and express 
the opinion that the Jailer has done 
the best he could with the things he 
had to work with ... " 

The report also added that the 
jury fotmd the premises around the 
jail and the jail kitchen and dining 
room sanitary and well-kept. It did, 
however, point out that toilet facili­
ties in the jail and courthouse are 
in bad condition "and that some­
thing be done about this at once." It 
also recommended that the public 
toilets in the courthouse should be 
unlocked and kept in a sanitary con­
dition. Pans and utensils in the jail 
for feeding prisoners are rusty and 
in bad condition and bedding for 
prisoners is insufficient, the report 
noted. It recommended that the per­
son employed as janitor "be more 
dl11gent n the performance of his 
duties concerning the public offices, 
so that they will be kept cleaner
