Bootleggers Inc1·ease As Whiskey Shortage 
Grows, Sugar Hijacking Is New Development 

Chicago, April 24-Bootlcggers of the prohibition era. will be back in 
business as the shortage .of good whiskey becomes worse, E. C. Yellowley, 
Chicago Chief o~ the Treasury Departments's alcohol tax unit, warned 
today. 

Yellowley said that many former bootleggers already were leaving their 
illegal but less lucrative enterprises to return to their old bu.siness. 

Reports of a survey indicated, however, that the bootleggers were 
troubled seriously by one obstacle--the shortag-e and rationing of sugar. 
If Sugar rationing is ended, the report said, a. ~arp increase in bootleg­
ging can be expected. 

Ydlowley said that bootlegging operations in the Chicago area. still 
were on a modest scale because df the tight sugar controLs and increased 
vigilance of the income tax tmit. 

However, gang activities in illicit sugar deals and the distilling ma.te• 
rials field already have been reported in Chiea.go. More than 50,000 pounds 
of hijacked sugar and distilling ~terials were seized in the last week on: 
the south side of Chicago. 

An ex-convict, operator of a saloon, was killed by a plast from a 
sawed-off shotgun. 

Charles J. Fleck, Chairman of the Illinois Liquor Control Commis· 
sion, said that such crimes and "o~hcr evils" would bring on prohibition 
again. He urged that distillers and brewers stop trading with persons of 
ill repute.
