by the EKentucky Unemployment
Compensation ©ommisison. The
hearings will be held at the Com-
mission’s central office at Frank-
fort.

Commission aection followed Cer-
tification by Chief Referee O. B.
Hannah that it would be impossi-
ble to dispose of these cases sepa-
rately in any reasonable time, The
commission, in erdering the mass
hearings, expressed the opinicn that
a common question was involved in
most of the cases; but authorized
Hannah to continue any individual
cases, which, in his opinion, involved
issues not common to the majority of
the cases.

The commission also directed that
official notice of the date and place
of hearing be published in sufficient
number of papers throughout ‘the
state in order that all interested
parties might be ‘adyised of their
right to be heard.
