created in Floyd county by fore:;t 

fires. And no responsible person will, for 
tnere are too many imponderables that 
€nter into the matter. 

\Vhat happens over the 176,:~48 acres 
of timberland in tl is county as fire sweeps 
the hillsides is a storv that cannot be told. 
l•or it is as much a t'hing of the future as 
of the present. The observer can easily 
see that valuable timber is being destroy­
ed, that wildlife is being burned alive or 
11arried from native shelters, that the 
"-,corched earth policy" is one of intense 
destruction. But none can estimate the 
damage that will remain over the years 
from such destruction-the lasting· dam­
age to soil through erosion and flood or 
the continuing loss of vegetation by 
death in the flames or by retarded 
growth. 

As vastl~' unguessable as all this is, 
however, there now is presented to the 
fiscal court of Floyd county this one fact 
from which guess-·work has been ex­
L·acted: 

At a cost not to exceed $1763.48 per 
year, or one cent for each acre of timber­
land in the county, real and effective fire 
protection may be had. 

Senate Bill No. 144, enacted at the 
19a12 se~sion of the State Legislature, en­
ables any county to co-operate in this 
\Yc.Y with the Division of Forestry. 

Such co-operation, already effecti\ e in 
some counties of the state, is proving, \Ye 
are told, a very real deterrent to forest 

I 
d('struction by fil'e. Tn this county it would 
mean that a fulltime fire warden "·onld 
be appointed at an adequate salary, fire 
towers would be lmilt at strategic 
points, modern firefighting equipment 
would be made available and firefighting 
units would be established over the coun­
ty and the men who compose these units 
paid for the time spent in fighting wood­
land blazes 

To this $1763.<18 Floyd county would 
contribute the federal government would 
add twice as much-and state a.nd na­
tional funds in addition would supply 
"hatcYcl· other sum is needed each year 
to do the job right. 

This, we arc assured, would in no wise 
smack of the pitiful mockery of fire pro­
tection that \Vas made a few years ago, 
when a forest district comprising a small 
portion of the county was established, 
then, to all intents and purpOSI:lS, forgot­
ten. This plan provides for the fulltimc 
employment of a fire warden whose sole 
business it will be to stop forest fires. 

The subject of forest fires quite appro­
priately claimed an important part of 
Circuit Judge E. P. Hill's instructions to 
the grand jury here recently. Judge 
liiil, a conservationist wlLh thought to 
the future of the- county, exp1·essed con­
cern for youngsters now in school who 
arc to live and draw their sustenance 
from these hills, years hence. 

This is a subject the fiscal court can 
as appropriately, aiid more effectively 
than any other group of citizens, give at­
tention. 

The fi~:;cal court spends the county's 
money on roads and bridges and other 
necessities of community life. Its mem­
bers consider their respective districts' 
needs in spending this money as ·wisely 
as possible. Heretofore, they have not 
spent money in this work of conservation, 
a work that vitally concerns every dis­
trict of the county, because no effective 
plan has been presented to them. 

Now, with such benefits offered at low 
cost, let us hope the court adds forest 
fire protection to the county-sponsored 
projects intended for the benefit of all 
citizens. 

The least that can be said for such a 
measure is-it is worth a trial.
