bility insurance rates pefding a hear-
ing before him was filed in circuit
court here today by State Insurance
Direcior Harry &. Wilson.

Cir¢uit Court Clerk Kelly €.
Smither said he expected ko sign an
order tomorrow restraining the in-
surance companies from charging
more for liability policies. It will be
effective until Cireuit Judge W. B.
Ardery ean hold a hearing and eith-
er dismiss it or grant an injunction,

The National Bureau of Casualty
and Surety Underwriters announced
the ineréase would become effective (|
today in 27 states including Ken-
tucky, and in the District ef Colum=
bia and Alaska,

The new rates include a 30 per
cent increase for private passenger
cars and 40 per cent for commercial
vehicles insured for property dam-’
age. A heavy increase in traffic ac-
cidents and greater cost of settling
such claims was given as the cause.

Insurance Diréctor Wilson said a
protest had been made to his office
by the EKentucky Assoeciation of In-
surance ‘Agents. Wilson took the
position the insurance eompanies
lacked right to enforce the higher
charges until a hearing en the pro-
posed increases is held in his office. |

Wilson's petition was directed
against the National Bureau of Cas-
ualty and Surety Underwriters and
an insurance concern, flie U. S,
Fidelity & Guaranty Company, the
latter the representative of the
companties proposing to reise rates.

‘The new rates should be held in
abeyance. until after a hcaring is
held on them here Feébruary 26,
Wilson said.

Combat Disabled Veterans
May Enlist in Army

The War Department last month
ingugurated a plan to enlist 5,000
physically handicapped combat vet-
erans of World War II in the reg-
ular army. If the experiment is
successful, guotas may be enlarged
and the gsame opportunity may be
~flered to qualified non-tombat dis-
abled veterans.

Enlisting these disabled veterans
will help satisfy the army’s need for
skilled manpower, The plan was not
designed as a gesture to the handi-
capped, but simply with the desire
to utilize the services of trained and
potentially: ‘trainable ex-soldiers.
Study of the development of spe-
cial skills by partially disabled men
has proven that, in many oecupa-
tions, such men are as valuable as
men unhindered by any handicap.

The applicant must meet all the
usual standards for enlistment and
general military service, with the
exception of the established physical
qualififications. Medical officers will
pass finally on each man’s physical
condition. Generally, to be accepted,
the combat disabled veteran must
be capable of caring unaided for his
own personal needs; he must be
physically = capable of performing
useful service in the job for which
he is selected; and his eendition
must be such that further hospital-
ization or time-loss from gduty be-
cause of the combat-incurred dis-
ability may not be expected. In ad-
dition, he must possess, or be train-
able in, certain critically needed
skills. More than 100 eritical mili-
tary occupational specialties have
been listed as open to the combat-
disabled.
