VETERAN ENROLLMENT
HITS ALL-TIME HIGH

The number of Weorld War II vet-
erans taking educational and job-
fraining courses in Ohic, Michigan
and Kentueky reached an all-time
{high of 311,812 on May 1, officials at
the Veterans ~Administration tri-
state Branch Office in Ceolumbus, O,
reported this week,

The total includes veterans en-
rolled under preovisions of the G:I.
Bill and also disabled veterans un-
der term of Public Law 16 (Voca-
ticnal Rehabilitation Act.) The total
was more than three and one-half
times greater than the figure a year
ago, when 84,273 veterans were par-
ticipating in educaticnal and job-
training programs in the three
Spates.

In Ohio, 158,281 veterans were en-=
rolled on May 1, including 113,398 in
schoels and 44,883 in job-training.

As To Burial Places

Letters were sent last week to
more than 20,000 next of kin cof
American dead who now rest in 15
of the 200 temporary cemeteries
overseas as the first step in deter-
mining the final resting places of
these who died cutside the continen-
tal limits of the United States, dur-
ing World War II. Letters of inquiry
will, in the future, be sent to all con=
cerned, according to the Kentucky
Disabled Ex-Service Men's Board.
Next of kin may ehoose to have
the remains of World War IT armed
forces personnel who died overseas
ta) returned to the United States
for burial in a private cemetery: (b)
returned to the United States for
burial in a naticnal cemetery; (c)
buried in a permanent U.S. military
cemetery overseas; or (d) buried in
a private cemetery in a foreign
country, which is the homeland of
the deceased or next of kin.
