Speeding Automobile 
Rams Rear of Bus 
Heavily Loaded 
Four people were injured and sev­

eral badly shaken in a near-tragedy 
at 4:20p.m., MOI:day near Boldman 
on U.S. Route 23 when a car occu­
pied by Ershel Goble and Ocid 
Thcmas rammed into the rear of a 
heavily loaded Pikeville c:ty bus go_ 
ing north on its interurban route 
to Floyd county.

MEET MONDAY 
Plans for Canalization 
Furthered In Meeting 
At Paintsville Club 
The Big Sandy Valley Association 

was host to a Congressional party, 
on an inspectiun tour of the Big 
Sandy r:ver in connecticn with the 
proposed canalization of the stream 
for navigatiion purposes, at their 
annual meeting Monday at the 
Paintsville Country Club. 

Over 200 members and their guests 
attended a luncheon meeting high­
lighted by speeches from Governor 
Simeon S. Willis of Kentucky, Hon. 
Colm:el Frederick A. Muhlenberg, 
of the House Public Works Commit­
tee, Colonel Harry Pockras, princi­
pal engineer of Huntingtcn district 
corps of U.S. engineers, Gen. Doug­
las L. Weart, Ohio River Division 
engineer, Col. A. M. Nielson, dis­
trict engineer cf Huntington, M. L. 
Garvey, chairman of the Executive 
Committee of the Board of Direc­
tors. 

This gathering was cited as the 
mcst edhusiastic meeting of the 
group recorded to date as Governor 
wm;s predicted that, if the project 
is completed, Big Sandy would be­
come the leading industrial center 
in the state if not in the United 
States. Col. Pockras termed the 
canalization project "economically 
sound," and declared after an ex­
haustive survey recently completed 
that there was enough coal within a 
10-mile radius of the Big Sandy 
river to last several thousand years. 
Ccngressman, Muhlenberg in his 
address made no promises and de­
clined to make any comment on •he 
likelihood of the project being ap­
proved until he returned to Wash­
ii:gton and reported to his com­
mittee. 

After the Paintsville meeting ad­
journed the visiting Congressional 
and engineering group moved on up 
the Big Sandy, Inspecting the var­
ious proposed dam sites with a des­
tined stopover in Williamson, W.Va., 
Monday night. Completing their in_ 
spection, the visitors will return to 
Washington this week with another 
stopover scheduled in Huntington.

NEW METERS 
BEING SET 
Locating Parking Zones 
With View to Safety 
At Intersections 
Installation of the new automatic 

parking meters, replacing the crank­
type formerly in use here, is expect­
ed to be completed this week, city 
authorities said today (Thursday). 
Where approximately 220 old-type 
meters were in use the new meters 
w:ll number about 184. 

They are being set 30 feet from 
each corner so that parked cars will 
n,ot interfere with traffic negotiating 
the intersections. The meters are 
being re-located with a viewpoint 
to safety around the busy corners 
in the business section and adjacent 
areas, City Attorney W. S. Harkins 
explained. 

Mr. Harkins is supervising the 
wcrk In behalf of Roe Layr.e, the 
city's traffic and parking supervisor, 
who is absent due to illness in his 
family. 

The new meter will accommodate 
several combinations of coins. The 
ccmbinations of two nickels, ten 
pennies or fi"l'e pennies and one 
nickel will provide the motorist 
with full two hours' parking time. 
One penny buys 12 minutes 11nd 
each additional "copper" will pro­
vide the same amount ef time up to 
the two-hour limit. One nickel is 
good for one hour. In this way, the 
shopper won't be bothered with 
running to his parking zone every 
few minutes to check his time, the 
city attorney said. 

W. S. WALLEN, 
TRUCK VICTIM 

Local Attorney Dies 
Following Accident 
Near Banner Home 
Final rites for W. S. (Willie) 

Wallen, 61, Prestonsburg attorney 
and former Floyd county State Rep_ 
resentative, were conducted Tuesday 
after!'oon at Banner from the home 
of his daughter, Mrs. Eugene Hall. 

The attorney was struck by a 
Spurlock Food Service truck trav­
eling south on the highway opposite 
the Banner bridge at 6 :35 a.m., Sat­
urday morning and was pronounced 
dead upon arrival at the Beaver 
Valley hospital, Martin, a few min­
utes later. While awaiting a bus en 
route frcm his home at Banner to 
his office here, Mr. Wallen hailed a 
ride from an acquaintance and·ran 
across the road into the path of the 
vehicle, investigating Highway Pa­
trolman Adams stated. The vic­
tim, Patrolman Adams said, was 
very hard of hearing and did not 
see the truck as it rounded a nearby 
curve In the road. He said that his 
investigation indicated that the 
truck, driven. by Earl Griffith, West 
Prestonsburg, was "travelling a little 
fast." 

