BATES WAIVES
HEARING HERE

In Slaying of Scott
At Wheelwright Jct.;
Claims Self-Defense

Charles Bates, 30-year-old Inland
Steel Company joy loader operator
and a nephew of Congressman Jce
B. Bates, of Greenup, Ky., is in jail
here awaiting grand jury action in
the death of Theodore Scott, 28,
whom he shot last Thursday night
at Wheelwright Junction.

He waived examining trial Wed-
nesday morning and $10,000 bond
was asked by County Judge Alex L.
Davidsonn for' his release till the
grand jury convenes.

Shot through the intestines, liver
and gallbladder, Scott died at the
Beaver Valley hospital, Martin, late
Friday afternoon. >

Dr. R, M. Sirkle, of the hospital
staff, said the wounded man was
“doing pretty good” following an
operation perfcrmed, late Thursday
night, until during the day Friday
when he rose from bed and, despite
emphatic warnings not to eat eor
drink anything, walked to a water
cooler in the hospital corrider and
drank some wafter. He then went
into sheock and did net rally, Dr.
Sirkle added.

Jay B, Bates, veteran teacher and
father of Charles Bates, sald his
son told him he was forced to shoot
Scott in self-defense. The shoating
occurred on the bridge at Wheel-
wright Junetion, a short distance
from .the spot where Scott's father,
Posey Scott, was fatally shot, sey-
eral years ago. Bates was brought to
jail here by Deputy Sheriff George
Johnscn.

Witresses questioned here by
County Attorney W. W. Burchett
could only say they saw two men on
the bridge and saw the flash of a
gun. They said they were too far
away to see, in the darkness, what
occeurred pricr to lhe shooting or to
hear what was said. 2

Q. Can I convert my NSLI policy
to some of the private companies?

Fellowing is copy of the law gov-
erning listing of preperily for taxa-
tion purposes:

Date of assessment of property;
when, where and by whom listed; in
wheose name assessed.

(1) All taxable property and all
interest ‘n taxable property shall be
aszessed and valued as of July 1 of
each vear unless otherwise provided

| by law. It shall be the duty of all
| persons owning er having any inter-
|v_~;1. in any personal property having
| a taxable situs in this state to list or
| have listed between July 1 and Sep-
| tember 1 of each year such property
| with the county tax commissioner
of the ceunty where it is located,

except as otherwise provided by law. |

All persons in whose name property
is. properly assessed shall remain

| bound for the tax; notwithstanding

they may have sold or parted with
it.

| (2) Real property or any interest

therein shall be listed in the county
or district where it is located by

| the owner of the first freehold estate

therein, and il shall be assessed

| without reference to conflicting title.
If the owner fails to list the prop-
erty, the counly tax commissioner
| may swear wilnesses in erider to as-
certain the person in whese name to
| make the list,

(3) Real property shall be assessed
in the name of the owner, if ascer-
tainable hy the tax commissioner,
otherwise in the name of the oceu-
pant, if ascertainable, and etherwise
to “Unknown owner."”
