The Floyd county school system
this year has been allotted $47.913.45
and the independent Prestonshurg
| school district, $6.81547 out of the
$1,850,125 state fund desigred fo
equalize educational opportunities
during the current school year, Dr.
J. D. Falls, finance director, Depart-
ment of Education, announced Sat-
urday.

Amounts allocated to both the
county and Prestonsburg school sys.
tems are practicaliy the same as last
year's, The county system last year
received only $83.01 less than this.
The equalization fund is restricted
w use for supplementing teachers'
salaries,

Harlan county schools got the big-
gest bite out of the total fund—
$117.903.59. Pike county schools come
next with $109,213.93, and Pulacki
county schools third with $66,897.45
The smallest amount will be $270.32
to Meade county schools.

The distribution of the $1,950,125 |
is based on financial needs and|
other factors, including enrollment
and attendance in the school d's-
tricts, both county and city. Dr.
Falls said the state's total aid to
the districts had increased 89 per
cent since the 1943-44 gchool year,

In all, 56 of Kentucky's 120 coun-
ties will get the special aid for their
county school districts, while similar
finanecial help will be given to 40
city school districts.

No reason actually exists for regarding a constitutional convention
with misgivings. The “fears” expressed by certaln reactionsy leaders
have the ring of propaganda. By no other means can Kentucky so quickly
and surely square governmental strueture with progress than through

It seems to us, however, that a deeper point is to be found in this pro-
fessed uneasiness-of the gentlemen who shy away from a convention,
Implicit and scmetimes expheit in their position is a fear of the people.
They act as if all fhe smart Kentfuckians were dead, as if there wasnw
enough courage and honesty and honor, to execute a workable consiifu-
tion. Leave it to'the dead, they say; the living can't be trusted.

We say rubbish. We say that what dead Kentuckians have done, live
ones can do—and can do with due attention to developments undreamed
of by decedsed elders.

We aren't afraid ef the people, and we aren't afraid, as these
backward-looking men, that a new constitution will be a case of out of
the frying pan into the fire. The idea of speecial interests dominating the
convention and “destroying” the constitution is ridicwous. In the first
place, the voters at large elect representatives to a, eonstitutional conven-
tion—and we don't think they'll elect dishonest or stupid emes, In the
second place, the voters ‘will have oppertunity to decide, after the new
constitution is drawn, whether to adopt it or retain the old cne, Where
lies any danger there?

Through the decades Kentucky has got along pretty well through a
democratic, or, if you prefer; a representative system of government. We
say it will get along all right that way in the future much better than
if live hopes and live needs and live people must defer to dead times and
dead decisions and delegates long underground.

“Nothing would do 'more to keep people from needing the help of
psychidtrists than a renewal of intelligent, vital, personal religion,” de-
clares Harry Emerson Fosdick in The Reader’s Digest for July. A religion
built on faith in the purpose of one’s existence, and devotion te persons
and causes outside oneself is a primary condition of a healthy life, the
author says.

Citing the fact that there are today 4,011 “aceredited psychiatrists” in
the United States, Dr. Fosdick sees “more disordered lives being produced
than they can possibly d#al with.” His solution is not to increase the num-
ber of psychiatrists but to keep people from feeding psychiatry.

“An-inner serenity,” which the author holds necessary to true religion,
is impossible to many, he believes, ‘“Multitudes today have no place in-
side themselves where, in a noisy and turbulent world, they can calm
down and be guiet. Turmoil without tranquillity is their life, and the
emolional effect of such peaceless living is disastrous.”

Geodwill, ‘even toward those who are unfriendly, is not an impractical
ideal but an indispensable factor in emotional and mental health, Self-
respect is another. The admission of failure gives a person an excuse to
evade all responsibility. But true religion “smashes that alibi to smith-
ereens,” the author contends,

Some psychiatrists are. suspicious of religion, even hostile to if, be-
canse in many cases it produces “silly, irrational remorse over moralistic
peceadillos, threatens people with penalties for breaking nonsensical codes,
and thus causes cemplexes for which there is no sound reason.” But the
cure for such "nert\' perverted religion” is not irreligion, Dr. Fosdick says;

Sixty-one “haye-not” Kentuck_y
counties have been given top Ppri-
ority for federal aid to build hospi-
tals under a $2,500,000 prograim dur.
ing the next 12 months.

