Coal mine opera-
tors cannot employ a man who has
lost an arm or a leg, There are other
tasks that require agility of foot and
the use of two hands as well as the
guidance of an alert mind,

Then it is up to those other em-
ployers who have sedentary work
for the erippled—work they can do
as well as an athlete; or those who
ecan put to work at a profit both to
themselves and their employes
those who are otherwise handi-
capped. There are, fortunately, such
' employers left.

Whose the Blame?

IRCUIT Judge R. Monroe Fields,
of the Pike-Letcher district,
recently drew the ire of an

unknown number of persons scat-
tered over the United States by
sentencing thirteen-year-old Craw-
ford Casebolf, of Pike county, to a
life sentence at,the Greendale re-
form school and the state relorma-
tory at LaGrange.

Fortunately, John Young Brown,
Lexington attorney, tcok an active
interest in the boy's case, and so
voung Casebolt is now in the friend-
Iy environs of Father Flanagan’s
Boys Town instead of on the *La-
Grange second team” at Greendale,
as Mr. Brown apily describes this
reform school that does not referm.

Full eredit belongs to Mr. Brown
and Father Flanagan, But all cen-
sure does not pelong to Judge Fields.

The circuit judge in the case was
simply following the law. The boy
had been given a juvenile hearing
and, whatever the faults of that
hearing, , nobody had discovered
them until Mr. Brown entered the
case at the eleventh hour, The boy
then was given trial by a jury. He
was convicted and the jury, accord-
ing to Kenftucky law, fixed the sen-
tence.

Judge Fields powerless to
grant probation, inasmuch as the
severity of the penalty removed the
case outside the jurisdiction of the
probation law,

was

Kentucky law and the state's cor-
rectional system were almost wholly
at faulb. The jury, acting under the
law, ‘prescribed the penalty. The
state has nothing better for a young
law-breaker than Greendale. Ken-

inspections, erection of concrete-
block stoppings between main in-
take and return airways, prompt
| closing of ventilating doors, pur-
chase of two permissible flame-safe-
iamps, and pre-shift examina-
tions for explosive gas and other
hazards.. Also listed were audible
warning devices for the locomotives,
further precautions against electrical
and mechenical hazards, placing of
rock-dust at strategic peints under-
ground for fire-fighting purposes,
100 per cent wearing of “hard" hats,
maintenance of complete accident
records, and a ban on using open-
flame lichts in the mine.

Althcugh noting that some rock-
dust had been distributed in the
mine, Wiley recommended rock-
dusting of several working entries to
within 80 %eet of the face as well as
application of additional rock-dust
in' 2 number of other active areas.

These pecple
distinctly understand that wages
paid have to be lower than wages
in large factories in large industrial
cenfers. They understand that the
products of these factories have fo
sell at a lower priece in order to
compete with the large factories
who have. mass production and in
quite a number of instances these
employes own small amounts of
stock in the company. Therefore, it
can be readily understood that very
few labor disputes arise. and that
thiz is a well-balanced plan, bene-
ficial not only to the employes, to
the management of small factories,
but to the communifty in which the
plant is located. I know of one agri-
cultural county that has three small
| towns outside the county seat. There
is ‘a germent factory in the county
seat, two small faclories in one of
the towns and a small factory in
each of the others. To me this would
I'be an ideal economic situationn for
J(‘\rery city and ecunty within the
great Commonwealth of Kentucky.™
