WOMAN HELD
WITHOUT BAIL

Myrs. Hall’s Bond Voided ;
Evidence Heard Monday
In Examining Trial Here

The brief liberty she enjoyed un-
der $10,000 bond following her ar-
rest in the pistol-slaying on Jack's
Creek of Mrs. Polly Johnson ended
Monday for Mrs. Ritter Hall with
County Judge Alex L. Davidson di-
recting that she be held in jail with-
out bond, pending action of the next
grand jury, after he had heard tes-
timony at an examining trial.

Her attorney, Edward L. Allen,
Prestonsburg, said later that new
evidence will be introduced in sup-
port of his contention that Mrs, Hall
is entitled to bail,

Only two witnesses testified dur-
ing the preliminary hearing. One of
these was 13-year-old Johnny John-
son, son of the slain woman; the
other, Mrs. Beatrice Johnson, daugh-
lter of Mrs. Hall.

The boy said he and his mother
met Mrs. Hall on a path in front of
the home of Garfield Burke and
that Mrs. Hall profanely ordered his
mother to “get the——on down the
road.” Mrs. Johnson advised the
other, he testified, to “’tend to your
business and I'll 'tend to mine."”
After passing them, he contended,
and when at a distance of 20 feet
and six inches away, Mrs. Hall be-
gan firing. Asked how he arrived at
such exact figures, the boy replied
that the distance had been mea-
sured. He added that Mrs. Hall
then snapped the revolver “on my
head,” after which his mother
wrested the weapon from her and
gave it to Garfield Burke.

The daughter of the accused
woman testified that Mrs. Johnson
seized her mother and ordered the
boy to take “what she had in her
hand.”

VA EXPLAINS msm&NCE
PROVISION OF GI LOANS

Werld War I veterans may nego-
tiate home, farm and business loans
under the G.I. Bill cn an insured
instead of & guaranteed basis, Vet-

| erans Administration Branch Office

officials in Columbus, O., pointed oub
this week.

Loans may be guaranteed up fo
30 per cent of the principal of the
loan, but het to efceed $4,000 on &
real estate loan, or $2,000 on a non-
realty loan., Loans may be insured
fcr 8 maximum of 15 per cent of
the principal of the Joan, but not to
exceed the $4,000 and $2,000 limits.

VA officials said that if a lending
institution agrees with a veteran to
use the loan insurance instead of
the government’s 50 per cent guar-
antee, it nctifies VA, which sets up
an insurance account with the lend-
er and enters to the lender's eredit
an amount equal to 15 per cent of
the loan.

Insurance on loans is ayailable
only through supervised Ilenders,
which include thoseé subject to ex-
amination and supervision by state
and federal authorities. VA will re-
imburse the lender for any loss on
any che loan up fo the aggregate
amount ¢f insurance credited to the
account of that lénder.

Loans may be either guaranteed
or insured at the option of the bor-
rower and the lender. . Under an in-
suregd lcan, the. veteran gains an
advantage as a smaller amount of |

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LEXINGTON WO
ICANDIDAT

Lexington, Ry, Oct. 11—Demo=
cratic and Republican conceptions of
state government elashed here today
as the two rival eandidates for Gov-
ernor expounded their views before
the Lexington League of Women
Volers.

Earle C. Clements, Morganfield,
Demgerat, and Eldon S. Dummil,
Lexington, Republican, reached un-
qualified agreement on only two
points, Each favored a convention to
revise the state Constitution. And
each said the 1934 ouster act ought
to be repealed. This is the act that
gives the Governor power to oust his
appointees without cause or hear-
ing.

Clements said he intends to vote
“Yes" November 4 on the guestion
to call a constitutional eonvention.
Dummit said he has been speaking
and working for a convention for
two yvears.

Each candidate spoke for 10 min-
utes at the luncheon-meeting at the
Lafayette hotel, then answered
questions from the audience for 20
minutes. The question period clari-
fied several issues that haye hbeen
in doubt.

In responise to questions, Clem-
ents said:

1. He is nct in favor of abolishing
the present one-man Highway Com-
mission for a return to the old sys-
tem of a nine-man commission. Nor
does he intend, if elected, to convert
the State Highway Department into
a poht:cal machine.

