"At the time we first used 2-4-D 
we didn't know whether it would kill 
the corn or the weeds," said Blake­
man, "but I figured it couldn't cut 
the crop any more than the weeds, 
so I shot the wcrks. Until that time 
we were hoeing and every time we 
hoed it rained and weeds seemed to 
grow thicker and higher." 

Blakeman said he sprayed his field 
once w:th the new chemical and 
wiped out the weeds. In 1946 his 
bottom land produced from 30 to 40 
bushels of corn an acre. This year's 
average was 50 bushels an acre on 
the same ground, but under some­
what adverse growing conditions 
compared with 1946.

Is First Medical Plan 
On County-Wide Basis 
Set Up in Kentucky 
Kentucky's first voluntary prepay 

medical plan to be set up on a 
county-wide basis, was approved 
Friday for Boyd county by the State 
Buard of Health. 

It will probably "set a pattern for 
the rest of the state," Dr. P. E. 
Blackerby, state ):lealth commission­
er, said. 

The board approved the incor­
poration of Medical Service, Inc., a 
non-profit corporation. Its physi­
cian-members will supply up to $150 
worth of surgical, obstetrical, anes­
thesia, and x-ray and radium bene­
fits to subscribers annually. 

Dr. Blackerby said 24 of the 32 
physicians in Boyd county have 
voted to join the service. Six physi­
cians from Ashland and one from 
Catlettsburg, are the incorporators. 

Greenup county doctors probably 
will form a similar service, and phy­
sicians in Pike county also are plan­
ning one, Dr. Blackerby told the 

oard. In Boyd county and elsewhere 
the plans can be extended to adjoin­
ing counties "any time they get 50 
per cent or more of the doctors in 
t hese counties to join," he said. Sub­
scribers are not confined to any 
single county. 

It was understood the plan will 
cost subscribers $1 monthly for a 
single person and $2 for a family, 
though Dr. Blackerby said he hadn't 
been informed officially. 

Incorporators of the Boyd county 
service are Drs. George M. Bell, Oli­
ver H. Fearing, H. E. Martin, Leslie 
D . Urban, Walter F . Williams, and 
Leslie H. Winans, of Ashland; and 
Dr. E. W. Garred, Catlettsburg. 

The Ashland plan is modeled on 
one already working in Huntington, 
W. Va., he added. It is limited to 
"surgical services." These include 
"operative and cutting procedures, 
... treatment of all fractures and 
dislocations ... anesthesia .•. ob­
stetrical service in the home or hos­
pital, and x-ray and radium ther­
apy." Blackerby said it will cover 
visits to doctors' offices. 

It will not cover medical costs be­
cause its doctors "would be swamped 
before they got started," Blackerby 
said. He told the board Huntington 
Medical Care, Inc., took in $60,000 
and paid out $48,000 in benefits its 
first six months. Only after such a 
service builds up a good surplus can 
it afford to pay "medical" benefits 
as well, he added. 

Under the Boyd county plan, a 
subscriber must pay half the differ­
ence if his doctor's surgical bill runs 
more than $150 a year. 

Only persons already subscribers 
to Biue Cross Hospital Service may 
join the new service. Lane Tyne, 
Kentucky Blue Cross director, said 
about 15,000 persons in Boyd county 
are Blue Cross subscribers. 

'!'he Boyd county plan differs from 
one considered recently by the 
Kentucky Medical Association in 
t hat it is open to anyone, regardless 
of income. The state association 
discussed a plan of benefits only to 
persons earning below a certain in­
come.

The 
tabulation for 1947 shows that the 
usage tax delivered $2,275,188.64 in 
new revenue to t he fund; an addi­
tional $480,015 came from operators' 
licenses and $2,263 was added in the 
form of penalties on truck weight 
and mileage taxes. 

"Several sign ificant changes .. . " 
were n oted by the r eport in the ad­
ministration of the department. 
"The cost of the commissioners• and 
advisory commissioners' offices have 
been materially reduced . . . in re­
l~:~tion to the total cost of adminis­
tration." Percen tage schedules car­
ried in the r eport show that highest 
oost of the commissioner's office 
was 'n 1943 when $65,546.50 was ex­
pended with the lowest ccst recorded 
in 1946 when $19,788.29 was spen t 
for that office. 

"Abolishment of the Advisory Com­
mission in 1944 and other economies 
in the office of the Commissioner in 
later yens enabled the department to 
expand into other activities without 
exceedirng the statutory limit ($600,-
000 annu:1.llyl of administrative ex­
penses," the report indicates. 

"The re-Jund of gasoline excise 
t 3xes to farmers went into effect 
July 1, 1946. During the first year the 
law was in force, the department 
disbursed in :refunds . . . a total of 
$207,071.04." 'Twenty counties a~e 
recorded as having m ade no appll­
cation for refunds while in 19 coun­
ties individual refunds exceeded $3 ,-
0CO. Highest was Christian with $14,-
932.19 in refunds, Henderson with 
$14,906.18 and Davies with $12,471.13. 
Eight individuals are recorded as 
having obtained in excess of $500 ~ 
refunds, six in excess of $400, 15 m 
excess of $300, with over 5,000 other 
individuals obtaining from $2~ to 
$300 each.

Nearly every time I drive over 
our bluegrass pastures in autumn 
and see Hereford cattle fattening 
on Korean lespedeza that grows in 
the grass, I think of Charles M. 
Meacham, Jr., of Union county, be­
cause it was Mr. Meacham who did 
more than any other individual to 
popularize that wonderful legume 
in the Pennyrile district. 

The Kentucky Experiment Sta­
tion and a committee of Union 
county farmers honored Mr. Mea­
cham a dozen years ago with a 
Master Farmer's plaque, agricul­
ture's distinguished service medal , 
for bringing lespedeza to that coun­
ty, and the honor was more than 
deserved. His first large crop of seed 
was highly profitable, selling at 
around 50 cents a pound. But the 
price tumbled the very next year, 
because nearly every farmer who 
bought seed from Meacham harvest­
ed seed for himself. But the drop in 
price did not affect seriously the 
production of lespedeza seed. It was 
profitaJble at less than 10 cents a 
pound. 

In three or four years more than 
50 per cent of the farmest in West 
Kentucky were growing lespedeza 
for pasture, for hay, or for seed. All 
were growing it for the nitrogen it 
put in to their soil. 

Now Korean lespedeza is grown 
all over Kentucky and many of my 
neighbors say it is the greatest bless­
ing to agriculture that has come our 
way in the last 50 years. It furnishes 
at least 35 per cent of the state's 
hay crop. On ridge land , where red 
clover is hit or miss, one year to 
Korean lespedeza usually doubles 
the yield of corn the following year. 
Lespedeza doesn't miss, even on 
land that has not been sweetened 
with lime.

it does not help the hay crop much. 
To build up second bottom land in 

one year for two corn crops I sow 
10 pounds of lespedeza with 10 
pounds of sweet clover and turn un- I 
der the rank yield of green stuff in 
the fall for green fertilizer, sow 
barley for a winter cattle pasture, 
then plow under the barley in the 1 
spring for more green fertilizer, and 
plant my corn. This rotation im­
proves the land over the stretch, 
whereas red clover followed by corn 
calls for a four-year rotation. 

This year Kentucky has more live­
stock than any other state south of 
the Ohio river and east of the Mis­
sissippi, and lespedeza is largely re­
sponsible for this achievement. We 
have 1,502,000 head of cattle, 1,-
414,000 hogs, 7B7,000 sheep and we 
are marching on to higher records 
as we sow more and more lespedeza.
