As Former Resident 
Of Harold Is Shot 
To Death by Spoust 
Returned to Harold, her former 

home, this week for burial was the 
body of Mrs. Lula Music Caldwell, 26 
years old, whose husband, Homer 
Caldwell, 28, shot her to death in a 
River Rouge, Mich., night club, 
shortly before midnight Sunday. 

The body was taken to the home 
at Harold of Mrs. Caldwell's sister, 
Mrs. otis Cecil. 

As the young matron, mother of 
six, sat at a. table watching floor­
show comedians act out a "love tri­
angle" skit in the shadowy, dim-lit 
room, the husband, formerly a r esi­
dent of Dorton, Pike county, sudden· 
ly appeared, whipped out a revolver 
and began firing, reports received 
here stated. Three bullets struck her 
in the region of the heart. Claude 
Carbeille, 22, a chance acquaintance 
of the victim, was shot in the leg. 

The slayer was arrested at his 
rooming house, nine hours later. 

According to police, Caldwell en­
tered the club in suqurban River 
Rouge shortly before midnight with 
his hat pulled low and his coat col­
lar turned up. 

He glided through the dim room 
while patrons concentrated on the 
floor show and peered at tables until 
he found one against the wall. 

Suddenly a revolver cracked as 
Mrs. Caldwell rose from her chair 
and screamed. She fell dead with 
three bullets in her heart only inch­
es apart. Carbeille was staggered by 
wounds in the leg. 

Police Lieut. Louis Balaze said 
Caldwell brandished th e sm oking 
weapon and warned two men who 
approached him to stand back as he 
left. 

Balaze said Caldwell went to the 
home of a friend and said h e had 
killed his wife and asked that her 
father be notified . Then he went to 
his rooming house and changed 
clothes, leaving t he revolver in the 
pocket of an abandoned coat. 

Caldwell was seized nine hours 
later as he returned to the house. He 
said he had intended to pack a bag 
and head for the Caldwells' former 
home at Boldman, KY. 

Carbeille, a. shipyard worker, said 
he knew Mrs. Caldwell ~nly slightly. 

Balaze said the Caldwells had been 
separated five or six imes in the 
past two years. He said the wife had 
six children ranging in a.ge from 11 
years to six mont hs.

Matter of $80,000, Bar 
To Flood Control Here 

While Prestonsburg property-own­
ers watched the rise of the water 
here a few weeks ago, two questions 
were often voiced: 

"Suppose it will rise higher than 
last t ime?" and "Why doesn't Pres­
tonsburg have a floodwall?" 

The first question was answered 
within a matter of hours. The an­
swer to the other is, Prestonsburg 
already has a ftoodwall in the high 
banks of the Big Sandy, except 
where Trimble Branch joins the 
river. 

But the biggest question of all 
is that of money-a considerable 
amount of money. During the "rise," 
several thousands of dollars could 
h ave been quickly pledged toward 
the expense of furnishing flood pro­
tection. 

But would properly-owners plank 
down $80,000?-that is the biggest 
question. 

In 1944, government engineers 
made a study of the ftood situation 

here and later estimated that peace­
time cost of a barrier to future floods 
would entail an expenditure of that 
amount. This, they said, would 
cover construction of a 200-foot 
levee between Second avenue and 
the river and installation of a pU!JlP 
station. 

An encouraging note is found, 
however, in an unofficial statement 
made at that time by an engineer 
that an "unguaranteed" job could 
be done for as low as $7,000. 

Three modern-day floods, engi­
neers estimated, have cost property­
owners here $57,000 in damage, not 
to mention the lowered value of 
property in the flood zone.

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One point of victory was scored by 
the Floyd-Knott group. This was 
gained in a House amendmen t pro­
viding that Commonwealth's Attor­
neys affected by the bill could hold 
office if they moved into their n ew 
districts at any time before expira ­
tion of their terms. 

One tenuous thread of hope re­
mained Wednesday. This lay ~ an 
amendment to the bill providing for 
a separat e judicial district for Pike 
county. The amendment would make 
Floyd county one district and throw 
Magoffin, Johnson and Martin into 
one. 

The bill, as voted, and now ready 
for lhe Governor's signature, re­
shuffles the judicial district boun­
dary lines, thusly; 

31st-Floyd and Martin. 
36th-Knott and Magoffin. 
24th-Johnson and Lawrence. 
39th- Breathitt, Wolfe and Powell. 
32nd-Boyd. 
25th-Clark, Jessamine and Mad­

ison. 

Opponents of the mcasme openlJ 
declared the bill was planned to 
create a new judicial district for Er­
vine Turner of J ackson, who h ad 
failed to win the circuit judgehip of 
the 36th district as long as Magoffin 
county was a par t of it. 

