PLACE BLAZE 
LOSS, $23,000 

Toler Says Origin 
Of Fire at Harold 
Not Yet Determined 
Fire of undetermined origin de­

stroyed the 21-room combination 
store and apartment building of B. 
H. Toler, near Harold, early Satur­
day morning at a loss estimated by 
its owner at $23,000. 

The two-story, tin-sheeted struc­
ture, covering a foundation 55 by 40 
feet, was so far consumed by the 
blaze that Mr. Toler, roused from 
his sleep in an upstairs apartment, 
escaped only with a few items of 
clothing and a portable safe he kept 
in his room. The fire followed by lit­
tle more than a month the death of 
Mrs. Toler. 

Destroyed with the building was 
the general merchandise store op­
erated by Toler, all his household 
effects and most of the belongings 
of Milroy Damron, Raymond Mabe 
and A. Womack, tenants of apart­
ments. All store accounts, amount­
ing, the owner said, to more than 
$2,000, were lo.st. 

Toler said the fire apparently 
started in a stockroom, in the front 
of the building. He discounted the 
theory that the loss may have re­
sulted from defective wiring or a 
stove. Insurance on the building and 
contents owned by Toler totaled 
$5,000, he said. 

Mr. Toler .5aid Monday he will re­
build, if possible.

TIFF CLOSES 
ALL MINES 

Van Horn Threatens 
Legal Action; Lewis 
Says Pact Dishonored 
Every Floyd county coal mine by 

Monday afternoon was "unable" to 
work as the miners were "unwil­
ling" in the face of the charge made 
by John L. Lewis, United Mine Work­
ers leader, that the operators had 
"dishonored'' the 1947 contract by 
failing to grant $100-a-month pen­
sions. 

Over the week-end the miners pon­
dered the pension issue after their 
reaction t o the situation had been 
asked by Lewis. 

In this county not a rail mine op­
erated Monday. By the end of the 
day, a Floyd County Truck Opera­
tors Association official said, the 
truck mines were idle. In Kentucky, 
less than 10,000 miners of approxi­
mately 54,000 worked Monday. Over 
the nation Monday, approximately 
half of the 400,000 men employed in 
soft coal mines had quit work. 

The duration of the stoppag~ was 
a matter of conjecture through­
out t he coal fields. Here, the most 
optimistic spoke of work resumption 
within a week. The m ore pessimistic 
spoke of four to six weeks and one 
spoke darkly of June. 

In a letter sent Friday to mine 
locals, Lewis declared the operators 
"have dishonored the 1947 wage 
agreement and defaulted under its 
provisions affecting the welfare 
board." 

The letter added: 
"This office proposes to go forward 

in requiring the coal operators to 
honor their agreement. Your ears 
will soon be assailed by their out­
cries and wails o! anguish. To re­
lieve themselves, they need only to 
comply with the provisions of the 
agreement which they solemnly ex­
ecuted in this omce on July 8, 1947." 

The current mine eontract does 
.lot expire until June 30, but it pro­
vides that the miners need work only 
as long as they are "able and wil~ 
ling." 

Lewis is demanding $100 monthly 
pensions for miners 60 years of age 
or older who have had 20 years' ser­
vice in the pits. He wants the money 
paid out of a welfare fund made up 
of a 10-cents-a-ton royalty on coal 
paid by the operators. The operators 
contend the pensions are "too expen­
sive." The fund now contains $30,-
000,000. 

Washington, March 16-The soft­
coal operators today gave John L. 
Lewis three days to join them in 
settling the pension dispute which 
has sent 350,000 miners out on strike 
and threatens major industrial shut­
downs. 

Ezra van Horn, the operators' 
spokesman, asked the U.M.W. presi­
dent by letter to join him in re­
questing the federal district court 
to appoint an impartial arbiter to 
resolve the issue. He said the opera~ 
tors themselves would go to court if 
Lewis failed to agree by Friday. 

Pr!l$ident Truman, meanwhile, re~ 
ceived reports on the extent of the 
strike. If the walkout continues, h e 
is expected to try to stop it by in­
voking the Taft-Hartley Act. The 
Federal Mediation Service also mark­
ed time, uncertain whether Lewis 
would agree to concil!ation talks. 

Governmental officials said presi­
dential action probably would be de­
layed until after Friday in view of 
Van Horn's ultimatum to Lewis. 

Van Horn told a press conference 
that Lewis' pension demand---$100 a 
month for all miners aged 60 or over 
with 20 years of service-"is a direct 
violation of the Taft-Hartley Act." 
He said it would bankrupt the un­
ion's welfare fund, of which he and 
Lewis are co-trustees. The fund is 
raised ·by a 10 cent-a-ton levy on 
coal production; it now totals more 
than $30,000,000. 

Van Horn estimated that if the 
pensions were granted, they would 
coot $33,000,000 alone this year. 

