Judge Issues Order 
To Restrain Lewis, 
Miners, Operators 
The nation's soft coal strike to­

day was a week nearer its end-but 
when that end would come none 
would venture a guess. 

Saturday night, after President 
Truman had directed Attorney Gen­
eral Clark to seek court action, Fed­
eral Judge Matthew F. McGuire is­
sued a temporary restraining order 
directed at John L. Lewis, his United 
Mine Workers of America and the 
operators. 

Preceding that, Lewis had issued 
a statement disclaiming responsibil­
ity for the shutdown and informed 
the miners their return to work was 
a matter for themselves to decide. 

Tuesday of this week, after coal 
operators had proposed negotiations, 
Lewis proposed to meet with Benja­
min F. Fairless, president of U.S. 
Steel, and George M. Humphrey, 
chairman of Pittsburgh Consolida­
tion Coal Company, with whom he 
negotiated the contract last year. 

Later Tuesday, it was reported 
that Lewis would seek dismissal of 
the court order for a temporary re­
straining order. 

While the legal aspects of the 
matter awaited a decision, all was 
quiet in this county. There was no 
indication the miners would return 
to work before a decision was reach­
ed. 

"Not in good faith," the United 
Mine Workers chief snorted Tuesday 
in response to an operator proposal 
to negotiate with spokesmen other 
than Fairless, of United States Steel, 
and Humphrey, of Pittsburgh Con­
solidation Coal Company. 

"Plainly evasive of your duty," the 
operators replied.

Now 45 Pet. Complete 
Bids looking to the clearing of 

buildings from the area in the vici­
nity of the Dewey dam were asked 
this week by the Huntington (W. 
Va.) district office, Corps of En­
gineers. 

The bids, which are to be opened 
at 10 a.m., April 15, arc for the sale 
and removal of 39 buildings such as 
residences, barns, sheds, etc., which 
are on a number of tracts of land 
located in the construction area of 
the dam.

FISCAL COURT 
VOTES FUNDS 
Continuing 3 Services, 
Amends Road Program; 
Boosts Pay of Five Men 
Annual appropriations for the re­

tention of the services of the Floyd 
County Health Department, the 
County Agent and the Home De­
monstratiOn Agent were voted Tues­
day by the fiscal court. 

Appropriations for the three pub­
lic services were : 

County Agent, $1,050, plus $1,100 
for clerk hire and office expenses; 
health department, $3,000; home de­
monstration agent, $600. 

At the same time the court fixed 
the county and school tax levies: 50c 
per $UJO valuation for the county 
general fund, 20c per $100 for the 
bond fund, $1.50 poll, 1 pet. on crude 
oil and 20c per $100 value of bank 
shares; and for the schools, $1.50 
per $100 valuation, for general pur­
poses, with a poll tax of $1. 

The court directed that bids be 
asked on construction of a swinging 
bridge at Cracker and for repair of 
the bridge at Martin. It als"O re­
quested that the Department of 
Highways aid the county in the 
sum of $46,842.21, plus an unex­
pended balance from last year's rural 
road allotment, in the maintenance 
of projects recently listed in the ru­
ral road program for 1948, with these 
exceptions: 

Eliminate the Steele's Creek road 
construction, since it is in the cor­
porate limits of Wayland, and spend 
approximately $18,000 in the con­
struction of the Big Mud and Clear 
Creek roads. The program, as orig­
inally outlined and including the 
Steele's Creek work, asked the ex­
penditure of $26,000.

JUDGE CITES 
4 VIOLATIONS 
BEFORE JURY 

Bootlegging in Clubs 
'By Subterfuge' Hit 
In Jury Instructions 

Over Judge Hill's instructions 
Tuesday morning, Judge Hill sup­

plemented his grand jury instruc­
tions, calling for an investigation of 
alleged changes made on the Floyd 
county tax assessment records. He 
asked that every official who band­
led the books be questioned. 

Impartial enforcement of the law, 
regardless of the position in life of 
the offender against the law. was 
the theme of Circuit Judge Edward 
P. Hill's instructions to the grand 
jury Monday morning upon the con­
vening of the April circuit court ses­
sion. 

Forest fires, drunk driving, carry­
ing concealed deadly weapons and 
bootlegging, in that order, were 
stressed in the instructions, and to 
bootlegging Judge Hill devoted full 
comment. 

"Whether you are wet or dry, this 
is dry terntory and it is your duty 
and mine to abide by the law," he 
declared. 

He pointed out that at the last 
court term approximately 90 persons 
were questioned by the grand jury, 
but that only one or two indictments 
were made for bootlegging. "Nothing 
can be done without the support of 
the people," he added. "As long as 
they sell liquor to a man who will 
swear falsely to protect them, they 
are safe." 

