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SPARKS BUSES 
AND DRIVERS 
IDLE WEEK 
Old Con tract Terminated, 
Negotiations Stalled 
On New Agreement 
Buses and drivers of the Sparks 

Brothers Bus Company remain idle 
tonight (Thursday) marking a week 
since the breach between the com­
pany and its union drivers April 15. 
The break in relationship occurred 
when negotiations between company 
representatives and the union's ne­
gotiating committee with their rep­
rsentative, Charles A. Neal, failed to 
gain a working agreement to replace 
the old two-year contract which 
terminated last Thursday at mid­
night. 

"We didn't strike," a union spokes­
man said, "and we are out of work 
due to the lack of a contract. Under 
the law we, as members of the un­
ion, cannot legally work without 
one.,, 

In a written statement to The 
Times the negotiating committee 
stated, "We met with Sparks Broth­
ers and asked only a fair and rea­
sonable demand in wages and other 
working conditions but they flatly 
refused anything other than that 
stated in the current issue of The 
Times." Continuing, the statement 
read, "If and when Sparks get ready 
to sit down and negotiate a fair con­
tract with the committee, then we 
will resume bus service on S'parks 
routes." 

The union drivers' negotiating 
committee is composed of Jesse 
Wallen, James Laferty, Joie May­
nard and the local's president, Bill 
Allen. 

Union spokesmen have not stip­
ulated their demands for publication 
and the only company comment ob­
tained was, "The drivers demand too 
much." 

McKinley Sparks, bus company 
president, was out of town and 
could not be reached for a statement 
on the company's position in the 
matter. 

Sparks Brothers buses serve Pres­
tonsburg and Eastern Kentucky <by 
the way of Left Beaver to Wheel­
wright, through the Right Beaver 
section in Floyd county to beyond 
Wayland and through Hindman in 
Knott county to Hazard, the Perry 
county seat. They also operate a 
short line from Louisa in Lawrence 
county to Sandy Hook in Elliott 
county. 

This cessation of bus operation on 
the Sparks lines has not affected 
other bus lines. The Kentucky-Vir­
ginia Stages, partially owned by the 
Sparks interests, remain in operation 
from Ashland to Pikeville, Jenkins, 
Elkhorn City and Grundy, Va. Short 
lines in the immediate vicinity of 
Prestonsburg, Laferty's Bus Lines, 
the Short Way Bus Lines, the Local 
Bus Lines and the City Bus Lines, 
are owner-operated and not affected 
by the union local drivers' action. 

The contract just terminated was 
a result of a 93-day walkout pending 
company recognition 6f the drivers' 
union two years ago.

SAFETY ANALYST Drank Driving, Target 
Of Highway Patrol Drive 
Slated for Eastern Ky. 
"Cracking down without reserva­

tion on drunken driving,'' declared 
l State Highway Patrol officers here 

this week in announcing a d1·ive on 
all traffic violators and operators of 
defective vehicles. 

OFFICER IRVIN E. HIBBS 

Who will appear here in connec­
tion with Traffic Safety Week has 
been a member of the Louisville Di­
vision of Police for the past five 
years as Safety Analyst. A graduate 
of Northwestern University Traffic 
Institute; Georgia Technological In­
stitute of Pedestrian Protection and 
Traffic Engineering and the Federal 
Bureau of Investigation of Police 
Training sponsored by the Kentucky 
Peace Officers' Association; was po­
lice instructor for the Kentucky 
Highway Patrol at Camp Breckin­
ridge, associate editor of the Ken­
tucky Peace Officers' publication 
and a police instructor for same. He 
is now a member of the police com­
mittee of the National Safety Coun­
cil, Governors' Highway Safety Com­
mittee and the American Society of 
Safety Engineers. 

As a prelude .to the drive, the pa­
trol is conducting 11mning road tests 
now and merely advising without 
making arrests. Sgt. Ed Craft stated, 
in speaking for Capt. Vernon San­
ders, district head of the force, that 
the Highway Patrol will be glad to 
furnish any operator without obli­
g·ation information on operation and 
required running equipment on ve­
hicles. 

All owners of trucks and cars are 
asked to "please have lights, rear 
view mirrors. tires, brakes, steering 
mechanism and other possible de-
fects checked because a large per­
centage of the vehicles on the high­
way today have defects in direct 
violation of the law." 

"All trucks over seven feet in 
length must have marker lights on 
corners of the bed, three running 
lights on top of the cab and project­
ed rear view mirrors on each side. On 
the front of the vehicle the use of a 
red light is absolutely forbidden," he 
continued.' The Highwa~· Patrol ad­
vises the use; instead, of amber, 
green or blue lights." 

During the drive, to be launched 
within the next few days, the pa­
trolmen will bear down on reckless 
driving and "one-eyed" drivers who 
operate with only one headlight. 
Traffic accidents ha\'e grown to 
such proportiollS that something 
must be done about it and done 
quickly, the officers declared.

Bill to Restore Right 
To Seize Mines OHered 

Washington, April 20-Represen­
tatlve Howard Smith (D.-Va.) offer­
ed a bill Tuesday to revive essentials 
of the expired War Labor Disputes 
Act giving the government power to 
seize the coal mines in event of a 
strike endangering the general wel­
fare. 

Smith, co-author of the original 
bill with Senator Connally (D.), 
Texas), proposed that the President's 
seizure powers should be extended to 
any plant, mine, or facility.

Timberland Tax 
01 2 Cents Valid, 
H olilield Opines 

Frankfort, Ky.-An opinion up­
holding a 1948 legislative act auth­
orizing counties to tax timberlands 2 
cents an acre for fire protecton was 
given by Assistant Attorney General 
M. B. Holifield Monday. 

State Forester H. B. Newland said 
a question had been raised whether 
a county imposing an annual max­
imum 50-cents-per-$IOO property 
tax on land, could levy any addition­
al tax. 

Holifield pointed out the annual 
fire-protection tax is not for public 
purposes, but for a specific purpose. 
Te courts have already upheld spe­
cial taxes on dogs for sheep protec­
tion and special levies on land for 
soil conservation and for adjacent 
road improvements. 

The fire-protection tax is in that 
class, he added.
