For 'On-Job' Vets 
Range from $210 
President Truman signed Tuesday 

legislation raising "ceilings" for "on­
the-job'' trainees under the G.L Bill. 

The measure will have the effect 
of boostmg monthly subsistence al­
lowance checks for man.y of the 
479,000 veterans in job-training es­
tablishments. 

Ceilings have been $175 and $200 
a month for a veteran with no de­
pendents and with one or more 
dependents respectively. 

The new ceilings are $210 (with no 
dependents), $270 (with one) and 
$290 (with two or more.) 

This means a single veteran tram­
lng on the job may in most cases 
earn up to $145 a month and still 
draw the run $65, government-paid, 
subsis tence allowance. (Heretofore 
the allowance was cut back as soon 
as earnings passed $110 monthly.) 

Veterans with dependents may 
earn correspondingly more in wages 
before their $90 allowance is reduc­
ed.

KENTUCKY 
ON THE MARCH 

By EWING GALLOWAY 

If the columns of newsprint about 
teen-age delinquen cy in the last ftve 
years were pasted together end on 
end they would reach 400 miles, 
from Ashland to the mouth of the 
Ohio river at Cairo, Illinois, and 
public speeches on the subject in 
that period probably exceeded 100,-
000. Yet I don't recall hearing th e 
main cause of delinquency empha­
sized half a dozen times. 

Poverty and idleness were muffled 
by reformers and would-be reform­
ers searching for the main cause of 
crime among children. 

Many small boys have turned 
thieves, housebreakers, burglars, be­
cause they didn't have 50 cents a 
week t o spend for movies and soft 
drinks. In some cases parents were 
too ignorant to realize that in these 
luxurious times it is deeply humil­
iating for a child never to have 
spending money. 

Do you, dear reader, remember 
wanting a quarter so badly it hurt ? 
If you do, maybe you can imagine 
what goes on in the minds of t hou­
sands of Kentucky children whose 
parents give them no m9ney and 
who up to now have not had a 
chance to -earn money. And you can 
understand why some youngsters 
break the law t o get things un­
available to them from honest sour­
ces. 

Apparently the framers of the 
new Kentucky child labor law un­
derstood a good deal more about 
the causes of delinquency than 
most writers and public speakers 
the public has been listening to 
these past several years. 

The new law, enacted by the re­
cent Assembly and signed by Gover-

This law permits employment of 
children in gainful occupations who 
have passed their 14th birthday, 
with ample safeguards, which forbid 
interference with schooling, heavy 
work, or labor in any unwholesome 
environment. These latter partic­
ulars are too numerous to put into 
this brief article. Parents of children 
of any age between 14 and 16, or 
employers desiring the services of 
teen-agers, should have their Coun­
ty Attorney interpret the law for 
them. County Attorneys are paid to 
do such things free of charge. 

The all-important fact is that the 
new law is liberal, a big improve­
ment over the old one, which latter 
was enacted under pressure of a re­
form wave in the old sweatshop era 
when industrial concen1s converted 
the toil of children into dividends. a 
time when public indignation got 
the upper hand of common sense.

The old law forbade the use of 
youngsters in many occupations that 
neither injured their health nor 

1 their morals--occupations that real-
ly were character-building. 

WOULD SHELVE 
FEDERAL CODE 

Mines Safety Chief 
Claims Abolishment 
To Lower Fatalities 
Wa.shington, May 1- Daniel Har­

rington, Tetiring safety chief of the 
Bureau of Mines, recommended to­
day that the federal safety code for 
coal mines be abolished. You can't 
shove safety down people's throats, 
he said. 

Stepping down four days after his 
70th birthday from the position he 
11as held since 1926, Harrington told 
a reporter the code should be re­
placed by "tentative standards'' like 
those in effect before the code was 
formulated. 

If the code is retained, Harrington 
said, the Mines Bureau should not 
have the authority to enforce it or 
to make inspections under its provi­
sions. He would have the bureau 
recommended and advise on safety 
practices. 

Harrington, regarded by many in­
dustry leaders as having done more 
for mine safety than any other man, 
long has been opposed to the official 
bureau view that the safety code 
is a good thing and the bureau 
should be given power to enforce it. 

Until his retirement, however, he 
felt he could not speak out without 
offering to resign which-sint:;e he 
liked his work-he chose not to do.

scientifically selected, bolstering 
himself with a CE.'rtain never-failing 
theory cf his favorite professor of 
fishology, the sage advice of exper­
ienced anglers and an accurate time 
table of the fish's everyday life, 
where he will be apt to be, what he's 
going to be doing at a certain hour 
and even to his choice of food and 
drink and his favorite color. 

The mot remote corners of his 
every aquatic hideaway have been 
thoroughly explored and each little 
detail of his private hfe is an open 
book (and you c:m buy it •and a 
dozen like it on the open market. l 
Read up on the subject and you 
learn that a certain fish will be at a 
certain spot at a certain time and­
oh, brother, :you can't miss! (It says 
so, right here in the book!) 

I've just bought one of these 
books and for just thirty cents it 
runs second only to a full four-year 
nature study course at the state uni­
.versity. Blondes, brunettes and red­
heads to one side now, this info 
deals strictly with the squirmy big-
heads! Amidst the barometer I 
readings, weather forecasts and a 
world of knowledge reaching into 
the annals of scientific perplexity 
you learn that :Mr. Fish will "be 

I there waiting for either you or 
somebody else without the procedure 
of formal introduction. 

In preparing for this fJ.Shing date, 
the good book says, "select n tiine 
when the Sun and lVIoon forces are 
low and the Graph Peak (more 
about this graph business ,ater) is 
high during the time you want to 
fish. Any angler should know that 
many species of fish have a certain 
time when they prefer to feed ... 
for instance, the catfiSh is a natural 
night feeder, the bass prefer morn­
ing and evening while the northern 
pike and musky go for plenty of 
sunshine with their meals." This 
text reminds you that others may 
not give a hoot about the time but 
are very particular about other 
things that mar be going on • . . 
they are not the suckers, mind you! 

To know in advance whether you 
should or should not go f1Shing and, 
if so, when, you devise your own 
fishing secrets by getting acquainted 
with the Forces of Nature 06 na­
tural forces, says the book, but it 
doesn't identfy them.) These forces

Certain rules changes demanded by these 
union leaders-which would iu<'l'ense wages 
still further- were recommended by t1te 
Board. nut the union leaders want more­
they demand that the 1·ailroad, put into effect 
ALL the changes they asked for, including 
those the Board felt should be denied. 

On top of thL~. they insist ~hat certain r~t1es 
changes proposed by the ra1lroads be WJth­
drawn-in spite of the fact that the Board 
recommended them! These union leaders 
have refused to negotiate except upon these 
arbitrary terms. 

Greater wage increase not justified 
Engineers and firemen are among the high­
est paid of all employes in Amerka. as figures 
in the box show. This strike threat doesn't 
justify giving a greater increase than other 
railroad workers received. 

Emergency Boards are a means provided 
by the Railway Labor Act in the public inter­
est to avoid strikes. The President's Board, 

after hearing evidence for 33 days, made 
recommendations based on all the :facts in 
the case. The railroads have accepted these 
1·econunendations. 

Who's to blame? 
Although they deplored so large an extra cost 
burden, the railroads accepted the report of 
the Board because they felt it was in the pub­
lic inte1·est to uphold the spirit and intent of 
the Railway Labor Act.
