He was married in 1907 o Ar-
minta Perkins, daughter ¢f Emery
and Lucinda Perkins, of Knott goun~ |-
ty, He practiced law at Hindman
for seyeral years, moving in Pres-
tonsburg in 1910. In a few years he
established himself as an outstand-
ing member of the Floyd county bar.
In later years he became quite prom-
inent ‘over the state, both ‘in: the
state and federal courts, as an able,
aggressive and successful advocate.
He represented persons and indus-
trial interests over a wide area in
Kentucky, as well as in other states.

Servite with the U.S. Air Force
offers qualified high school grad-
themselves the technical training
in technical skills without cost, a
chance to continue their general ed-
ucation and excellent opportunities
for advancement and increases in
pay.

Under the USAF Education Ca-
reer Plan, men 18:to 34 years of age

who have finished high school and
| are in good health, may decide for
themselves the ‘fechnical training
| courses in which they would like to
be enrolled, and they then enlist
only after they have qualified for
[ the training.

Once in the aip force, the new
airman may look iomard to special-
| ized advanced technical courses
which will inerease his proficiency
in his chosen skill, and he also will
be eligible for enrollment in the
United States Armed Forces Insti-
tute, which offers general educa=
tional and techmigal subjects up to
and including the college level. The
student may prepare himself to
qualify for an officet's commission
under the Aviation Cadet Pilob
Training program, or the Officer
Candidate program for non-fiying
officers. xe

Career specialists under the Ah‘
Force plan are eligible for promo-
tion to private first class, after four
months of service, with pay, bene-
fits and allowances which have been
estimated to approximate ciyilian
pay of more than $60 a week. If he
wishes to make a career of the Adr
Force, a high chool graduate is as-
sured of pay increases of five per
cent for each three years of service,
and a substantial retirement income
after 20 to 30 years of service.

Avation eadet pilot training, which
is open to/ men 20 to 261 years of
age who have completed two years
of college training or the equivalent,
offers the chance to fly the Air
Force's new fast jet planes, and sue-

A fact freguently overlooked by
‘sportsmen and farmers is that game
‘animals and birds will not stay on
eroded and depleted land, nor will
fish live in sili-filled streams.

" Writing about farm-game restora-
tion problems, Bromfield discusses
the program of ‘the Ohio Conserva-
tion Commission which has develop~
ed a policy based primarily, not upon
artificial propagation, but npon na-
fural habitat and food.

This Ohio program depends for ifs
sticcess upon. proper land use by
farmers, upon proper disposal of in-
dustrial and city sewage wastes,
ypon maintaining ' suitable parks,
sanetuaries and game propagation
/areas, and upon the establishment
of headwater lakes as fishbreeding
aress.

The Muskingum Valley Flood Con=
‘trol project is an éxcellent example

resulted in the establishment of 12
lakes for impounding flood waters
and for setting aside of lands sur-
rounding the lakes for recreational
areas and for development info state |
forests.

The project was revolutionary for
