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creational facilities in this entire 
area except privately owned or mu­
nicipal or school playgrounds is a 
small, inadequate state park in 
Mingo county, West Virginia. In­
habitants of the Big Sandy river 
watershed must go two hundred and 
fifty miles to Nonis Reservoir in 
Tennessee; two hu•dred miles to 
Dix Dam or four hundred miles to 
Kentucky Lake for a week-end of 
fishing or "' family outing. The only 
national forest, the cumberland 
chain on the western edge of this 
circle, has only begun its reforesta­
tion process. Conservation and pres­
ervation of game and fish is almost 
unknown to this area, and the 
streams and woods are depleted. The 
nearest federal park is the Cumber­
land Gap National Historic Park, 
which is still in the project stage, 
which has facilities of note, which 
is better than fifty miles beyond the 
outer circumference of this circle. 
The nearest state park, Carter 
caves Park, is just beyond the nor­
thern rim of the circle and is woe­
fully lacking in recreational facili­
ties. 

3. Within this area lie the cities of 
Ashland, Ky., and Huntington, W. 
Va., with population of 33,000 and 
80,000, respectively. A park at Dewey 
Dam would be within two hours by 
automobile of either. 

4. The section's primary require­
ment is a game and fish refuge with 
Jiving and amusement accommoda­
tions for families. The petition sug­
gested:
