The Langleys moved to Pikeville 
in 1906, and after her husband en­
tered Congress she served as his sec­
retary, and from 1919 to 1925 was 
clerk of the committee on public 
buildings and grounds. 

Mrs. Langley's interests also in­
cluded a period as postmaster of 
Pikeville, and church and civic wcrk. 

She was a former g;rand worthy 
matron of the Kentucky Eastern 
Star, a member of the Woman's 
Club, the Business and Professional 
Women's Club and the Baptist 
Church. 

She also served as Pike county 
Red Cross chairman in World War I. 

Her tenure on the railroad com­
mission extended from 1939 to 1943. 
She was defeated in a b:d for re­
election last year. 

She also was active in the na­
tional cancer funds campaign, and 
served the drive as chairman in 
Eastern Kentucky for a number of 
years. 

Other honors that came to her in­
cluded that of first chairman of the 
Kentucky Women's Republican or­
ganization, alternate delegate-at­
large to the Republican National 
Convention in 1920, district delegate 
in 1924, and delegate-at-large in 
1928. 

She is survived by a son, John W. 
Langley, Jr., of Pikeville, and two 
daughters, Mrs. Katherine L. Hin­
ton, of Pikeville, and Mrs. Susanna 
Todd, of New Castle, Pa. 

Funeral services were held Tues­
day at the Pikeville Baptist Church, 
with burial in the Johnson Memo­
rial cemetery.
