Along- with Mr. Truman 
every other. D emocratic can­
didate was swept to victory 
not only in this county btit 
over the Seventh Congres. 
sional district. · 

Carl D. Perkins, Hindman Demo­
crat, actually topped the Truman 
majority in th:s wunty, pollin~ 
8,731 votes to 2,836 by w. Howes 
Meade, Paintsville, Republican in­
cumbent. Over the district by Wed­
nesday afternoon Mr. Perkins had 
piled up a majority of 9,000 and his 
victory was conslderec! certain. The 
Democratic candidate polled 2,300 
votes in heavily Republican John­
son, home county or Congressma:1 
Meade, and held the Meade major­
ity there to 1,503 votes. In Martin 
county, even more solidly Republi­
can, he polled 868 votes to Meade's 
1,1g1. In Pike county. with 011ly 16 
precincts counted, he had a lead 
exceeding 900 votes and it was pre­
dicted there that early margin had 
established a trend for the entire 
county. 

The Perkins final majority is ex­
pected to mount upwards of 15,000 
votes. 

Perkins had the support of or­
ganized labor in the district, but not 
so Virgil Chapman, Paris Democrat, 
who unseated U.S. Senator John 
Sherman Cooper, of Somerset. 
Chapman ran far back of both the 
Truman-Barkley ticket and Perkins 
in this county with 6,703 votes to 
4,553 for Cooper. 

Roy Helm, Hazard attorney, ap­
parently has defeated Judge Eugene 
Siler, Republican, for the Appellate 
Court seat. Floyd county voters gave 
him 7,963 votes to 2,873 for Siler. 

Other Presidential candidates, as 
expected, received little attention 
from Floyd county. Henry Wallace 
received a total of 28 votes; J. Strom 
Thurmond, 19, and Norman Thomas, 
an even dozen. 

Ferguson committee investigators 
arrived in the district two days be­
fore the election to keep an eye on 
the polls, and no irregularities have 
been reported. The voting was or­
derly throughout this county, with 
school board races contributing to 
voter-interest and the heavy ballot­
ing. 

Tabulation of the vote was com­
pleted here at Wednesday noon. This 
detailed precinct report will be pub· 
lished by The Times next week.

Truman-Barkley .Sweep Claims 
For Democrats Both Senate 
And House; Perkins Wins 

The little guy who would not be licl~:ed was re-elected 
President of the United States Tuesday in the nation's most 
startling political upset. 

The winner of the Presidency-winner by a combina­
tion of sheer determination and political miracle-is Harry 
S. Truman. 

His election was conceded at 11 :15 a.m., Wednesday 
by Thomas E. Dewey, Republican standard-bearer, the 
man every public opinion poll had declared without equi­
vocation to be the next occupant of the White House. 

As of Wednesday night, Harry S. Truman ha'd gafely 
tucked away 302 electoral votes and a popular lead ove1· 
Dewey approximating a million and a half votes.

Hurt's Neck Broken 
As Car Misses Span 
On Road Near Melvin 
A broken neck sustained in a car 

wreck on the Melvin-Weeksbury 
road Friday resulted in the death 
on the following day at the Beaver 
Valley hospital, Martin, of 55-year­
old Ben Hurt, retired Weeksbury 
miner. 

The astonishing upset which was 
hailed jubilantly by Democrats and 
ruefully, though good-humoredly, 
by Republicans stole a march on a 
large part of the country. As Pres-­
ident Truman showed apparent early 
strength his supporters as well e.s 
Dr. Gallup, Mt·. Roper, et al, dis­
counted the possibility of an upset. 
Many retired early on election night 
to fortify themselves for the bitter 
news of the morrow by a good night's 
sle&p. Others stuck to their radios to 
hear, detail by detail, the story or 
the GOP conquest. 

Those who retired awoke Wednes­
day morning to hear that Truman 
was well along toward sensational 
victory. A few hours later, as Oh10 
and Illinois fell into the Truman 
column, victory became official with 
Governor Dewey extending congrat­
Ulations. 

With Truman and Vice-President­
elect Alben w. Bark.ler, o.( :Ken­
tucky, were swept into office Demo­
cratic majorities in both houses of 
Congress. 

Thus were the tables turned, nl· 
most at the eleventh hour, by the 
man who would not admit defeat or 
be licked. He won his party's nom­
ination at Philadelphia only after 
facing bitter opposition. The State's 
Rights group headed by J. Strom 
Thurmond split the traditionally 
loyal segment of the Democratic 
party. Henry Wallace took with him 
thousands of votes hitherto in the 
Democratic ranks. The party itself 
was lethargic, leaders sensing cer­
tain defeat. One state of the "Solid 
South" - Alabama - even denied 
Truman a place on its ballot.

