GUN VICTIM

Since Janaary 16;
Little Under Bond
In Weeksbury Case

Herman Mack, Jr., 31-year-old
Weeksbury miner, war veteran and
and former prizefichter, BSunday
morning, shortly after midnight, be-
came the third Floyd countian to
die of bullet wounds since January
15 as he fell dead from a blast from
a shotgun loaded with bugkshot.

The same shot, fired by Mack
Little, sent Paul Fraley, 21, to the
Beaver Valley hospital, Martin, with
two buckshot through his lung. Mack
was shot in the left side of his chest,
and he died instantly.

The shooting took place near the
Little home on Caleb Fork at Weeks-
bury. Little told Sheriff Troy B.
Sturgill and Deputies Harold Conn
and W. L. Rice that Mack and Fra-
ley were drunk when they came to
his home seeking whiskey and that
they abused him when he told them
he had none. He sald the two had
ot whiskey, earlier in the night, in
the vicinity and apparently were
mistaken as to the house they had
Visited at the time. After iasking
them to leave and after being
threatened, he said, he ran to his
itruck to gef his shotgun.

~ Veterans in industrial and on-the-
Job training who submit changes of
address to the Veterans Adminis-
tration should indicate if the chang-
les are temporary or permanent, VA
said this week.

In cases 0of permahent changes of

address, so specifying will speed up
the transfer of the veteran’s record
to the regional office having jurisdic-
tion over the area in which he will
be located,
Trainees who are golng on ‘short
[vacations and have no subsistence
checks due to arriye during their
'absence should submit a change of
address with a notation that it is
enly temporary so that their checks
will he forwarded.

The Veterans Administration re-
cently urged World War IT veterans
to keep appointments for medical
or dental care which have been au-
thorized in thelr respective ecases
by VA.

The VA said wveterans should
make every efforf to obtain pre-
scribed examination or treatment
within the time Hmit in their re-
'spective cases. Broken appointments
frequently cause untecessary delays
in medical or dental care.

Medical exandnations must be
given within the period specified on
the authorization gertificate. Treat-
ments generally are prescribed on a
month-to-month basis.

Dental examinations must be
given within 30 days of the dafe on
the authorization certificate, while
any subsequent treatments are
scheduled by the dentist at his dis-
cretion, but within a reasonable pe-
riod of time.

Under existing legislation, wet-
erans may be furnished out-patient
medical or dental care in VA clinies,
in private offices of physicians or
dentists or in their own homes ouly
for disabilities vecognized by VA as
