“The Committee for Kentucky has,
in its brief life, committed Kentucky
to progress, The Lecislature has en-
acted many of ife recommendations
into law.: And the latest ahd best
proof of its effectiveness is the grant
by the General Education Beard of
the Rockeleller Foumdation of $20,-
09 to the University of Kentucky,
to be matched by an equal sum by
the University to continue the'eom-
mittee’s community service work on
i permanent basis.

“The Committee for EKentucky,
some months ago, fook the unlikely
sten of voting itself out of existence
as of Mareh 1, 1950, We don't recall
any other state-wide organization of
any type ever having done such a
thing.

“The Committes for Kentucky will
figure in future Rentucky history
books becausé of the far-reathing
things it has accomplished, and the
unusual manner in which they were
done. The committee was suspect, at
first: local Chambers of Commerce
and later, the state chamber,
thought they saw in it a ‘“compet-
ing"' organization seeking to take
over their prerogatives. It was at-
tacked by some groups as being
“radical.”™ But its record of con-
structive achievement hag long since
washed out such suspicions. And it
has created a hody of information
and enthusiasm that should pay off,
in future years, through and for the
local and state bodies.

“We believe the Committee was
right in deciding fo go out of exis-
tence when it concludes its work. If
the various Chambers of Commerce
do not make use of the exeellent in-
formation compiled by the commit-
tee, they will only be harming them-
selves and their communities. The
University is the logical agency to
arry on the continuing studies to
teep the committee’s reports up to
late, and to give uninterrupted en-
zouragement to officers of the gtate's
communities to help themselves.

“James W. Armstrong, former
Henderson newspaperman, has done
a fine job as direetor of the commu-
nity serviee program. Maurice Be-
ment, a Lone Oak boy, capably per-
forms the duties of executive secre-
ary for the Committee for Ken-
tucky. Dozens of oulstanding state
leaders in many fields have conirib-
uted to the commitiee'’s success.
