A jury of eight men and four 

women, qualifted under oath to ren­
der the death penalty if the ei idence 
warrants it, this afternoon (Thurs­
day) was hearing closing testimonYi 
in the trial of Graden Daniels for 
the hammer-murder of his step­
father-in-law, D.m Collins, C. & 0. 
brakeman, at Martin, Feb. 12, last. 

Before noon today the common­
wealth had introduced the last of 
its witnesses, Mrs. Gypsy Collins, 
widow of the clain man. Then the 
jury inspected on the West Pres­
tonsburg siding the train caboo:~e in 
which Collins met death and in 
which his body was found, late z.t 
night, at Wheelwright Junction, ap­
proximately 30 miles from the scene 
of the slaying. 

The noon recess over, the defense 
began its case, and Daniels himself 
was called to testify. 

Testimony elicited from state's 
witnesses conformed cosely to that 
given in the examining trial here. 
A representative of the Federal Bu­
reau of Investigation, Washington, 
D.C., identified blood on Daniels' 
clothing and on the murder weapon 
as Type 4B, the same as the blood 
specimen taken from the victim's 
body and sent to the FBI for an­
alysis and comparison.

The chief trouble with most of the public display of knowledge at 
Fidelity was its self-assurance. Seemingly anybody with a public ax to 
grind could say anything he wanted to and get aw3.y with it. For example, 
we were told every campaign that all the good people were Democrats and 
all the bad ones Republicans, that a great calamity would happen if we 
trusted our lives and our sacred honor to the opposing party. So far as I 

know, none of our neighbrs made a record of these one-sided prophecies 
and checked them later with accomplished facts. In religion we were told, 
according to where we were that this or that of our three denominations 
would lead us to Beulah Land and that ~ny other faith would lead us 
astray. Again, there w;s no accurate way of finding out whether the facile 
prophets "knew their onions." Probably that accounted for the cocksure 
way in which the prophets kept us prophesying. · 

Some of those sure-fire fellows would probably have died of shock or 
humiliation if they had known that some of the respectable ones sitting 
quietly before them a nd seeming to swallow the,ir oracular words, inwardly 
questioned, even as had many of our own people, there must have been 
others who knew how to suffer for wl13t they thought right. Whittier, I 
early learned, was an Abolitionist, a horrible word in our little world. The 
truth to life in his ''Snow-Bound" made me feel that he was not a false 
one but could tell the truth elsewhere. Without parading my belief, for 
fear of stirring up a fight, I went on my way, casting out many of the 
one-sided views for a broader tolerance. Sometimes I felt very lonely in 
this struggle, but in later life I have learned from some of the old-timers, 
as I have suggested heretofore, that the same silent fight was going on 
in many another breast in our little remote community. Outw:..rdly we 
may have conformed pretty well to the narrow-mindedness of our neigh­
borhood, but inwardly we were longing to be citizens of a little bigger 
world. 

One of the astounding things that I learned early was that some of our 
so-called ignorant neighbors sometimes had progressed farther on a world 
view than some of the literate ones, even the leaders. Leaders have a way 
of becoming involved in things; they have vested interests, they might 
want to run for office, they might be afraid of running counter to social 
opinion. Some of our people, like the village wag I mentioned in "Fidelity 
Folks," 1'<-ve no vested interests and could see straight and talk straight, 
regardless of the impression they might make. Since polls have become so 

1 common and o>ten so misleading, maybe it would have been fine if we 
could have had an opinion poll after some cocksure fellow spouted off m 
Fidelity ·- nd left the community feeling that he had told the rustics some 
brand-new things. He might have been as surprised as Dr. Gallup or Mr. 
Roper or Mr. Crossley.

REA MANAGER 
ASKS SUPPORT 

Of Poage Bill If Phones 
For Rural Areas Wanted; 
'Tell Congress,' Advice 
"If you wJnt you ai1d yom neigh­

bors to have a telephone some time 
in the future, write your Congress­
man to support the Poa~e Bill," is 
the advice given rUI'al people by J. 
K. Smith, executive manager of the 
statewide REA office in Louisville. 

This statement was prompted by 
the f~ct that the bill which would 
set up rural telephone co-ops under 
the REA program, is ''bogging down" 
for lack of "grass-roots" support, 
Smith said. 

"The people can pass any legisla­
tion they want, if they express 
themselves, but no Congressman 
c n read the minds of his constit­
uents- they must tell him what they 
want," Smith stated. 

The Poage Bill, he explained, has 
been misunderstood by many peo­
ple. "It will not force an REA elec­
t ric co-op to turn itself into a tele­
phone co-op; in fact, independent 
and mutu3l companies, rather than 
electric co-ops, will be given first 
preference on the money which the 
bill is to make available."
