The report, signed by the Rev. B. 
W. craft, foreman, pointed out that 
the city jail is in bad condition 
"and should be equipped and clean­
ed up, or locked up."

MINE CAVE-IN 
LOSS, $70,000 
Caney-Cr. Earth Fall 
Buries Mine Machinery 
And Damages Gas Lines 
Cave-in of an isolated section of 

the Floyd-Elkhorn Coal Company 
mine on Caney Fork of Middle Creek 
last week resulted in an over-all loss 
unofficially placed at $70,000. 

As a secuon of the mine compris­
ing nine worked-out rooms collapsed 
the cave-in extended to the top of 
the mountain, 1,100 feet from the 
bottom, it was said. Two parallel gas 
lines of the Inland Gas Company 
were pulled apart as the surface 
sank, and this, it was said, possibly 
caused the heaviest loss. 

Buried beneath tons of rock and 
slag were two miwng machines and 
six Jeffrey conveyors of the coal 
company. The machinery will never 
be salvaged but the loss was almost 
completely covered by insurance. The 
damage was placed at $20,000. 

The gas company's loss, unofficial­
ly estimated at $50,000 resulted from 
gas which escaped as a 12-inch and 
a 10-inch line pulled apart and from 
the expense entailed in repairing the 
breaches. Last week, the gas com­
pany had more than 60 men at work 
taking up 12-inch line at E1stern 
for use on caney.
