FRANKFORT, KY. Jan. 31—
Kentucky’s general fund revenues
for the first five months ‘of this fis-
cal year are $453,000 ahead of last
vear's gecmﬁ-breaking collections.

The revenue department'’s analy-

{sis of November receipts shows that

general taxes fell behind the total
taken in during November, 1948, It
| marked the first time & monthly
collection this year fell behind a
monthly collection in 1948-40.

November's take amounted  to
$6,241521 compared to §7,236.024 in
November of 1948, Dips of §500,-
000 ineorporation income taxes and
$3750(m in the franchise property
tax in ﬁmember accounted for most
of the fall-off.

Through November the general
fund eollected $21.873, 528 compared
to 331,430438 during the first five
months of 1948-49. The fund teok
in $57.220.000 during the entire 1948-
19 vear.

But the road fund forged ahead
Collee-
tions of $3,679,084 brought the fund
up to $18,594,507 for the first five
manths of the fiscal period. During
the July-threugh-November span in
1948, $15,821,990 rolled  into the
road fund,

The distilled spirits
tax totaled $247147 in
compared to $384778 in the pre-
vious November, November 1949
marked the ninth eonsecutive menth
this tax has declined in Kentucky.
