operation. There have been a great 
many false theories about the ca1.1se 
and cure of rabies as, for example, 
the use of the mad stone and tlle 
idea that most dogs went mad dur­
ing "dog days" in July and August. 

Actually statistics show that ani-1 
mals catj:h ra.bies and bite people 
during all seasons of H1e year, put 
the inc:dence is higher in early 
spring a nd fall. The most important 
point to remember, however, is tpat 
rabies can be prevented One big step 
in this direction is the annual in­
jection of animals with a vaccine to 
build up their resistance to the d's-
ease. 1 

Dr. ,Marvin Ransdell, county hE:alth 1 

officer, urged all dog owners in Floyd 
county to pave their pets immun­
ized early this year. Although other 
animals, such as ro::es, horses, cows 
and cats, may be infected by the ra­
bies virus, dogs ~re still the most 
common carrier of the disease. 

It is important that wounds of 
such an animal be suspected of hav­
ing rabies should be treated at once. I 
Simple first aid or mild antiseptics 
should never b~ t:elied on. A physi­
cian should be cal~ed immediately, 
The doctor should then notify t)1e 
police who, in turn, should infqpn 
the dog's owner that the animal· 
must be placed in confinement ror 
observation. If, at the end of two 
weks, the dog is still alive and well 
the danger of rabies is practically 
past, since the dtsease is 100 per ,::ent 
fatal to animals within seven to 10 
days after symptoms appear. 

However, should the dog die, the 
head should be remove!) and sent by 
express to the l:1boratorY. of the 
State Department of Health, 620 S­
Third Street, Louisville, Ky., for E:X­
amination. Should the dog be found 
to have rabies, your physician will 
be notified and will determine the 
necess'ty of starting the Pasteur I 
treatment.
