When There’s Chance

Althcugh the “Voice of America”

Affidavits filed with the petitions
made these charges:

1. That since 1936, seven relatives
of Superintendent Hall, plus a
numper of their wives, have held
school jobs as teachers, assistant
atlendance officer, superintendent,
bus driver, clerk t the Schsol
Boa_:[_d, and athletic coach.

2. That Hall's relatives and oth-
er school officials have assessed
teachers for political campaign
expenses, One affidayvit stated that
the Hall administration followed
“as a settled policy the assessment
of teachers, school employees, and
businessmen who do business with
the board.”

3. That Hall attempted to shift
and
has wiolated the State Teacher-
Tenure Act by failing to let teach-
ers enter into continuing service
contraets required by state law,

4, That fire-insurance policies on
Floyd eounty school properties
were canceled and given over fo
the Wade Hall Insurance Agency
“at a cost to the Floyd 'county

Ischool system of several thousand

dollars in canceled premiums,”
Wade Hall, it stated, is a nephew
of Town Hall, former superintend-
ent, and related to the present
superintendent, Palmer L. Hall. The
cancellation of policies took place,

according to the petition, after
‘Wade Hall supported the Hall-
faction’s candidates in a Schopl

Board election.

One affidavit from a school prin-
jcipal stated that “under pressure”
from the Hall administration, he
collected more than $200 from
schoolteachers during the 1948 fall
campaign for School Board mem-
bers,

Several affidavits stated that such

i funds were collected to finance the

campaigns of School Board mem-
bers who were favorable to the Hall
administration.

One teacher said he had “been
required to seek other employ-
ment” after his failure to contrib-
ute to a political eampaign. He said
he offered the school attendance
officer 50 bushels of corn as a sub-
stitute for money, to no avail

Another affidavit stated that at
a meeting before the 1946 Board
of Education race, “each principal
was instructed to discuss this mat-
ter with their respective teachers
and to determine the amount that
could be secured from each school.”

Later the money was divided
“gecording to the precinets where
a big fight was -expected” the
affidayvit stated. 'This meeting ‘was
at the home of Henry Porter, and
the money was divided up by Wes-
ley Campbell, of the First National
Bank, according to the affidavit.

The petition said that the appoint-
ment of another pro-Hall member
to the County Board would result
in the present administration hav-
ing “absolute control of the school
system of Floyd county for a period
of six years, regardless of the out-
come of the November, 1850, elec-
tion.”

The terms of Dr. Allen
Gireene expire in January.

Hall, in reply to these charges,
said he had several relatives work-
ing in the school system| ?t\
have Dr. J. H. Allen an ames
Green, Hall said.

He denied all knowledge of “as-
sessment” of school employees ¢nd
businessmen. As for the teacher-
tenure charges, Hall said there
have been no requests for continu-
ing-service contracts in recent years.

“T asswme- teachers are on tenure
if they're eligible,” he said.

Hall said the Board lost no
money in canceling the fire-insur-
ance policies. And he said Allen and
Greene voted with the rest of the
board when the policies were can-
celed and reassigned.

He also said two school princi-
pals, V. O. Turner and James Salis-
pbury “are looking for my job.” Hall
called them ringleaders in bringing
the charges.

Other affidavits mentioned spes
cific instances of “pressure’ bemng
applied in getting campaign eon-
tributions, Hall replied that if there
had been any pressure, it did not
come from him, 1

He acknowledged that money had
been raised to finance campaigns,
but denied knoweldge of anyone
being forced to contribute.

'I‘he regson for
the public control of plumbing is
the PROTECTION OF PER-
SONS AGAINST INJURY TO
HEALTH. The health factor of
safety is the minimum require-
ment and should néver be lowered
for reasons of cconomy,

Why Regulations?

“Commiiity Pow-
er,” ‘is that power inherent in
government which protects the
people against harmful acts of
individuals, insofar as, matfers of
health, safely, morals, and the like,
are goncerned. Persons are pro-
tected from the things from which
they, as individuals, cdhnot pro-
tect themselves. Thus, we find the
safety of a public system of water
supply, the efficiency of a public
system of sewerage, the safe dis-
ybosal and treatment of sewage
*and the installation, location, in-
spection and sanitary maintenance
of plumbing all come under the
police power of the state.

Scientific plumbing holds &
check on epidemics while unsani-
tary olumbing may be the cause
of conveying and spreading dis-
ease which could wipe out great
populations.

Why Control Plumbers?

The control of plumbing by a
system of examination is for the
Publie’s benefif. In order to receive
a certificate of competency a mas-
ter or journeyman plumber must
give publiz demonstraticn of his
skill, This means that, like the in-
spector he must have knowledge
of the 200 or more sections of the
plumbing code. Prevention of un-
san‘tery plumbing, which usually
results in a nuisance and may in-
jure human health, is always more
economical than condemnation
and rémoval of bad plumbing.

The counfles of the state of
Kentueky with first, second and
third class cities have and are
governedl by the State Plumbing
Code., Our smaller counties have
no code for plumbing.

The ¢nly answer is that the citi-
zens' of these areas do not fully
realize the dangers.

What is the result of no plumb-
ing regulations? Plumbing is being
installed every day that has prac-
tically no resemblance to a safe
Job. Sometimes the werkman does
not know any better, and neither
does the owner: Sometimes the
warkman's only interest is to finish
just any kind of a job, collect his
money, and be gone. The final
result is that the owner does not
know what 'has happened until he
bezing fo =mell foul odors or until
the water he drinks begins to taste
bad. Then it is tco late to prevent
illnesses or even death in his fam-
ily. PREVENTION OF DISEASE
IS ALWAYS BETTER THAN
TFRYING - TO.. CURE IT— Who
wanis to allow some handyman to
make blunderihg connections to
cur domestic drinking water sup-
ply from septic tanks, sewers that
carry germs, {rom funeral homes
and stables? Only by proper
plumbing regulations can these
hazards be prevented.
