|tunes groumd ot each year by
professional  eomposers, why do|
some become great hits, others less|
well-known, and others fail to pay
for their printing? And why do
some of ‘the tunes live on for gen-
erations, side by cide with tunes
that have been handed down as folk
music or 88  eonsciously-composed
tunes that dpifted away into folk
music as time went by? In my life
I have learned hundreds, even
thousands ef songs, «s I have always
loved music ‘and have tried to sing
s‘nce 1 was a little boy. Thousands
of these songs seem as dead to me
now as cld newspapers. Others are
so much alive that I could start
singing them at a moment’s notice,
even though I may not have heard
them since I left Pidelity.

A few days sgo Timention this faet
to a great folklorist, Dr. George
Pullen Jackson, of Vanderbilt Uni-
versity., Dr, ‘Jackson is the world’'s
greatest authority on white spir-
ituals, the songs such as were sung
at the cld-fashioned eamp-meetings
and were added to as the vears
passed, the singers unconsciously
adding to and subfractng from
'what they had hesrd. Dr. Jackson's
answer greatly pleased me, for he
said that certain melodies contain
more of the folk element than
others; these folkish tunes survive,
regardless of their age Since he is
a trained music’an, I am inclined
|to believe him, especially after he
sang for me many sunatehes cf typi-
| cally  folk melodies that certainly
irmppear in many of“our conscious
| compositicns. Music, like many oth-
er arts, I8 a summary of what has
;gone hefore; whole compositions
may be copywrited in our time, but
nobody can copyright a phrase of
music. Besides, copyrights run out
after a few years, and then the
music 15 common property. Nobcdy
knows this any better than Tin Pan
Alley composers. Dr. Sigmund
Spaeth has detected hundreds of
song phases that reappear in our
popular airs. His analysis of “Yes,
We Have No Bananas Today" has
beceme a classic and shows that this
once-popular nonsense song has
well-known pharases from such di-
verse scurces as the “Hallelujah
Chorus”
“1 Was Seeing Nellle Home,"
Dreamt That I Dwelt in Marble
Halls,! and “Old-Fashioned Gar-
dens." If one could hear the airs
that the composers of these songs
knew, still further ancestry could
be devised for a modern silly song.

Dr. Jackson sald -another thing

tuneful airs that we sing today as
new songs will be sung by our great-
grandchildren as folk tunes of the

that catechy airs are often of folk
origin, certainly many cf our pres-
ent-day songs have them and there-
by can hope for immortality. Then
it is possible that many a person
will never have seen the sheet music
of our popular songs and will have
known them oMy by ear. Never
having seen the printed words, the
singers will transmit the words as
they seemed to be, with the usual
folk forgetfulness and the usual folk
improvisation from other songs and
ballads, As bookish as we are, We
still have many folk elements in
our culture, Listening to a radio
is in many ways like listening to a
minstrel singing in a palace or &
college, Most of the listeners never
see the words; they, memorize, ac-
curately or partially so, the music;
they pass both words and music
