U.S. Engineers Repeat
Claim Cost Too High;
Perkins Plans Hearing

The U.S. Corps of Engineers this
week repeated to Congressman Carl
D. Perking its decision not to ap-
prove canalization of the Big Sandy
river.

Congressman  Perkins recently
asked the Engineers to reconsider
an earlier decision holding cost

to be gained is too high.

Col. W. E, Potter, acting assistant
chief of enginters for civil works of
the corps, wrote Congressman Per-
kins ‘Wednesday:

“No more economical route under
present conditions ean be provided
on the Big Sandy or its tributaries
than the railroad and highway fa-
cilities that already exist along the
banks of these streams."

Despite this new setback, Perkins
said he would eontinué his stubborn
fight for the canalization

“The project is sound and T ‘in-
tend to keep on trying until we get
ib“i

The Corps of Engineers has esti-
mated that econstruction of the proj-
ect would cost $161,818,000.

Potter declared that ‘no local
transportation savings can be achiev-
ed through navigation of the Big
Sandy when the cost of canalization
is taken into aceount. The physical
limitations of channel alignment
and water supply were found to pre-
clude the development of a water-
way even approaching Ohio river
standards.”

Total costs of canalization, Potter
added, would “surpass the cost of
moving freight via existing railroad
facilities.”

We have tried to talk
to all the people about letting fires
zet bevond their control and haven't
been doing much in the way of
prosecution. It appears that our
talk has not done very much good.
So, in 1951 every fire will be in-
vestigated not only once but two or
three times if necessary, and those
persons responsible will be prosecut-
ed if they are found at fault.”

Ignorance of the new fax laws
can be wvery, very costly to tax-
pavers, Floyd Tax Commissioner
Clive Akers pointed out this week.
Of particular importance to prop-
erty~-owners, Akers said, are pro-
visicns of the new law - setting
penalties for ® failure of taxpayers
to list their property with the Tax
Commissioner at some time between
Jan. 1 and March 1.

(Elsewhere in this edition of
The Times appears a psaid adver-
tisement citing sections of the law
governing assessment of property.)

Mr. Akers said he is making an
effort to see as many taxpayers as
possible, but added that the time
for this work is so brief that he

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COAL MINING
UP IN FIELD

Big Sandy Coal Increase
For Last Year, 39 Pct.;

Gain for Area Is Less

Pikeville, Ky., Jan. 18—The five
high-volatile fields of Southeastern
West Virginia and Eastern Kentucky
mined 31 per cent more coal in 1950
than they did the preceding year,
according to figures released here
today.

These fields, which include the
Big Sandy and Hazard fields of Ken-
tucky, preduced 73,495,752 tons last
year, an increase of 17453942 tons
oved the 56,041,810 tons produced in
1949. And indications are that the
upward frend will continue in 1851.

The greatest percentage increase
of the group was shown by the Haz-
ard field, which mined 52 per cent
more coal in 1950 than in 1949. This
field produced 8,420,000 tons last year
a8 against only 5,531,600 tons the
preceding year,

Next, with an increase of 39 per
cent, was the Big Sandy field, which
produced 14,862,210 tons last year

after mining but 10,661,740 tons in|

1949,
The Logan field in West Virginia
showed a 30 per cent increase with

a 26 per cent increase by the West|
Virginia Kanawha field, and an in-

crease of 20 per cent by the William-
son field in West Virginia,

During the year 1950 these five ad-
jacent fields produced 13.63 per cent
of the nation’s coal, a substantial
increase over the 11.74 per cent pro-
duced in 1949,

In the Big Sandy field, aceording
to H. S. Homan, executive secretary
cf the Big Sandy-Elkhorn Coal Op-
erators Assoeiation, the new wear
started off With a slicht inerease
over the shag end of 1950.

During the first week of 1951 the
field produced 238950 tons, whereas
the tonnage was 235000 for the last
week of 1950. However, the average
number of working days dropped
from 3.32 to 3.05.

The new year started with a buy-
ers’ market, Homan said, with the
buyvers shopping arcund to get the
best coal at the lowest price. This
tendency, he said, is hard on: the
small truck mines which can't com-
pete with the large, machine-operat-
ed mines because the fruck mines
lack the expensive processing equip-
ment to sort and clean their produet.

Heman expressed a hopeful atti-
tude toward the coal industry over
he counfry in general for 1851 and
estimhted that the nation’s total
production this year would exceed
the 1950 preduction by some 10,000,-

total 1950 coal production in the
United States was approximately
500,000,000 tons, -a considerable in-
crease over the 1949 oulpuf.

\Disabled Vets of War
In Korea Are Entitled
To Rehabilitation Aid

Regulations outlining conditions
under which veterans, disabled after
fighting started in Korea, may be
entitled to Public Law 16 rehabilita-
tion training, have been announced
by the Veterans Administraticn.

This training, previously limited
ta World War II veterans, was ex-
tended to many veterans disabled on
or after June 27, 1950, by Public
TLaw 894, signed by the President in
December,

Newly eligible veterans will fol-
low procedurss similar to these in
effect for World War II veterans.
The same application forms will bé
used.

Under the new law. & veteran
must have been disabled after the
Korean conflict began and prior
to a date yet to be fixed. It is re-
quired that the disabilty be such
that VA may pay compensation ab
full wartime rates, Such rates are
paid for disabilities or infuries re-
sulting from armed conflict, or
during extra-hazardous Service, or
while the United States is engaged
in war,

The new law provides that the
July 25, 1056 deadline for Public
Law 16 training will not apply to
the newly-disabled veterans, In=
stead, they will have nine years
from the end of the current emer~
gency in which to train. The Q%
law ‘also states that veterans w
already had ‘GI Bill gr Public Law
16 tratntng, as & result of I:h.gir.

