TOBACCO PLANT-BED MANAGEMENT

Plenty of healthy, vigoous stocky
i plants should be ready for early
| fransplanting if ‘high quality to-
bacco is to be produced. Enough
plant-bed arvea should be prepared
to provide the plants needed for the
entire crop at two pullings. The first
plants pulled from beds are usually
free from mesiac, but at each suc-
cessive pulling there are likely to be
more plants earrying mosiae, which
of course causes more disease in the
field. Vigorous, stocky plants are a
real help in getting 'a good stand,

Select fertile, well-drained land
for the bed, preferably with a slight
southern or eastern slope, free from
shade, especially in the forenoon,
This is helpful in preventing blue
mold. Use a new site for the plant
bed each year, a great helpl in
avoiding black root rot and blue
mold, Be sure that the site is free
from bullnettles and ground cher-
ries, as these may earry mosaic:

Disease resistant yarieties where
tobaeco is to be grown on land
that has grown tobacco in reeent
years, choose a variety resistant to
black rot such as Ky. 16, Ky, 41-A,

Provide 50 to 76 feet of bed 12
feet wide for each acre of burley
tobacco to be grown, and at least
20 feet of bed 12 feet wide for each
acre of dark tobageco.

Before steaming or burming, pre-
pare the seedbed thoroughly

that enly a very light raking will
be negessary before sowing the seed.
Deep stirring may resulf in a weedy
bed.

Fertilize a steamed bed with a
complete fertilizer such as 6-8-6 or
4-8-4, at the rate of not more than
40 pounds for each 100 feet of bed
12 feet” wide, and rake in lightly.
A low-potash fertilizer such as 4-
12-0, is preferable for a heavily
burned bed. Caution: Heavy fer-
tilizing of plant beds may puf too
muech scoluable salts im0 the soil,
which in dry weather eauses the
plants to yellow and die.

Sow 2 or 3 level teaspoons of
cleaned and tested seed te 100 feet
of bed 9 or 12 feet wide. Seeding
way be done as soon a§ weather
permits, which is usually the last
half of February, or March Per-
haps the most fayvorable {ime for
seeding is from the first fo/the mid-
dle of March in southern and
western EKentucky, and from March
10 to March 30 in cenfral and
northern Kentueky, It is & mistake
to work the ground when it is wet
in order to sow early.

To distribute fhe seed evenly, mix
it with screened wood ashes; fine
sand, or commergial fertilizer. Go-
ing over the bed several times;
sowing part of the seed each time,

‘MISSING CARY
COST SCHOOLS

Revenue Dept. Clatms
Few Over Hdlf Cars
Assessed for Taxes

School districts in Kentueky proh-
ably are losing more than two mil-
lion dollars a year in local revenue
because of non-assessment of motor
vehicles.

This was indicated by a study
recently completed by the Depari-
t ment of Revénue. The survey com-
pared assessment and registration of
motor vehicles.

As of June 30, 1949, passenger cars,
trucks, and motorcyeles registered
in the state totalled 607,132. How-
ever, one day later, when prowerty
was listed for assessment, only 321,-
066 motor vehicles were listed. (This
and the following fizures do not in-
clude several hundred vehicles be-
longing to franchise operators.) This
means that less than 53 per cent of
the registered vehicles were assessed.
These vehicles were assessed at a
total value of $166,515,124—an aver-
age of $518.63.

Floyd county ranks 89th in the
stale with an average assessment
value of $369.55. Clay and Leslie
ranked one-two, respectively, with
values of $1,017 and $1,015.42.

There was no property tax paid on
about 286,066 vehicles. Had these
vehicles been assessed at the same
value of $518.63 it would have added
$148,000,000 to the assessment rolls
Figured at an average school tax of
$1.45 this would have meant an ad-
ditional $2,146,000 income to the
school districts of the state. At the
same time it would have added
about $1,000,000 to the income of the
counties. This, it was pointed out,
would have gone a long way in eas-
ing the financial problems of the
schools and counties.

How big the problem is may be
seen from this comparison:

The taxable value of the vehioles
which have not been assessedl is
| more than the real estate assess-
ment made by the tax commission-
ers in 43 Kentucky counties put to-
gether. The revenue loss on vehicles
for the state alone is egual to all
the state tax on all real estate in
Kentucky exeeph prop-
erty. J
