SAYS TOBACCO
FUTURE POOR

PMA Claims Regulations
Make Adequate Acreage
In Floyd Impossible

“Any increase in tobacco growing
over the present acreage for Floyd
county looks discouraging,” saild the
Production-Marketing Administra-
tion here this week.

A study of the government regula-
tions on tobacco growing for those
desiring to initiate a tobacco base
for 1953 reveal a set-up of regula-
tions that in the end serve almost
to obviate the possibility of a new
tobacco farmer procuring a money-
making base for next year, the same
source stated,

To understand the government
regulations it is necessary to use
concrete examples, In 1951 this
county grew, under sllotment, 6.1
acres of tobacco, The owners of this
6.1 acres of tobacco hases had other
crop land to the extent of 1,224 acres
This 6.1 is the dividend and the 1,224
acres is the divisor in calculating
what the government calls a “crop
land factor.” If 6.1 is divided by 1,224
there is a quotient or ‘“crop land
factor” of .005.

The Prestonsburg man sald he
knew Henry about 12 years ago
when the latter operated the Club
Rustique here and that within the
two months preceding the robbery
he saw him from eight to a dozen
times,

Stephens did not answer defense
counsel’s questions Saturday about
where and how he got that sum in
cash, on objection of his attorneys.
Asked why he did not procure a
warrant for Henry until eight days
after the alleged crime, he explained
that he delayed action on advice of
his attorney. This was corroborated
at Monday's hearing by Aftty. Joe
Hobson, who said he was busily en-
gaged in other business when Steph-
ens first came to him, the day after
the robbery, and that he sueggested
Stephens wait till he returned from
Ashland.

Stephens said he telephoned Henry
in Mt. Sterling and asked that he
réturn his money. “I don't know
what you're talking about,” he quot-
ed ‘Henry as replying.

This much the laboratory owner
told at Saturday’s hearing. Monday,
he' went into more detail, and he de-
tailed his relationship with Henry
and the man with Henry on the
night he says the robbery took place.
At this hearing he identified Henry's
alleged confederate as a man “sup-
posed to be called Rohbbins.’

A deal in gold bullion, he said:

The hus-
band is dead now, the sev-
enth child is in the hands of
a needy mother. But she still
is waiting for state aid,

These are isolated in-
stances, it is true, and the
entire welfare system cannot
be indicted for scattered in-
justices. But human misery
and need is a serious busi-
ness. More serious is any sys-
tem under which those not

in need get help while the|

truly needy are neglected.
The searchlight of publi-
city would cure a lot of these
ills. Let the names of bene-
ficiaries of the dependent
children, meedy aged and
blind funds be published,
and the publiec will give wel-
fare workers information
which they do not now have.
Nobody wants to humili-
ate the unfortunate. The fact
that a man or a woman or a
child is poor and must have
public aid is in itself ne dis-
grace, and such publicity
wotild not create humilia-
tion. Those who would be
disgraced, and rightly so,
would be those parasites
who are living at the expense
of the public when they in
truth are able to support
themselves or their children.
This business of having
loeal committees take what
amounts to a cursory look at
the records at stated inter-
vals, without permission to

make known one of the
names they see or to make
public investigation, falls

within the eategory of the
farce, and already some of
these (nmmxttaﬁ members
are balking at what appears
to be a system of quasi-in-
vestigation 0 gontrovert a
rising sentiment for full
knowledge of the whole af-
fair,

It is time for the Legisla-

So, if in 1052 you grew one acre
of tobacco and had 20 acres of crop
land, to arrive at your 1953 tobacco
base multiply 20 acres by the crop
land factor of .005 and you have .1
acre of tobacco base for 1953, That
s the minimum acreage the govern-
ment allows in the matter of allot-
ment.

There is another factor, too that

enters into this matter, making it
all a bureaucrat's nightmare. If
Floyd county farmers increase their
tobacco aecreage slightly for next
year and there is no possibility
they will increase it to any great
extent, they will also increase the
acreage of cropland going into
the caleulations. 'This increased
acreage of cropland serves to in-
crease the size of the divisor to a
much larger extent while the divi-
dend or tobacco acreage is increased
only slightly so the quotient or “crop
land factor” is much reduced, possi-

1 bly below the figure of .005,

With a “cropland factor” so_low,
very few could gualify for a large
tobacco base in 1953 and their base
would be the minimum .1 acre, as
any fractional acre below .1 is set
up as .1,

With these, County Agent Harold

B, Rice disagrees and states that |

the outlook is not as gloomy as it
is pictured.

He contends that the law sets up
a method, called “justification”,
and that by its application a farmer
may be entitled to or “justified” to
a larger base than the crop land
factor will allow. This matter of
“justification” operates in Johnson
county on @ community basis to al-
leviate injostices and can very well
be applied here.

