A total of 107,166 had signed 1952 
conservation plans, listing the prac­
tices they expect to adopt this year, 
on that date, the state PMA chair­
man said. 

Farmers are required to sign up 
each year in order to be eligible for 
ACP aid in the form of materials, 
services, or payments on the con­
servation practices carried out on 
their farms. 

The numbed now enrolled in the 
1952 ACP is about 64 percent of the 
total of 166,320 Kentucky farmers 
enrolled last year, Wilson said. 
April 30 is the last day to sign up 
for the 1952 program. 

The prospeetive demand for farm 
products in 1952 and future years 
emphasizes the need for conserv­
ing and improving our land, Wil­
son said. Conservation farming is 
the only effective method of using 
our land for producing what is 
needed and, at the same time, 
maintaining and improving the pro­
ductive capacity of our soil to as­
sure the needed increased produc­
tion for the future.
