SIX MEN FLEE 
PIKE-CO~ JAIL 
Search Discontinued 
In Saturday's Break; 
Nine Are Now Missing 
Search of the hills n ear Pikeville 

for Pike county jail escapees came 
to an end Tuesday when Lacy Good­
man, jailer, discontinued his efforts 
to retake the six who broke custody 
Sunday. 

They are a West Virginia escape 
artist, a prisoner who had given 
himself up after an earlie1· escape 
because his mother told him to, and 
four other fugitives. 

Deputy Jailer Paul Goodman said 
the six unlocked their cell-block door 
sunday night with a home-made 
key and pried open a basement door 
to escape. 

The key was found later in the 
cell of Clyde Blair, 30-year-old fug·I­
tive from the West Virginia peni­
tentiary. 

West Virginia authorities who ar­
rived in Pikeville yesterday to pick 
up Blair, reported he had escaped 
twice from the West Virginia prison. 

The other fugitives are Clyde Ad­
kins, Ferguson Creek, the man 
whose mother talked him into sur-
rendering after a break early in 
April; Frank Lester, 20, James 
Sr'ith, 24, Gene Chapman, 20, and 
Junior Chapman, 26, addresses un­
known. 

Including three men who sawed 
their way to freedom with Adkins in 
April, nine prisoners are at large 
from the pike county jail, Missing 
in the earlier break are Morris Triv­
ett, 25, Pikeville, Bobby Lee Roberts, 
18, McCarr, and Chester Sparks, 27, 
Hellier. 

The Sunday escape caused a rift 
between jail officials, the Sheriff's 
office and state police. The sheriff's 
office said today that it had still 
not been notified officially of the 
break. 

State police said they were not 
notified of the escape until yester­
day morning. However, Goodman 
said he called the state police im­
mediately after the break and noti­
fied two deputy sheriffs early yester­
day. 

Goodman said the search of the 
Pikeville vicinity was abandoned be­
cause J ailer Goodman was convinc­
ed the fugitives were gone. 

Rewards of $50 each have been of­
fered by Goodman for the arrest of 
the fugitives or $2.5 each for infor­
mation leading to their capture.

The Duties of Circuit Court Clerks as Descrjbed 

By the Kentucky Statutes, are as follows: 

Proceedings of each day drawn up, read and signed: 

Evrey clerk shall from his J?inutes . draw. up 
the proceedings of each day rn a plam, legible 
manner which after being corrected as order­
ed by the couri, and read in an audible voice, 
shall be signed by the presiding judge. 

Taxation of Costs: 

Every clerk shal,l· at the termination of an 
action, tax the costs of each party on a paper 
and file it with the case. The taxation shall be 
subject to correction by the court, by rule or 
motion, upon notice given. 

Number of Actions and Indictments to be reported: 

Each circuit clerk shall annually, on November 
1, report to the Department of Finance a full 
statement, verified by oath, of the number of 
actions brought and indictments filed in the 
court the preceding year, designating as to each 
case whether it was in chancery, common law, 
a prosceution for a felony or for a misdemeanor. 

Collection of Fines and Forfeitures: 

The circuit clerk in each county shall atte~1d to 
the collection of all fines and forfe~tures. The 
clerk of each court having jurisdiction to im~ 
pose fines in favor of the state shall, at the close 
of each term, report to the circuit clerk a list 
of all fines and forfeitures imposed in his coutt 
at such term, and shall pay all fines and for­
feitures collected to the circuit clerk who shall 
forward them to the State Treasurer. 

Jurors to be paid by· Circuit Clerk, 
Compensation of Clerk: 

1. Each circuit clerk shall pay to each 'juror 
the compensation allowed him by law, under 
appropriations provided by the General As­
sembly and in accordance with the p:r:o.ce?ure 
governing expenditures from appropnahons. 
He shall take a receipt for each payment made 
by him showing the date on which payment is 
made. For the purpose of providing for such 
payments the State Tr~asurer on direction of 
the Department of Finance, shall. advance to 
each circuit clerk an imprest fund sur.lcient 
for the payments for a period of ten days. 

2. The circuit clerk shall be allowed five per­
rent of all funds forwarded to the State Treas­
ury under KRS 28-170, and an amount equal to 
five percent of the funds disbursed by him to 
jurors under this section.

• Today's little essay is about hogs' 
noses. But not about the olfactory 
nerves in swine's proboscises, al­
though sense of smell may be in­
volved incidentally. What we are 
concerned about is the destructive 
capacity of a hog's nose. Whether 
a hog uses its sense of smdl, sight 
or taste when rooting for earth­
worms is not very important to 
farmers with good pastw·es. It is 
the fact that Mr. Hawg roots. 

Recently a neighbors' blg drove 
of brood sows got into one of his 
cattle pastun.s through a gate left 
open or a hole under the fence. A 
warm rain had softened the turf 
and earthworms were up near the 
surface. The farmer was away two 
days, and in that time they litterly 
destroyed his pasture. The damage 
was all the worse because the field 
was permanent pasture. 

Last fall four or five sows got 
into one of our fields and stayed 
perhaps half a day. In that short 
time they must have destroyed 
more than an acre of . bluegrass. 
The sows btlonged to a neighbor. 
I didn't complain because the hole 
in the line fence through which the 
hogs passed may have been my 
responsibility. Fifty-fifty, anyway. 

I learmd a long time ago that 
If you expect to keep a pastw·e you 
had better ring your hogs at wean­
ing time, again when they are be­
tween 100 and 150 pounds, thE.n 
watch them every day for missing 
rings. Our men are always on the 
lookout for a rooLing hog, particu­
larly brood sows, which have got 
rid of their rings. I insist that a 
tough old brood sow can destroy 
an acre of good grass in 24 hours. 

We have used 
both treatments, though the potash 
wasn't put on haevily. 

Maybe somebody will hit upon a 
formula for stopping broom sedge 
as effectively as chlorate of soda 
will eradicate Johnson grass.
