MINE SAFET'Y 
BILL ENACTED 
Legislation Feared 
By Local Operators 
Sails Thru Congress 
The mine safety bill which opera­

tors of this section feared as a mea~ 
sure which woUld destroy the in­
dustry in this field passed its last 
hurdle in Congress last week, but 
in a less severe form than originally 
drafted. 

The bill, which gives federal mine 
inspectors the right to close mines 
where "imminent danger" of disas~ 
ter exists, passed the House 185 to 
37, and a few hours later sailed 
through the Senate without debate 
and by voice vote. 

Senator Neeley {D., W. Va.) told 
the Senate the House bill was a re­
vision of his mine-safety measure 
that the Senate approved earlier this 
year. 

Neeley said he did not like some 
of the changes, but urged accep~ 
tance of the revised bill beca nse 
"we face the alternative of having 
this measure or no legislation on 
this subject." 

In .the House, jammed with last­
minute legislation, debate on the 
bill was limited to 20 minutes for 
each side. 

Representative McConnell (R., 
Pa.), who drafted the House bil<, 
said he had found the Senate bill 
far too broad. He said he "hedged 
it round" to stop too much invnsion 
of private industry and states' 
rights. 

The Senate bill would have per­
mitted federal inspectors to close 
mines they thought hazardous, and 
contained no provision for r 1·evrew 
of decsons to shut do\\11 a nme. 

At present federal inspectors have 
no enforcing authority of their safe­
ty recommendations. 

McConnell said his bill staYed out 
of the general accident field and 
away from health problems, leaving 
these problems to the state mining 
departments. His bill concentrates
