In Dullest Primary
In Years; Clark Gets

Congress Nominatton

With only one countywide race
attracting voters to the polls last
Saturday’s primary was perhaps the
dullest known in this county within
& generation.

Less than 4,000 ballots were voted
by members of both parties, and at
one Floyd precinct, Hen Hall, the
election officers were not interested
enough' to open the polls.

The Democrats polled 3,160 votes
in their only race of countywide
stature while the Republican party,
with Mayor Curtis Clark, of Pres-
tonsburg, its candidate for Congress
and opposed by three others muster-
ed up only 634.

That one countywide Coroner's
race on the Democratic side of the
house was warm enough to stir up
some interest, It was won by James
Carter, the present Coroner, over
Mack Harmon, Carter polling 2,122
votes to 938 for Harmon., Bennie
Blackburn’s name appeared on the
ballot with them, but he had with-
drawn in favor of Carter.

Mr. Clark got all but 50 of the

INCOME TAX
LIST UP 570

In This County for '51
Over Preceding Year; 2
Counties Drop in Number

A total of 49,838 more individuals
paid Kentucky state income taxes
for 1951 than paid them for 1950,
Commissioner of Revenue H. Clyde
Reeves announced in Frankfort this
week.

The total number filing for 1951
was 264,707. This meant that 89.9
persons per 1,000 population filed re-
turns. The average payment for
each return wos $47.17. This does not
include non-resident refurns.

Jefferson county’s 93,208 pay-re-
turns led the state. Wolfe county
with 45 pay-returns was lowest.

In Floyd county 2,295 paid returns
a8 compared with 1,725 in 1880.

The highest average payment per
return was Monroe county'c $83.99
each. This is probably explained by
the recent oil development there.
There were 182 pay-returns from
that county. The lowest average per
return was in Menifee county where
the 50 pay-returns averaged $17.40
each.

Reeves reported the total amount
of money collected on Kentucky's
resident individual income tax for
1951 was $12,545,149.23. This com-~
pared with $10,014,125.22 chlected
for that classification for 1950.

On God’s Coattails?

FEW who have stopped to
analyze political effu-

sions have failed to note
that at election-time all the
boys are anxious to jump on
God’s bandwagon for a brief
ride till the voting iz over.
Few of the speakers at the
Republican and Democratic
national conventions failed
to use His name as a rallying
cry and most of them waited
till late in their speeches to
mention God. As they soared
to empyrean heights of ora-
tory they invoked the higher
power, not as a deep, under-
lying theme, but by way of
climactic effort.

Fine and humble as Demo-
cratiec Presidential nominee
Stevenson’s acceptance
speech was, it had one glar-
ing weakness. His reference
to the agony of Christ as de-
seriptive of his reluctance to
assume the great responsi-
bility of leadership (“Let
this cup pass from me'’—re-
member?) was as a literary
effort bathos and a poor
parody.

After the Republican con-
vention had had its innings
at invoking divine power,

pared to do likewise, The
Christian Century vigorously
blasted this hypoeritical
phase of politics in an edito-
rial, “On God’s coattails?”
excerpts of which are here
printed:

The politiciafis, 'who are al-
ways looking around for a coat-
tail on which to ride into office
are leaping in platoons on the
trailing garments of Divinity.
Men not previously known for
piety have suddenly become po-
lite and profuse in their public
references to God. Others who
seldom darken the. doors of a
church openly identified them-
selves and their causes with re-
ligion. Scriptural references crop
up unexpectedly in addresses,
and sometimes the holy name of
God is mentioned in the body of
a political speech, Invariably it
appears at the end. The speech-
writers’ union must have ruled
that a conclusion which invokes
the name of Deity simply cannot
fail to bring down the house.

Perhaps we ought to be grate-
ful that the things of the spirit
are getfing all this attention,
but it makes us sad and a little
sick. Nobody doubts that many
men in pelitical life are as good
and sincere Christians or Jews
as anybody else and that they
have a right to express their
views, Such men arve entitled not
only to respect, but to support
and encouragement. But the
churches do have valid eause for
complaint over the exploitation
of religion for political ends. It
was never so evident as in the
present campaign. Too long this
exploitation has been folerated
as just ancther peculiarity, like
baby-kissing, of the politician
on the prowl. But these times
are too serious for that, Even
more important, it is wrong to
treat true falth in Ged as if it

were something that is womn
once in four years, like a cam-
paign button. It is either far

more than that, or it is an of-
fense to heaven.