Before entering law school at 
Bowling Green, Ky., and Valpara•so, 
Ind., he taught in public schools for 
a number of years. Upon graduation 
he was admitted to the bar at Pres­
tonsburg. He later practised his pro­
fession in El Paso, Texas and Los 
Angeles, Calif. Returning here, Mr. 
Wallen and family established their 
home five years ago at Banner. 

He volunteered and served 16 
months overseas during the first 
World War. 

The deceased is survived by his 
widow, Mrs. Martha Clark Wallen, 
Banner; the following children: 
Mrs. Sylvia Hall, Banner, Mrs. Im()­
gene Landgraf, Portland, Ore., Mrs. 
Melle Dorsey, Los Angeles, Calif., 
Mrs. Leslie Clinton, Albany, N.Y., 
and Nick Wallen, LexiDgton, Ky.;

IN COUNTY 

Rural School Program 
Designated As Means 
To Curb Delinquency 
Friday afternoon heralds the birth 

of Floyd county's first full-fledged 
rural school athletic program with 
a hundred or more rural schools 
represented by at least a thcusand 
of FlOyd's 6,000 rural students par­
ticipating, County Supervisor H;emy 
G. Martin am1ounced Wednesaay. 

About 25 of these recreational 
meets will be simultaneously held 
throughout the county in centrally 
located spots under the direction of 
Flpyd county high school pnncipais 
and county schcol supervisors. 
Wherever practicable, this is judged 
according to means of travel and 
accessibility of the schools, each 
meet will handle two, three and four 
schcols.

Says Chestnut Tree 
May Be on Way Back' 

The famous chestnut tree, killed 
se,veral years ago by a blight, may 
be on its way back, says W. E. Jack­
son, extension forester for the Uni­
versity of Kentucky College of Agri­
culture and Home Economics. Re­
ports are being received of chestnut 
trees 35 feet tall and five inches in 
diameter which have grown up as 
sprouts from trees killed by the 
blight. Some of the sprouts are 
eight to 10 years old . . 

There is a possibility, thinks For­
ester Jackson, that the chestnut 
sprouts are developing a resistance 
to the blight, and eventually will 
survive and make trees again . At 
first all sprouts were killed by the 
disease, but eventually they began 
to surv:ve, although most of them 
bear the canker of the blight.

The di..<;tribution of American De-That's the advice given farmers 
by the University of Kentucky's 
College of Agriculture and Home 
Economics. 

Stating that cover crops would 
protect the soil, furnish winter feed, 
and save la•bor, the college's special­
ists suggested the following crops 
and gave latest date for safe seed­
ing: 

Crimson clover, September 15 ; 
ryegrass, September 15; win ter oats, 
October 1; vetch, October 1 to Oc­
tober 10; barley, october 5; wheat, 
November 1, and rye, November 1 to 
November 15. Wheat and barley 
should not be seeded until hessian­
fly danger is past. 

Recommended seeding rates for 
best results are: 

Crimson clover, 12 to 20 pounds 
per acre; vetch, 15 to 40 pounds ; 
winter oats, l'h to 3 bushels ; barley, 
11h to 2 bushels; rye, 1 to 2 bushels; 
ryegrass, 15 to 30 pounds, and 
wheat, 1 to Z bushels. 1 

More pasture and better protec. 
tion come from heavy seedings, the 
University report said. Lighter seed­
ings may do if no stock a re run in 
the fields. 

A good seed-bed, careful seeding, 
and proper covering m ay mean the 
difference between success and fa il­
ure, the specialists declared. Ea rly 
seeded crops especially need goOd 
covering, they pointed out. 

Fertilizers and lime materials for 
winter cover crops usually pay and 
farmers were advised to <llieck the 
fertility of their soil before seeding 
cover crops. 

Vetch and crimson clover a re le­
gumes. Some soils are naturally in­
oculated for crimson clover, but it 
is essential to inocula te vetch be­
fore planting unless vetch has been 
grown successfully on t hat land be­
fore, it was said. 

To produce more pasture and bet­
ter protection for the soil, small 
grain or ryegrass sh ould be seeded 
with crimson clover or vetch .