..The priorities were approved ten-
tatively by the Xentucky Hospital
Advisory Council. They are subject
to the council’s revision, and must
be approved by the U.S. surgeon
general.

The 61 counties will be eligible for
a federal grant amounting to one-
third of the cost of building a new
hospital, replacing,” remodeling, or
adding to an old one. The council
will approve the size and location of
all projects.

If the top-priority counties aren't
able to use all the approximately
$2,500,000 allotted fo Kentucky, the
money will go to 35 second-priority
counties. These priorities also are
tentative.

The council-in numerous instances
linked two and three counties: to-
gether as geographical units and the
hospital would be constructed in one
of the counties of the grup.

not strictly banking but which could
mean money in the bank to this and
other sections of Kentucky.

The Jeflerson county forester ex-
plained what is being done within a
few miles of the city of Louisville.
In brief, his talk dealt with the
county forest established in Jeffer-
son county under authority of a re-
cent Kentucky statute.

This law empowers a fiscal court
to issue bonds for purchase or es-
tablishment otherwise of a county
fcrest preserve. Such bonds are an
indebtedness only against the forest
holdings themselves and are amor-
tized only through sale of forest
products. Bonds for this purpose
may be issued without approval of
popular vote, inasmuch as they are
not a liability against the taxpayers.

Acting-under such authority, the
forester said, the Jeflerson fiscal
court established the Jefferson coun-
ty forest preserve,

That is the story. THE TIMES
does not, at this time, say such a
move would be the most feasible
within the range of the Floyd fiscal
court, but it would remind members
of the court that the plan is cone
deserving of study and careful con-
sideration.

Floyd county's area is;, theoret-
ically, 68 per cent forest. Actually,
at least half of that 68 per cent rep-
resents land that should be in forest
but which is nothing but denuded
hillsides. Erosion is unimpeded, as a
rule. Waste of remaining forest re-
sources continues, Whether a re-
serve or a huge reforestation under-
taking Is most needed, it is certain
something should be done—not years
from now, but soon—if ours is not
to become a wasteland.

Following is copy of the law gov-
erning listing of property for taxa-

purposes:
{1) All taxable property and all
interést 'n taxable property shall be

‘assessed and valued as of July 1 of

each year unless otherwise provided
by law. It shall be the duty of all
persons owning or having any inter-
est in any personal property having
a taxable situs in this state to list or
have listed between July 1 and Sep-
tember 1 of each year such properly
with the county tax commissioner
of the county where it is located,
except as otherwise provided by law.
All persons in whose name property
is properly assessed shall remain
bound for the tax, notwithstanding
they may have sold or parted with
it.

(2) Real property or any interest
therein shall be listed in the county
or district where it is localed by
the owner of the first freehold estate
therein, and it shall be assessed
without reference to conflicting title.
If the ownmer fails to list the prop-
erty, the county tax commissioner
may swear witnesses in order to as-
certain the person in whose name to
make the list.

(3) Real property shall be assessed
in the name of the owner, if ascer-
tainable by the tax commissioner,
otherwise in the name of the occu-
pant, if ascertainable, and otherwise
to “Unknown owner.” The undivid-
ed real estate of any deceased per-
son may be assessed to the heirs of
such person without designating
them by name.

@, Does VA provide matenity care
to veterans or thelr dependents thru
lout-patient clinies?

Q. What is the waiting list for
hospitalization?

A, Veterans with gervice-connect-
|ed disabilities must be provided
| medical care first. Then, if beds are
available and if veterans with non-
service-connected ailments say they
cannot afford to pay for treatment
elsewhere, they may be admitted to
VA hospitals. Inasmuch as VA al-
{ most always has more applications
' for hospital care from veterans with
|no:'.:er\-'ico-cmmecred ailments than
it has beds, there is always a group
of veterans awaiting their turn for
hospitalization,

@. Hew long does a veteran have
to wait before he is hospitalized?

A, If a veteran has a service-con-
nected disability, he does not have
fo wail to receive hospitalization. If
he has a nonservice-connected ail-
ment and he is ‘an emergenecy ‘case,
he is admitted immediately. But if
he has g nonserviee-conmected ail-
ment that is rot emergent, he must
wilf until ‘g bed i$ available. The
time he must wait varies. Some hos..
pitals are more crowded than others
and thus have longer waiting lists.

Q.May a veteran be treated by
his own physician, on the outside, at
VA expense?

A, Yes, if he has a service-connec-
nected disability and receives prior
VA approval for such care.