2. He is in favor of federal aid ror
and does not object to
| some federal supervision if that is
what it takes to secure the aid.

3. If elected, he will oppose with
all his influence any bill that would
make it more dliﬂrult for any R.E.A.

to 'Ildﬁ(‘l&] limbs may obtain appll-
ances of their choice from any ap-
proved manufacturer under contract
with VA in one of three cities near-
est their residence, If the veteran
lives in a city or town having an ap-
proved limb manufacturer, that city
or town is included among the three
from which he must choose.

After delivery of the limb, a vet-
eran has a two-week trial period in
which to determine whether it fits
or functions properly. If the limb is
unsatisfactory, the veteran notifies
the VA office through which he ob-
tained it. In applying for spare
limbs, veterans should wait six fo 12
months to allow for the inevitable
physical changes in amputations.

VA recently announced the devel-
opment of three new artificial arms,
known as the Northrop, Fiteh and
Hosmer arms, as result of the gov-
ernment’s prosthetic research pro-
gram. Veterans who have been is-
isued both a permanent and spare
artificial arm may obtain one of the
new=type arms provided the appli-
ance can be satisfactorily fitted.

Veterans desiring additional infor-
mation concerning VA’s prosthetic
appliance program should contact
the nearest VA office.

VA estimates there are 3,100 leg
and arm ampulees in the tri-state
Columbus Branch Office area, in-
cluding 1,000 in Ohio, 1,200 in Mich-
igan and 800 in Kentucky.

Artifieial limbs may be replaced
by VA if the need arises through
“fajr wear and tear,” VA cfficials
said.

VA REHAB PROGRAM AIDS
HARD-OF-HEARING VETS

World War IL veterans who suf-
fered lhearing impairments in ser-
vice are eligible for a special pro-
pram of medical rehabilitation
which Veterans Administration has
| established to help them overcome
their handicap.

VA Branch Officials in Celumbus,
0., said eligible veterans may take
advantage of this program whether
they require medical attention to
improve their hearing or whether
they need rehabilitation to overcome
the handicap of a permanent hear-
ing impairment,

The complete rehabilitation course
includes a series of hearing and
speech tests, the selection and fit-
ting of a hearing aid if indicated,
auditory training, lip reading in-
struction and speech correction if
necessary.

VA has ccnbraets with several in-
stitutions to give all or part of the
complete rehabilitation cOurse.
These include the Cleveland Speech
schools, subsistence allowance or re-
serve University, Cleveland, and Qhio
State University, Columbus,

Clem-
ents said his Commissioner of Wel-
fare would be a “native Kenbuckian
of whom everyhody could be proud.”

In the fieid of public education,
Dulmmit proposed to increase the
common school fund from $19,500.,000
to $30,000,000 a year, Clements pro-
posed ‘“‘the largest appropriation,
consistent with the solvency of the
state.”

Dummib proposed a deficiency ap~
propriation of $7.000,000 to raise
teachers' salaries retroactive to July
1, Clements likewise proposed a de-
ficiency appropriation sufficient to
give teachers a “substantial” raise in
salary.

Duminit advocated a rueal high-
way fund of $14,500,000 a year.
Clements advocated the largest ru-

A federal cua! mihe inspector has
credited more than a score of re-
cent improvements and at the same
time has suggested a few supple-
mentary measures for the 1.200-ton-
a-day Weeksbury mine operated by
the Eastern Gas and FPuel Assoc.ates,
Coal Divisienn. The Floyd mine had
358 employes when it was re-exam-
mz*i in August by Inspector J. Wil-
lard Wood

Inspector Wood said that the
haulageways, face regions, and some
of the back entries had been rock-
dusted between inspections, but he
ponted out that the rock-dusting
program should be made more effec-
tive in certain areas.

Sufficient air was circulated thru
lase-entry crosscuts, air connections
were driven properly, ang they were |
clesed when necessary to facilitate |
ventilation, the inspector reported.
O'her betterments included reason-
ably good dust-free conditions in the
mine, frame grounds for pumps.