The debate on the bill w~>s often 
bitter and Representatives f rom 
counties it affected declared it "a..l'l­
other little Munich where everybody 
was called in except the people af­
fected by the change." 

I t was reported that Ervine Turn­
er, chief clerk of the Senate, is in 
line for appointment by Governor 
Earle C. Clements as circuit judge 
of the newly created 39th judicial 
dist rict. 

In fact, when the bill was returned 
to the Senate, Major ity Floor Lead­
er Moloney, Lexington, told the Sen­
ators that Turner had an interest in 
the bill. The chief clerk's m other is 
desperately ill, Moloney said, an d 
Turner was anxious to see th e bill 
passed before r eturning h ome. T he 
rules were suspended, the House 
amendments adopted, and the bill 
was repassed immediately. Turner 
and administration higher-ups 
watched the vote closely.

If they are thrown to­
gether into a district as the bill pro­
posed, the judge, attorneys, and liti­
gants would have to travel through 
neighboring Johnson county when 
going back and forth between the 
county sea ts, Inez and Prestonsburg. 

Representative Leonard W. Pres­
ton, Glasgow Democrat, said be felt 
it was " against the spirit of the 
Constitution to create a district "1\ith 
fewer t han 60,000 population." Knott 
and Magoffin as a district would 
have only around 38,000 population, 
Preston added. 

I n the 1945 primary for circuit 
judge in the Breathitt-Wolfe-Ma­
goffin 36th district, Turner defeated 
Chester A. Bach, Jackson. for the 
Democratic nomination by 973 votes, 
although he trailed in Magotnn by 
26 votes.

Veterans and dependents of de­
ceased veterans of the Indian Wars 
will receive a 20 per cent increase in 
their allowance pensions effective 
with payments due for the month of 
March, Veterans Administration h as 
announced. 

The increases, approved by Con­
gress in January, will affect about 
75Q-living yeterans, 2,100 widows and 
some 50 helpless children of deceased 
Indian War veterans. 

Under the increased rates, which 
followed the granting of similar in­
creases for pensioners of other wars, 
the veterans will receive from $24 to 
$120 per month, depending upon ex­
tent of disability, age and qualifying 
status. Widows' ra tes will range from 
$36 to $60 monthly, with additional 
allowances for children. 

VA said the average age today of 
Indian War veterans is 85 years, and 
that dependents averag·e 80 years. 

Adjustments in the amount of 
payments will be made automatically 
by VA and will be reftected in checks 
issued for periods subsequent to 
March 1. 

QUESTIONS AND ANSWERS 
Q. Does the age of World War I 

and World War II veterans affect 
the amount of compensation or pen­
sion paid to them? 

A. Compensation is not affected, 
but pensions for non-service-con­
nected permanent, total disability is 
increased upon reaching age 65 . 

Q. I have completed my job-train­
ing course and find that I still have 
entitlement time left under the ed­
ucational provisions of the G.I. Bill. 
Will I be permitted to go to another 
school for the remainder of my en­
titlement? 

A. If you have entitlement time 
left, you may use the remainder 
either for job-training or for educa­
tional training with VA prior ap­
proval.

There's the short putt and the 

sympathetic remark from honorable 
opponent, "Never up, never in." And 
the feeble attempt to smile on the 

I 
part of the short-putter while his 
soul seethes in rage, partially at 
himself, a lot at his opponent. Then 
there are those occasions when the 
putter, after due preparation-
shuffling of feet, drying of clammy 
hands, wiggle-waggling of the club­
head, pausing to re-align the shot, 
etcetera-starts his stroke, only to 
be brought up short, in mid-air, you 
might say, by a loud "Harump-p-h!" 
from another player; or whose at­
tention wanders from the task at 
hJJ.nd as another member of the 
party in a hoarse stage-whisper tells 
others of the foursome a new version 
of the traveling salesman and the 
farmer's daughter story. 

This matter of putting is so soul­
trying and morale-blasting that, 
once upon a time, two oil field en­
gineers put their heads together and 
came up with a gimmick they call­
ed the precision putter which looked 
as if it came out of a Tinker Toy 
set. This Rube Goldberg contraption 
had a range-finder, a wind gauge, a 
thermometer, a ball rack, a klaxon 
to warn others to keep their distance, 

I a funnel through which the ball 
reached a mouse trap propulsion de­
vice, with a glove and a weeping 
towel thrown in for good measure. 

This gadget or complication of 
gadgets is explained in Reel and 
Line, a trade publication handed us 
by Earl Moore, who has shared put­
ting troubles with yours truly on 
occasion. Here are the instructions 
as recorded by one Richard Sned­
don: 
(1) Wheel putter on to the green, 

paying no attention to hoots 
and catcalls. 