A spokesman !or LewiS said the 
mine boss would have no comment 
today on Van Horn's demand.

MEADE SAYS 
AREA fAVORED 

For Synthetic Production 
Of Fuel from Coal; Sees 
Pike County as Location 
Future activity of the federal gov­

ernment and private enterprise in 
the synthetic production of oil and 
gas from coal will undoubtedly center 
in Eastern Kentucky, Congressman 
W. Howes Meade lost week told the 
Hazard Chamber of Commerce in a 
letter to E. B. Lovern, secretary of 
the Hazard business group. 

Future action, Meade said, awaits 
a decision on the Wolverton bill. 
That measure would authorize the 
Reconstruction Finance Corporation 
to provide the money with which 
private industry could establish 
plants to produce oil and gas from 
coal. 

(President Truman this week sign­
ed legislation to carry on the syn­
thetic fuel program another three 
years.) 

Private industry cannot undertake 
the project alone, Meade said, be­
cause initial construction of such a 
plant would cost at least $100,000,000. 
The Wolverton bill has gone through 
hearings by the House commit tee on 
Interstate and Foreign Commerce, 
but the group has not yet taken ac­
tion on it. 

There are several reasons why 
Eastern Kentucky should be the 
center of synthetic liquid-fuel pro­
duction, Meade told Lovern. One is 
that experiments conducted at test 
plants by government agencies '>1 

co-operation with private industry 
show that the high volatile, h igh­
grade coking coals of this section 
have the greatest yield per ton of 
any coals in the United States. 

Experiments by the Pittsburgh 
Consplidated Coal Company and the 
Standard 011 Company at a test 
plant near Pittsburgh have been so 
successful that they are nearly ready 
to enter into competition with. the 
petroleum industry on the produc­
tion of gas and oil, Meade said. 

The reason a production plant 
would cost so much to construct, 
Meade said, is that it would not be 
profitable unless it had a capacity 
of 5,000 tons of coal a day, which 
would yield 10,000 barrels o! gas­
oline and related petroleum products. 

Such plants, he said, must be lo­
cated on streams that can provide 
10,000,000 gallons of water a day. He 
suggested to Lovern that the Ken­
tucky river near Hazard, or the Big 
Sandy river near Pikeville would 
furnish the amount of water needed 
at a location near the coal mines. 

COURT ADOPTS 
ROAD PLANS 
Requests Bl·acktopping 
Of Three Miles on 3 
Floyd County Roads 
In adopting the rural road pro­

gram proposed by the rural highway 
division of the State Highway De­
partment Saturday, the Floyd fiscal 
court asked that $26,000 of the $68,-
642.21 .rural road fund made avail­
able to the county this year be ear­
marked for aid to the county in tbe 
construction of short sectors of 
blacktop highway on three Floyd 
creeks. 1 

The total length of the three proj­
ects is less than three miles. The 
blacktop ventures in rural road 
building and their respective lengths 
are: 

Clear Creek road from Hi Hat, 
one mile up Clear Creek; road from 
Wayland, .9 mile up Steele's Creek; 
Big Mud road from Harold, .5 mile 
west and .5 mile south for a distance 
of a mile in all. 

Bituminous surfacing for 8.3 miles 
of highway on four different routes 
was aiso directed. 

The ruarl highway maintenance 
program ln the county, as planned 
at Saturday's fiscal court meeting, 
conforms with plans submitted by 
the state and covers approximately 
30 routes. This phase of the pro­
gram follows:

SENATE OKEHS 
COUNTY VOTE 

In School Board Polls; 
Myers Hails Legislation 
As 'Control by People' 
A bill providing for the election 

by countywide vote of county school 
board members was halfway toward 
final enactment Tuesday after the 
Senate had given the bill its ap­
proval by a 27 to 0 vote. 

The measure was a compromise 
on the bill of Sen a tor Rodes K. 
Myc1·s, Bowling Green, to require 
election of school superintendents 
by the people instead of their ap­
pointment by boards of education. 

As the law now stands, each of 
the five members of a County Board 
of Education is nominated and 
elected in a sub-district or educa­
tional division. The new bill provides 
f?r subdistrict nomination by peti­
twn of 40 residents, but requires all 
candidates to be voted on in the dis­
trict or county at large. 

"This bill makes board members 
obligated to the entire district, in­
stead of one division of the district," 
Senator Myers said. '"This bill should 
stop the practice of superintendents 
using board members to their selfish 
advantage. 

"I believe this is a step forward," 
Senator Myers continued. ''It is not 
as far a.s I wanted to go but.. at least, 
it will let the people control the 
school board. If the board elects a 
bad superintendent, they are an­
swerable to the people.'' 

A bill providing for election of 
superintendents is introduced nt ev­
ery session. but tllis iS the first time 
the bill had advanced foe: floor ac­
tion, even in a modified form. It now 
goes to the House.