Explaining the Kentucky law on 
search and seizure which requires 
that a search warrant be sworn to, 
specifically naming the property 
where liquor or other illegal prop­
erty is held, Judge Hill then com­
mented at length on the Garrett case 
in which the operator of a club was 
fined and jailed when a raid netted 
a large quantity of beer, some liquor 
and two slot machines. He pointed 
out that the operator of the Garrett 
club had previously been convicted 
of one or more liquor law violations. 

"There is no substantial difference 
in that sort of club and the road­
house of six or seven years ago," the 
judge said. "Those so operating by 
subterfuge ought to be fined. As 
grand jurors, you should investigate 
this club business." 

During his discussion of private 
clubs and the liquor question, Judge 
Hill pointed out that Kentucky law 
provides that suc11 clubs can be 
formed with its privileges restricted 
to members only. "Most of these 
legislators who made these laws are 
as wet as rats, and you can tell that 
by the bills introduced in the past. 
The fact that we join together as a 
club should give us no special privi­
leges. Those places are breeding 
places for crime. It's the wrong kind 
of recreation. I'm opposed to that 
sort of thing, regardless of who en­
gages in it or who they are." 

Citing the natural heritage which 
is this section's in timber, Judge 
Hill enjoined the grand jury: "I 
want you to make indictments when 
you have any information whatever 
of wilful or careless setting of forest 
fires." He added that, a few days ago 
from the upper limits of Prestons­
burg, he counted three forest fires 
in their early stages. 

Of drunk drivers he said to the 
jury, "I want you to ask the arrest­
ing officers about these. Sometimes, 
an mfluential man may be caught, 
but he does not deserve any more 
consideration than the one-gallUE 
fellow."

Seventh District Representatives 
Study New School Health Code 

School representatives of all coun­
ties of the Seventh Congl'essional 
district are meeting at the grade 
school here today (Thursday) for a 
disct~ssion Wlth State Department of 
Education and State Board of 
Health representatives of the new 
code for health and physical educa­
tion which must become effective in 
the schools of the state with the 
opening of the 1948-49 term. 

Some phases of the code are al­
ready in operation in this county, 
with teachers, bus drivers and school 
janitors being required to undergo 
physical examinations for the last 
few years. Work of the county health 
department with the schools has 
also, in some measure, met require­
ments of the code. 

Full compliance with the code, 

however, will require much more in­
tensive wo1·k by the school systems, 
it was pointed out this week. The 
code becoming effective next fall 
follows: 

1. Beginning not later than the 
opening of the 1948-49 school year, 
all Boards of Education of county 
and independent school districts 
shall, under the general direction of 
the Superintendent of Public In­
struction, provide for medical ex­
aminations of each teacher upon 
employment and physical examina­
tions every third year thereafter, 
and medical examinations of each 
child, in so far as local facilities and 
personnel are available, immediately 
prior to entering or upon entering 
school for the first time, and phys-

Dickerson surrendered at the door 
of the building to Prestonsburg po­
lice, saying, "I had to do it," later 
adding, "I would give everything I 
ever saw if it hadn't happened." 

"He must have been crazy," Elmo 
Hubbard, one of those who went to 
Roark's aid as he fell in the floor, 
quoted the wounded man as saying. 

The tragedy quickly attracted a 
big crowd of shocked friends of both 
men, who were widely known thru­
out this section. 

Dickerson was freed Sunday night 
under $5,000 bond to answer to a 
shooting and wounding charge, with 
the grand jury returning the murder 
indictment on the morning following 
Roark's death. 

Circuit Judge Edward P. Hill set 
the trial for April 28 and disqualified 
as trial judge because of relationship 
to the defendant. 

The victim, a son of the Rev. 
James Roark, a Methodist minister, 
and Mrs. Roark, of Prestonsburg, 
was born at Hitchins, Ky., May 18, 
1919. Since boyhood he had resided 
with his parents here. He was a staff 
sergeant, stationed during World 
War II in the India-China-Burma 
theatre with the 556th AAF base 
unit. A wide acquaintanceship 
throughout Eastern Kentucky re­
sulted from his activities as playing 
manager of the Prestonsburg base­
ball team and the VFW basketball 
team here. 

Surviving Mr. Roark are his par­
ents and one sister, Mrs. Eugene P. 
Harris, Columbus, Ohio. The body 
was taken to the home of the par­
ents and funeral rites were conduct­
ed this afternoon (Thursday) from 
the Methodist Church, the Revs. W. 
B. Garriott and G. D. Prentiss of­
ficiating. At· the burial in the Mayo 
cemetery, which was directed gy the 
cemetery which was directed by the 
veterans accorded milital'Y honors to 
the deceased.

Smith said this year's checkup 
showed also that in 58 cases of fatal 
accidents the drivers had been 
drinking and were obviously drunk 
and that 13 fatal accidents occurred 
when drivers fell asleep at the wheel.

With the demand for cold rolled 

steel sheets still acute, Inland Steel 
Company is pushing its pogram to 
modernize and increase the capacity 
of its sheet and strip mills at In­
dian Harbor. The program, which 
has been subject to repeated set~ 
backs in the delivery of necessary 
equipment, is expected to be com­
pleted during the latter part of 19·18, 
giving the company an increase of 
approximately 300,000 tons a year in 
its output of cold rolled products. 