How many states keep such a rec­
ord? Results of a survey are dis­
com·agiug. Almost one-half of the 
states fail to keep even such a sim­
ple record as the number of fatal 
and serious non-fatal accidents oc­
CUlTing within their borders. Over 25 
per Cf'nt of the states keep no rec­
ord at all! 

Those states which have made an 
extra effort to reduce hunting haz­
ards.. and . which keep data on all 
accidents, have some of the best 
safety records in the country. 

If all states compiled accident in­
formation. and exchanged it freely 
in a national safety program, the 
number of hunting accidents could 
be greatly reduced. 

It is, of course, indisputable that 
hunt:ng safety is a state problem. 
Nevertheless, state safety committees 
by analyzing the causes of gun mis­
haps and coordinating their efforts 
should be able to bring considerable 
improvement to the national hunt­
ing accident picture. 

But the individual hunter must do 
his part by taking greater precau­
tions than ever. Remember that 
carel~sness is the greatest killer of 
all. (For example, in Colorado 90 
per cent of the accidents were caus­
ed by careless handling of weapons 
in or near automobiles-not in the 
field.) Be sure that what you shoot 
is game, not your hunting partner. 
Leave your bottle home.

HARMON NETS 
RECORD FISH 
lormer Floyd Countian 
Misses $1,500 Jackpot 
By a Matter of Weeks 

Florida is a long way to go for the 
week's fishing report, but when the 
fishennan is a native of Floyd coun­
ty and he catches the biggest fish 
landed on the Florida coast in years 
-then distance doesn't stand too 
much against the yarn. 

The flsherman is C. 0. Harmon, 
of Tampa, a brother of Lee Har­
mon, of Prestonsburg. The fish was 
a tarPdn-an 171 pounds of him. 

And Harmon had witnesses-Sol 
Fleischman, Tampa Daily Times 
Wl·iter, and Joe Sherman, publicist, 
who drove up while the fish was be­
ing landed. Wrote Fleischman of 
the catch: 

" ... seeing a large shape roll near 
the draw of the Bay, the angler 
baited a large hook with a small 
live catfish. He dangled the catfish 
several feet below the salt water 
surface and the tarpon smacked his 
lips and dU( in. 

"For one hour Harmon had a 
struggle tbat you seldo see . . .

"As far as .-ctual records are con­
cerned, this Ja Ule largest game fish 
landed succeu!ll'lly from a pier or 
bridge on Flc;~rlda's west coast. Cer­
tainly it is the largest tarpon landed 
in these water$ in a decade." 

One tragic note concludes this 
yarn: 

The fishing contest sponsored in 
Florida, with St. Petersburg award· 
ing a prize of $1,000 and Tampa an­
other $500, ended six weeks before 
the former Floyd countian landed 
his tarpon. And his fish outweighed 
the winner by almost 30 pounds. 

Gear Shift Control 
In Outboard Motors 

A new outboard motor featuring 
neutral, forward and reverse, accom­
plished by gear shift control, was 
disclosed last week by Johnson Mo­
tors, outboard manufacturer, to their 
local dealer, C. H. Smith Motor Co., 
Prestonsburg. 

The ·new motor, known as the 
Johnson Model QD, develops 10.0-
0BC certified brake horsepower at 
4 000 revolutions per minute and 
,.;eighs only 56 pounds (without the 
separate fuel tank). The QD is said 
to be not only a brand new motor 
but a new kind of motor in that it 
crives the owner control and per­
formance not previously available 
in this field. 

It has been customary to carry 
fuel in an integral tank holding 
about an hour's supply. This has ad­
ded 10 to 12 or more pounds to the 
motor weight. An auxiliary supply iQ 
a separate can has been essential for 
a satisfactory cruising range. Now, in 
the new QD motor, the 5-gallon 
Mile-Master tank is separate from 
the motor, ma,king possible the two­
hand carry, motor in one hand, fuel 
supply in the other. A 12-foot flex­
ible fuel line is equipped with a self­
seal connector which plugs in to the 
motor like connecting a toaster. 
Thus, what has been an extra fuel 
supply now becomes the regular sup­
ply, ample tor hours of full throttle 
operation. 

With the new QD, absolute and 
complete boat control is provid~d. 
Start in neutral at the dock; shift 
into reverse and back out under full 
control· shift again and the boat is 

• h t" on its way with "hold-your- a ac-
celeration. 

Those are only the two most un­
usual QD features.

/ Vaccination Issue 
Before Kentucky 
Appeals Court 

Frankfort, Ky., Oct. 2~Whether 
vaccination of school children can 
be required by law was argued be· 
fore the Court of Appeals today.