Social Security Law
May Now Affect 100
Floyd Farm Workers

Regular farm workers—perhaps a
hundred of them in this county—
came under the federal social secu-
| rity law, beginning January 1, dc-
cording to Horace Godbey, manager
of the Aghland office.

Dairy farming will lead to old-age
and survivors insurance protection
for the largest number of farm peo-
| ple in this area, Mr. Godhey believes,
with cattle farming next, He empha-
sives that it is the reguwlar farm
worker who is paid eash wages who
will come under the law—not the
itinerant, seasonal or part-time
worker.

A new leafiet, “Notice to Farmers
with Regular Hired Help,” explains
how the farm operator can fell
whether ahy of his employes are
covered by the law. Issued by the
Bureau of Internal Revenue, the’
leaflet is available from the Collec-
tor of Internal Revenue at Louis-
ville, the Social Security Adminis-
tration at Ashland, or from offices
of county agents or Production
Farm Marketing Administration.
Many banks also have copies of the
notice.

In addition to explaining just
what workers are covered, the leaf-
let contains a tear-off slip, Form
S8-4a, which the farm owner should
camplete and mail if he has em-
ployes who will be covered by the
law. Further information about

“Not all farm workers are covered
by the new law," Mr, Godbey em-
phasizes.

Before he can be covered by the
law, a farm worker must work for
an employer during a qualifying pe-
riod of one full calendar quarter.

The staff of the Puhllc Service
| Commission this week took issue
| with accounting practices of South=
ern Bell Telephone & Telegraph
Company, which is seeking a rate
increase of $2,732,538 & year in
Kentucky.

Written testimony filed by James
M, Honaker, special consultant, and
six members of the P.S.C. staff,
became “the public’s case in that
rate-inerease application that has
been pending since June 12, 1950.

Southern Bell presented its case
August 13.

PS.C. witnesses will be cross-
examined by Southern Bell coun-
sel February 1.

The higher rates have been in
effect since July 6. Southern Bell
has posted bond of $1,800,000 to
insure refunds in event the com-
mission decides not to grant the
inerease. Kentucky law restricts this
| temporary arrangement to 240 days.

Honaker's testimony criticized
South Bell's distribution of costs
between interstate and intrastate
business and that 20 per cent of
revenue is derived
souree.

The examples he cited were
based on person-to-person day
calls from Frankfort. A few of his
examples are:

1. It costs the same to call At-
| lanta, ‘Ga,, as it does to call Mid-
ldle*‘.bom. Ky., two fifths of . the
| distance.

2. It costs 45 per cent more to
call Louisville than Jeffersonvyille,
Ind,, one airline mile apart.

3. It costs 50 per cent more to
call Middlesboro than Cumberland
CGap, Tenn., which is only two air-
line miles farther.

4. Tt costs $1.35 to call Catletis-
burg, and only 90 cents to call
Kenova, W. Va., right across the
state line.

5. It costs $1.25 to call Albany, and
only 85 cents to call Byrdstown,
Tenn., just over the state line,

6. It costs $1.40 to call Hender-
son, and only 95 cents to call Ev-
ansville, Ind,, right across the Ohio
River.

7. It costs $1.70 to call Hickman,
and only $1.20 to call Dorena, Mo,
just across the Mississippi River.

Honaker made this comment on
the disparity of interstate . and
intrasfate rates:

“In my opinion, such disparity
is detrimental to the best interests
of EKentucky industry. The De-
partment of Motor Transportation
is attempting to eliminate such dis-
parity in motor-truck rates, due to
the fact that high intrastate rates
put Kenucky industry at a disad-
vantage within the State.”

U. S. “Naked”
Against A-Bomb

{From The Reader's Digest
for February, 1951)

“The United States is naked—in-
credibly naked—against a Russian
atom-bomb attack,” declares Henry
J. Tavlor in the February Reader's
Digest.

In an article condensed from the
radio program, “Your Land and
Mine,” Taylor states that, though
Russia possesses the atom bomb and
the largest air fleet in the world, we
have no more national defense for
the United States than Hawail had
on ‘the day of Pearl Harbor.

Not a single radar-equipped picket
boat is on constant duty anywhere
offshore to warh cur coasts of an
attack ‘and to ald our air force to
meet it. Thanks to Red spies, the
Kremlin has maps of our skimpy
radar network. A good electronics
expert, of which the Reds have many
in the Communist party here, “can
tell within a few per cent of error
any detector’s wave length and fre-
quency channel, These Russian
agents keep Stalin's maps up to
date.”

We would be Iucky to stop five
to: ten per cent of Soviet bombers
before they reached here, our air
leaders admit, and Stalin knows it.
Against the RAT's much better de-
fenses,  “on the best day of the
Battle of Britain,” only 30 per cent

| of Hitler's bombers were knocked

down, Had those that got through
dropped atoml bombs there would
be no England today.

Our Air Force is not to blame,
Taylor emphasizes. In the fall of
1948 the Armed Forces asked funds
for a preliminary radar network.

| Months ‘later, on March' 30, 1949,

Congress authorized $85,500,000 for
this purpose—less than one per cent
of the funds already consumed
abroad by the Marshall Plan. But
Congress never appropriated the
money. In desperation, the Air
Force finally diverted $50,000,000
from its other appropriations to
get the job started. In the fiscal
year sarting July 1, 1950, Congress
appropriated an additional $75,000,-
000, but that appropriation still re-
mains only on paper.