A few years ago, farmers desiring
to get into tobacco culture in a large
enough way to make it profitable,
would plant & number of acres, pay
the penslty which was 20 per cent
of the preceding year's average, and
if they had a very large number of
crop land acres by multiplying these
acres by the “crop land factor” they
would have a tobaceo base of several
acres. But this loophole was plugged
in a new regulation. Now you can-
not afford to attempt a large acre-
age, for if you fall to come up to
last year's average in guantity, then
the government will penalize you to
the same extent you falled to graw
up to the average.

Ong landowner in Floyd county
has 189 acres of cropland. He grows
6 meres of tobacco, By multiplying
199 acres by the crop land factor of
005 he can get a tobaeco base for
1952 of .995 or 1 acre. But if the crop
land factor drops, this base may be
reduced blow his present 6 acre.

At the present time the picture in
this gounty is so discouwraging and
confused that predictions are impos-
sible in the matter of how much fo-
bacco will be grown. The law and
regulations are highly favorable to
counties with old and established
quotas. But they are almost prohib-
itive for new tobacco growing coun-
ties like Floyd.

Charles Henson was arrested by
Deputy Sherifl Irving Fannin on a
robbery charge as he stepped off a
bus at Fullerton, near Greenup,
where the corpse was allegedly aban-
doned:

Flood Study Completed
For the Kentucky River

Frankfort, Ky. — A survey for an
“on the land”" flood control ‘pro-

and recommernidations for the pro-
gram have been drafted for review
by state and federal agencies.
Commissiorier of Conservation
Henry Ward announced today that
the report is in the final stages of
approval before being sent to Gov-

ton for introduction in Congress
The survey was started tyo years
ago by the Soil Conservation Ser-
vice of the United States Depart-
ment of Agriculture at the request
of the Kentucky Flood Control Di-
vision and has been carried on in
close cooperation with the division.

The recommendations call for a
20-year program of improvement
that is estimated to cost $59,027,600.
It will affect 41 counties that are
either all or pariially in the Ken-
tucky River watershed. The area
comprises 6,935 square miles—about
17 per cent of the state.

Cost of the program will be borne
by both the federal government and
local interests. The estimated fed-
eral share will be $28,876,000 for
installation and §222,700 a year for
operation. The local share will be
$30,151,0000 for installation and
$8,757,500 a year for pperation.

The local flgure includes all con-
tributions 4s labor materials,
equipment, ‘land easements and
rights-of-way. B £

An annual saving of $6.947.800 in
1elxe,$ from flood damage is estimat-
ed in ‘the gurvey. It also estimates
an anhual beenfit of $43,754,900 from’
soil and water conservation, conser-
vation farming and forest land man-
agement to the owners and oper-
ators of land involved.

For Change in Haul Law

Rail Commission Calls

Frankfort, Ky. — The Kentucky
Railroad Commission today called
attention of the General Assembly
to the need for a change in the
state long-and-short haul so as to
make It applicable to hauls embrac-
Aing more than one railroad.

Chairman Frank L. McCarthy of
the Commission said there was =a
need to change the law so that in-
trastate carrying charges shall be
no greater than interstate charges.

“All the reasons which justify the
prohibition of a higher charge for
a shorter haul than for a longer
haul over a single railroad apply
with equal force where the route is
composed of two or more railroads,”
said McCarthy. “It is our opinion
that the law be amended to in-
clude the words ‘or route’ so as to
bring the Kentucky law in conform-
ity with the federal long and short
haul law.”

The Raillroad Commission report

said the post-war inflation which
began to be felt about 1946 has con-
tinued and has affected the rail-
roads with increased operation
costs.
“To meet these added burdens rail-
roads have sought and received
authority from the Interstate Com-
merce Commission to make several
general increases in rates, fares and
charges—together with correspond-
ing increases on Kentuckv intra-
state traffic,” according to the re-
port.

“SOLVING THE RIDDLE"”

Just recently I have reread, for
the third or fourth time, W. H. Hud- |
son’s FAR AWAY AND LONG AGO, |
an old man’s memories of his boy-
hood in Argentina, Every time I read
anything by Hudson, I am struck
with the great similarities existing
between his childhood a:0d the child-
hood of so many of my own gener-
ation. His parents, English and New
England in origin, fitted into the
strange Spanish civilization of the
pampas and came to love of numer-
ous travelers of all grades. The boy
grew up out of doors, almost as wild
as the animals ‘'of the plains. With
next to no formal education until
heé was in the late ‘teens, he absorb-
ed whatever could be experienced
and early came to value highly his
knowledge of people and wild na-
ture. Like so many of us, however,
he had to get away from his natural
life on the pampas before he could
have a proper perspective and ap-
preciate for what it was worth this
educative experience.

It has often been the custom to
take a country boy's life as a matter
of course. Too many people who
write have pictured the farm boy
as carefree, a healthy animal that
does not worry after he has a skin-
ful of grub and a good night’s rest.