Part of the trouble is that
both partiés are in the grip of
public relations experts. Once a
public relations expert has spot-,
ted a trend; all his fellow prac-
titioners rush to join the proces-
sion. Religion, say the trend-
spotters, is becamning more pop-
ular: Its influence might be deci-
sive in a tight election: So there
will be no escaping the political
exploitation of religion in the
next few months unless the
churches tise up and call a halt.
Both' parfies have many men
who often employ the language
of faith to serve their political

alms. P@Id(’nt Truman does it
{requenﬂgy, but he is not alone.
During the recent Republican
convention, Chicago saw at-
tempts to put.over one candidate
by tireless identification of his
cause with “Onward Christlan
Soldiers,” played over and over
by hired bands.

Is It to select men
whose devotion and spiritual
stature are so unmistakable that
their prayers will be heard by
God, so the convention will in
fact receive divine guidance? Or
is it to choose men from chureh-
es having in their memberships
the largest number of votes?
The roster of the cardinals, bish-
ops, rabbis and other clergy-
men who were asked to lead in
prayer answers that question be-
fore it is asked. Do they agree
with the politicians  that God
is on the side of the heaviest
voting battalions? :

Their prayers indicate that
they do. Were these petitions
really addressed to God, who
judges the heart and is not im-
pressed with windy intercessions?
Of were they tailored, as if they
were political speeches, to the
television audience? The length
and especially the substance of
many of the prayers indicate
they were designed for human,
and not divine, ears. So the con-
ventions of 19562 will go down in
history as the political assem-
blies which oceasioned the most
eloguent prayers ever addressed
to the American people. With
some exceptions, the religious
leaders to whom was entrusted
the exalted ministry of prayer
at these conventions prayed as
though God were indeed a myth-
ical Uncle Sam, or possibly a
mythical Uncle Republican or
Uncle Democraf. True religion
is not served by such perform-
ances, and honest politics does
not require them.

It is the duty of tle churches
to bear witness to God. In an
election year, it is their job to
protest when Tiis name is taken
in vain, Somebody has to stand
up and point out that He alone
is sovereign, and that His rule
covers all mankind and all ages.
God is not a Republican, much
as that assertion may dismay
the citizens of Meine and Ver-
mont: or a Democrat, even
though that may be disbelieved
in the Selid South, He is not even
an American, shocking as it may
seem to say it, and it is just pos-
sible that he thinks no more of
the “Star-Spangled Banner”
than he did of the battle cries
of the Philistines or the war
whoops of the Navahos:

Too often
we have to choose between the les-
ser to two evils.

The Floyd county Soil Conser-
vaffion Service, in addition fo its
many other activities on the soil
conservation program, is concerning
itself with a phase of water drain-

age that has had little attention by
Floyd farmers except in a hap-
hazard way. That is facilitating the
run-off of surface water from farms
in a way to avoid erosion and the
destruction of stream banks.

Stream banks, choked and with in-
sufficient capacity to handle an in-
creased run-offy from torrential
rains, are being given attention.
“Burr” Akers of the Brandy Keg sec-
tion (see cut) with a long serpentine
stream through alluvial soil on his
farm sought the adyvice of the Soil
Conservation Service on the problem
of stopping stream “bank breaks.”
The cause of “bank breaks” was a
stream bed with insufficient size to
accomodate any appreciable increas-
ed run-off after rains., With heavy
machinery recommended by the Soil
Conservation Service about 600 feet
of the stream was widened. The cost,
approximately $100, is negligible

story of the W :dely—known Mingo |
white oak—perhaps the largest t.ree|
of its species in historic times. This
giant among the hardwoods was cut
down in 1936, as a safety measure,
when it failed to produce leaves for
the first time after a lifetime of
579 years.