(2) Make sure no birds are nest-
ing in any of the frame 
crotches, then douse liberally 
with lubricating oil from the 
reservoir on the left. 

(3) Address the ball, that is wig-
gle the machine around until 
the ball lies in a straight line 
between the putter and the 
hole. It will be ditncult ali first 
to determine which is the 
front end, but don't be dis­
com·aged, it took the inventors 
weeks to find that out. 

(4) Turn the direction finder due 
north. You will like the view 
better. 

(5) Use level to set machine on 
horizontal plane. It is neces­
sary that at least one of ypu 
me on the square. 

(6) Observe temperature (t) on 
recording instrument on upper 
right. The instrument reads in 
masonic degrees. 

(7) Determine wind velocity (v) 
on gauge, checking with the 
nearest meterological depart­
ment. 

(8) Use automatic hand to esti­
mate length of grass (g) and 
moisture content (m). 

(9) If the wind is in the north, 
take two snifters and you'll 
hardly feel it. 

(10) Determine the angle of in­
clination by sighting through 
the 10-inch telescope at the 
cup until eight people are be­
hind you yelling "fore."

Why Fear 'State Law'? 

LABOR and a few Demo­
crats on the jumpy side 
about their political fu­

tures profess great concern 
about the state police force 
law, enacted last week by 
the Kentucky Legislature. 
But why?

It's great <fun writing long indi­

vidual stories about numerous 
achievements of cities, towns and 
counties, but single items about 
things happening here and there 
make just as interesting reading 
matter. 

Here are some ltems I know you'll 
like: 

Mayor Donald A. campbell, of 
Lebanon, recenUy contributed all his 
salary, $1,000, to a recreation park 
for people of all ages. This means 
Mayor ~mpbell, a. former president 
of the National Retail Lumber Deal-
ers' Association, is serving his town 
gratis. The people of Lebanon will 
make the !fund big enough to equip 
a fine recreation park on what is 
now an open field owned by the citY. 
It will be equipped for all outdoor 
games Kentuckians play, according 
to Oliver Kelly, editor of The Leba­
non Enterprise. 

If all the boys and girls in Russell, 
metropolis of Greenup county, don't 
grow up to be first-rate Cli.tizens it 
won't be because the community, 
aided generously by the C. & 0, Rail­
way, haven't done well by them re­
creationally. In Russell nearly all 
civic affairs revolve around the c. & 
0. Y.M.C.A. With its present facili­
ties the Y.M.C.A. is the center of all 
the community's recreational activi­
ties. During all the open months it 
sponsors a general playground, with 
full-time paid supervisors. In addi­
tion to all kinds of facilities for 
small boys and girls, from a wading 
pool to teeter-totters, near-by there 
are lighted baseball and softball dia­
monds. And, according to Editor E. 
D. Mittendorf, of The Russell Times, 
this Y.M.C.A. cooperates with the 
schools of the entire county in Bible 
study projects and Hi-Y and 4-H 
Club work. On top of all this, work 
has begun on a new Y.M.C.A. build­
ing that will cost approximately a 
million dollars. 

Speaking further of recreation 
centers, Elizabethtown bought for 
$10,000 the federal government's 
USO building, which cost $80,000, 
named it the Memorial Recreation 
center, and is operating it for the 
town's youth. According to Editor W. 
H. Marriott, of the Elizabethtown 
News, funds for salaries and main­
tenance are provided out of the 
community fund, raised annuAlly by 
popular subscription. 

' Mack Sisk, co-publisher with Niles 1 

Dillingham, of The Dawson Springs 
Progress, writes me encouragingly 
about a financed-promotional plan 
in his recently awakened town. There 
are 100 contributors ranging from 
25 c_ents to $2.50 a week. The money 
is used to promote industrial devel­
opment, with a recently organized 
Chamber of Commerce drun1-major­
ing the march. In 1947 Dawson 
Springs got its fu·st factory, a wash­
able garment-making concern- uni­
forms for railroad and chain drug 
store employes mainly. After a doze 
about twice as long as Rip Van 
Winkle's 20-year nap, Dawson 
Springs seems to have its eyes and 
ears wide open. I attended the first 
anniversary meeting there three 
weeks ago of its Rotary Club, a get­
together meeting for all the half­
do2:en local organizations interested 
in community development, and I 
drove back to the farm feeling posi­
tively certain that the Hopkins 
county town with a lot of mineral 
springs in it was on its way to many 
bigger and better things. 

Records of 2,000 acres of tobacco 
in Fleming county over a. six-year 
period, show that the root-rot resis­
tant varieties averaged $130 an acre 
over the common kind.