It was reported that during the 
year Inland continued its efforts to 
strengthen it.-; raw materials posi­
tion to support expanded operations 
at Indian Harbor. In its coal opera­
tions, the company began the devel­
opment of the large acreage acquired 
in 1946, and is undertaking con­
struction Qf a large washing and 
screening plant on this property lo­
cated in what is to be known as 
Price, on Left Beaver Creek. When 
completed, this plant will handle the 
entire output of the present Wheel­
wright mine, as well as that of the 
recently acquired acreage. The en­
tire project is expected to be com­
pleted late in 1949.

ROAD REPAIR 
PLANS ISSUED 

Floyd Roads Damaged; 
Four Routes Selected 
For Initial Attention 
Extensive plans for repairing win­

ter highway damage were issued 
last week to district engineers and 
maintenance supervisors by the De­
partment of Highways. A grouping I 
of damaged highways to prepare 
them for complete resurfacing by 
contract in order to facilitate early 
completion was requested. 

U.S. 23 at the upper limits of Pres­
tonsburg, a large section of the Left 
Beaver highway, and the road from 
Lackey to Wayland are in miserable 
condition. 

"First consideration must be given 
the heavily traveled roads with 
emergency repairs until such time 
as the weather will permit perma­
nent patching," Commissioner Gar­
rett L. Withers said. "Designs are 
now being prepared and major work 
wm be let to contract just as soon 
as the roads are dry enough to war­
rant. We will use our own facilil!es 
as far as is practicable, but the dam­
age is so wide-spread and extensive 
that the contract method is being 
employed." 

A report from the Division or 
Maintenance indicated that sections 
of U.S. 25, U.S'. 60, U.S. ~1 and KY. 
80 were subjected to the greatest 
damage and will be included in the 
first !group to be repaired by con­
tract. "Field checks on several other 
heavily traveled routes are being 
made now," M. F. Johnson, director 
of the Maintenance Division, said. 
"Every effort will be made to pro­
ceed as J.'apidly as possible to get re­
surfacing under contract. In the 
meantime, temporary repairs will be 
made to make tra\'el just as safe as 
possible."

KENTUCKY 
ON THE MARCH 

By EWING GALLOWAY 
Every time current symptoms of 

decay in our American civilization, 
labor strife, pressure group govern­
ment, super-fabulous spending, 
wide-spread pernicious inertia, be­
gin to get me down, my thoughts 
turn to the people of Eastern Ken­
tucky. 

I was discussing that region the 
other day with a well-informed 
neighbor. 

"It is a sort of nesting place," I 
said, "for the kind of Americanism 
we had two generations ago. Go to 
Berea College and you will find 99 
per cent of the students are ambi­
tious. Nearly all of them are working 
to pay their way. I don't believe 
there is a college like it in the world. 
Move on to Pine Mountain School 
and you will see a student body just 
about 100 per cent ambitious. There 
may be similar schools in the Appa­
lachian mountains, but nowhere else 
in rural America." 

"The people of that region haven't 
gone soft yet," my neighbor broke in. 
'·Mountaineers probably arc no bet­
ter than other people, but they have 
handicaps. Education is not easy to 
get. From the time a mountain child 
enters the first grade until he grows 
up and wins an A.B. degree he knows 
no featherbedding." 

But I'd better get back to Bell 
county before all my space is used 
up. It is a story of improvement 
programs accomplished by pupils, 
teachers, parents, under over-all di­
rection of County Superintendent W. 
M. Slusher and Sui;Jervisor Warren 
Robbins. And I hope all elementary 
teachers in Kentucky will read it. 

Quoting the Middlesboro News: 
"All the goals in the program 

were decided upon by the pupils 
themselves, and completed, for the 
most part, with little outside aid. 
Money needed to buy paint, wax 
and varnish, lumber for playground 
equipment, were raised by box sup­
pers or white elephant sales man­
aged by the students. 

"Health has been emphasized as a 
goal in almost all schools, not a.s a 
classroom subject, but as a constant 
need, by providing wash basins, pure 
drinking water and sanitary places 
to keep drinking glasses and lunch 
boxes. 

"All schools also paid particular 
attention to the physical feature of 
the schoolrooms themselves, includ­
ing washing windows, oiling floors, 
cleaning toilets, building and paint­
ing shelves, tables and bookcases 
from orange crates and scrap lum­
ber. 

"Walls were painted, coat racks, 
sortage cabinets for books, drinking 
glasses and lunches were built, water 
coolers, story books purchased, dress­
ing tables with mirrors set up. 

"Pupils varnished school seats, 
made bulletiil boards, wastepaper 
baskets, made science corners, play 
corners, first aid cabinets, brought 
growing plants and flowers, painted­
blackboards, polished stoves, erected 
flag poles. Electricity was installed 
in a few schools."