Merely because the country boy is
busy incessantly, some people would
have us think that activity itself
fills all the boy's needs, The -highly
colored pictures of the easy life, the
worry-less routine of the farm boy
still irritate me, more than forty
years away from the farm. I know
that I thought through most of the
things that worry humanity while
I was plowing my mule in the bend
of the creek. Every aspect of hu-
man life touched me in some form
long before I had ever ridden on a
train or had a word of high school
work, And, because of my habit of
keeping a dairy in those days, I
know that I tried, clumsily. to ex-
press my thoughts on all the
puzzling things that came across a
farm boy's mind. And I know still
further that hundreds of other boys
thought as I thought, whether they
ever took pen to write or not. Be
1t said as a reminder that farm boys
were not just healthy, unthinking
animals; none of the boys I knew
were so sure that the older ones and
the famous ones had said the last
word about life and its problems.
We had been too well taught to say
openly what we often thoughk about
our elders and their seemingly hole-
proof philosophy, but among, our-
selves we debated questions that
would have shocked the elders and
unconseiously left the whole matter
unsettled, still open for discussion
as long as there are boys or other
open-minded creatures.

But there were ideas that I did
not dare air out to the fellows whom
I knew and respected. Mainly I
feared that they would laugh at me.
Now that we are middle-aged men,
I wish we might get together for a
Grandpa Ball Session if that might
be the right name for it. Most of
us who still live could add many a
practical experience to back up some
of the strange foresight we often
showed in our youth. I wonder
whether we would still hide some of
our most cherished thoughts for fear
they might not fit.

Though I have long tried to for-
give and forget some of the things
that made life unpleasant in my
boyhood, I still keep some tender
places that refuse to heal. Some of
them resulted from being reminded
by older people, when T expressed
some unfamiliar view of things,
that I was just a child and could

| not know. Being well-taught by my

parents, I remained quiet, but un-
derneath my calm exterior I smarted
and vowed some sort of vengeance
against the people who were grown
and could have the last say, right
or wrong. It is a satisfaction to me
in my older life that many of the
things for which T was squelched are
today standard equipment for any
ordinary thinker and that the point
of view that I was supposed to re-
vere is as far outmoded as a last
year's almanac. And yet I ‘constantly
wonder whether I have been guilty,
too, of trying to force my half-
baked ideas on younger minds as if
my words were a blast from Mt
Sinai itself.

Many problems confront the
farmers in our district, and we, the
supervisors, are deeply inteersted in
improving the situations that ex:st
Approximately 87% of the land in!
our district is rough mountain land,
of which a large part is in woods.
The protection and management of
our existing woodland and the

planting of new areas is being en-.

couraged. Many acres of our hill

land at the present time are idle‘

and are making little, if any, con-
tribution to the family income, We
feel that the best way to utilize this'
' land is to plant trees on the rough-
er places, and establish permanent o
pasture on the befter parts, thereby

treatment in accordance with
' needs and capabilities cf the land.
i In order fo establish desirable
'_ pastures, it ig necessary to seed
perennial grasses and legumes, such
ins fescue, orchard gras, sericea and
| ladino clover on seed beds well-pre-
| pared and fertilized.
! PBeing in a mountain county, land
suitable for enltivation is very much
limited. Much of the land will need
some form of drainage in order to
| get the most efficient use. We think
that, working together through ex-
isting groups in our district, we can
get the job done faster and better.
Some of our cooperators have in-
stalled tile drainage and construct-
ed diversions during the year. They
are very much pleased with the re-
sults and their neighbors are mak-
ing plans to do the same thing this
coming year.

In order to assist the district in
carrying out needed soil conserving
practices and land use changes, the
Soil Censervation Service assigned
technical personnel to assist. A full
time conservationist and a part time
scil scientist were made available
during the last year. Due to illness
of the conservationist, our work was
slowed down considerably.

The educational work that has
been done in various communities
is arousing considerable interest
among farmers. Many farmers are
now asking the supervisors for tech-
nical assistance for the coming year.

We believe in, and are working
with, the young people ag well as
with the adults:

The ways in which we have en-
gouraged soil and water conservation
is by working with landowners and

young folk in the schools in the
county., We worked with loeal busi-

ness firms and secured prizes to be
given in an essay contest on soil
and water conservation. Local ca.sh
prizes, in the amount of $30, were
contributed by The Bank Josephine,
the First Nafional Bank and the
First Guaranty Bank. We plan to
continue and to intensify this con-
test in 1952.

In addition to the help from these
banks, the district has received ad-
mirable cooperation from the P.M.A.,
Extension Service, Vocational Agri-
culture, the local school administra-
tion and the Floyd County Times.

The overall chjective of the dis-
trict is to bring about needed land
use adustments and treatment
whereby all of the land in the dis-
triet will be used and treated ac-
cording to its natural capabilities
{ and needs. All people and grovps of
people residing within the distriet
boundaries will be encouraged to
participate in this objective.