It had been accurately measured
in 1932 by Emmett Keadle. then
presigent of the Mingo County Fish
& Game Protective Association, and
Dan R. Griffin, at that time state
forester of West Virginia. The mea-
surements are Lelieved to stand as
records for the white oak,

An increment borer was employed
to determine the age of the Mingo
whate oalk. This is an instrument
which, driven to the heart of a tree,
takes from it a small eross section
which permits counting of the an-
nual rings, or growth marks, The
oak was found to have been growing
through 576 seasons,

It was 145 feet in height, 96 feet
in total spread and 90 feet from
ground level to the base of its first
branch,

At ground level, the big oak mea-
sured 30 feet and nine inches in ecir-
cumfererice, and over nine feet in
diameter. At the forester's ‘“breast
high"measurement (four feet and

oak was 18 feet and five inches in
circumference and five feet 10 and
one-half inches in diameter,

It is difficult to realize just what
that 579-yedr-age means. The Mingo
white oak sprouted on ¢ hillside on
the Trace Fork of Pigeon Creek in
what now is Mingo county in the
year 1356. At that time the low,
raking galleys of those fierce sea rov-
ers, the Norsemen, were plying back
and forth between Norway and
Greenland, Whether or not cne Leif
Erickson and a crew of Norsemen
drifted as far as the North American
coast between 983 and 1410 remains
a disputed issue. At all events, the
Mingo oak was more than a century

The very name, “Pizeon Creek”

makes us reasonably sure that the
oak grew in the path of the trémen-
dous migrations of the passenger
pigeon—a speeies of which the last
known surviver perished in the cin-
cinnati zoo in 1814, 3¢ is reasonably
sure that the eastern bison—the
woods buffalo which ezave its name
to streams and other geographical
features in West Virginia and Ken-
tucky— roamed the wilderness and
grazea the beaver meadows where
the oak stood. Almost surely the
great oak “knew" the Carolina par-
quet, that small, gaily colored parrot
which was once familiar to the Alle-
gheny scene.
If the tree outlived these, and
other wild animals, it likewise
outlived the Americans who failed |
to survive the coming of the white |
man and were crowded from a pie-
ture in which civilization set aside
no place for them.

There is no written record to say
when the Mound Builders disap-
peared from the American scene. It
seems possible that the great oak
tree was a sturdy young giant when
these’ people Were manufacturing
their marvelously sculptured effigy
pipes, woven e¢loth, their ornaments
of bone and shell and rough pottery.

Lost in pre-historic antiquity are
the people of Algonguin extiaction
from the north who succeeded the
Mound Builders. The once-powerful
Eries or Cat People who, in turn,
drove away or exterminated the
successors of the Mound Builders
may have occasionally passed the
big oak until, about 1650, when the
people of the Six Nations virtually
exterminated them.

The Mingoes, from whom Mingo
county, West Virginia, was to take
its name, certainly ranged the area
of the Mingo white oak. These peo-
ple, a wandering group of Senecas,
ranged far from the Eastern trails
of the Six Nations to which their
forefathers had belonged. Cherokees,
Delawares, Wyandottes and Miamis
possibly were human familiars of the
great ftree. '

The big oak may have attained
its ultimate majestic height when
Governor Berkley of the English
Colony of Virginia sent William
Lederer on three westward expedi-
tions in 1669-70. A year later Fur
Trader Willlam Wood had sent
Thomas Batts and Robert Fallam
from Petersburg, Va. They claimed
to have discovered the New River
and descended it to what must hayve
been the mouth of Gauley and the
falls of the Kanawah,

Perhaps some of the buckskin-
clad men who marched with Lewis
to Point Pleasant may have passed
the Mingo white oak. Later on, some
of these {rontiersmen may have
moved by the Trace Fork and Pigeon
Creek to join the backwoodsmen
who exterminated the British unacer
Colonel William Campbell at the
Battle of King's Mountain under the
guidance of Jack Sevier, Round-
about Ben Cleveland and James
Robertson.

The tree was old at the time of
our Declaration of Independence.
Perhaps the oak was one of the old-~
est living thing ever to exist in
what is now West Virginia.
