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BOARD PLANS 
3,500 FEWER 
ON VOTE LIST 
Purgation Boards Finds 
One Precinct with 18 
Dead on Voting Rolls 
Two members of the three-man 

Floyd County Purgation Board 
estimated Tuesday they will clear 
from the voting registra tion rolls of 
the county from 3,500 to 5,000 na mes 
of persons who are dead or who 
have moved to obher voting pre­
cincts, counties or states. 

As an example of the condition 
of the registration lists, they pointed 
out bhat on Monday alone they re­
ceived returned notices which they 
had addressed to voters who are 
dead, and these 18 were on the 
voting list of only one precinct, 
Prestonsburg No. 1. A.lthoug1h No. 1 
is the county's largest precinct, the 
number of dead expected to bE' found 
on the lists o! other precincts is 
proporti'onately high, members of 
the Board believe. 

Floyd county's voting registration 
rolls now contain the na.mes of more 
bhan 29,000 persons-more than half 
tihe county's total population. 

The Board is enlisting the aid of 
residents of the various precincts, 
or the help of persons intimately 
acqua inted with the residents, to 
procure lists of "doubtful" voters. 
After that, letters are mailed to 
these registrants of doubtful status 
notifying them that their names 
are listed for purgu.tion. Then unless 
tihe registrant challenges this par­
posed action within five days, his or 
her name is dropped from the voting 
list. 

County judge Henry Stumbo is 
awaiting conclusion of the work of 
the Board, it was s.<tid, before split­
ting the precincts of the cotmty so 
that no precinct has more than 350 
voters, as required by ln.w. He hopes

JAIL OFFICER 
FOR SHOOTING 

Of Hicks at Martin; 
Recovery {)I Victim 
Considered Doubtful 
The town of Martin's only police­

man, Hershel! Lester, was a prisoner 
in the county jail here Wednesday 
after he had shot and probably 
fatally wounded Ed Hicks, 44, Mar­
tin store owner, with a •bullet from 
a high-powered rifle. 

Hicks, who was shot a bout dusk 
Tuesday evening just outside his 
place of business, is in the Beaver 
Valley hospital, Martin, where his 
ch<ances of recovery were described 
as depending upon developments 
within 48 hours after the shot. 

The rifle bullet entered Hicks' 
body two inches back of the side 
seam of his shirt and the same dist­
ance below the seam in the armpit 
and emerged near the center of the 
abdomen, the wounded man's bro­
ther, Dewey Hicks, said. 

commonwealth's Detective Alex 
L. Davidson said he and Common­
wealth's Attorney Burnis Martin 
questioned several witnesses during 
Tuesday night, among them, Mrs. 
Naomi Osborne Hicks, wife of the 
wounded man. 

Mrs. Hicks' version of the shoot­
ing was given, in substance, as fol­
lows: 

The two men had an argument 
inside the store and Policeman 
Lester drew his revolver. She jump_ 
ed between the two men and begged 
the officer not to shoot her husband. 
Lester then returned his gun to Its 
holster, left the building and drove 
down the highw~y toward the busi­
ness center of Martin. 

After Lester's departure her hus­
band walked across the highway 
and was standing there when a car, 
driven at low speed,. approached. 
As it soopped a nd r..ester emerged, 
aiimed with a rifle, Hicks ran to­
ward his own .premises. Lester fired 
as Hicks reached his yard gate and 
ag1ain as Hicks was at or near the 
corner of the house. At this second 
shot Hicks turned and lifted his 
hands in surrender. 

'Mrs. Hicks and others interviewed 
sald Hicks was unarmed, Davidson 
stated. 

Asked by the Times for his ver­
sion of the shooting, Lester said he 
prefel1!'ed to talk with his attorney 
first. He said he would probably 
have a statement to make soon. 
His attorney, Edward L. Allen, did 
not comment on the case. 

Sheriff's deputies gave this version 
of the shooting which they attri­
buted to Lester:

13 INDUCTEES 
Draft Tempo Step-Up 
Seen; October Calls 
Will Induct 47,000 
Next week will see 39 men ordered 

for pre-induction tests and 13 for 
induction in Floyd county it was re­
vealed by Local Board. No. 25. Wed­
esday. Those called for preinduct­
ion examinations will report August 
18 and the men called for final in­
duction will appear August 21. 

All of the August call are for men 
born on or before December 21, 1931, 
but as an indication the draft age 
is being gradually lowered those to 
be called in S eptember are to be six_ 
months younger, that is, born on or 
before June 30, 1932. 

The lowering of draftee age 
groups to t ake 19-year-olds was in­
dicated as a future possibility in 
Washington, Monday of this week. 
So far as has been revealed men 20 
and older are being called at present 
but increased needs for man power 
may force Selective Service to turn 
to the younger category. 

The stepped-up tempo of the 
draft was emphasized by a call Mon­
day for 47,000 draftees in October­
a 17,000 increase over the 30,000 
asked for September.

WOMAN'S BAIL 
SET AT $4,000 

After Examining Trial 
Held Here; Neighbors 
Appear As Witnesses 
!Mrs. Lucy Osborne, 29-year-old 

Ivel widow, was held to $4,000 bond 
by County Judge Henry Stumbo at 
the conclusion of her examining 
trial Friday on a charge of conceal­
ing the birbh of a bastard ol:}ild, and 
faces possible grand jury action at 
the September court term. The 
charge against Grace Mulkey, her 
sister-in-law, who had been accused 
as her accomplice, was dismissed. 

Judge Stumbo at first set the 
woman's bond at $5,000, then re­
duced the ngure to $4,000. 

Testimony of five or six nE'Igh­
bors of the Ivel woman, mother of 
five children by her marriage to 
Harl Osborne, who died almost two 
years ago, was heard. All but one 
of these were women, and the bur­
den of their testimony was to the 
effect that they had seen her during 
her pregnancy prior to the birth of 
her five dhildren and that her ap­
pearance immediately before July 
29 was similar to that whicll they 
noted on the other occasions of her 
pregnancy, and that after her July 
29 illness her appearance became 
natural. 

Mrs. Osborne, who did not testify 
at the hearing, told authorities last 
week that she had gained perhaps 
10 to 15 pounds in weight and that 
she lost weight before and during a 
brief "sick spell" which culminated 
in severe nausea July 29. 

She declined to submit to exam­
nation by a doctor. 

In its investigation of the case the 
Commonwealth lacks physical evi~ 
dence that a baby was born and, if 
it was born, lacks the corpus delicti. 

Samuel May, who built the Flo~d 
county home in 1817, was born m 
1783, the son of John and Sarah 
Phillips May. John May, father of 
samuel, was a Revolutionary sol­
dier who after his maniage and the 
birth of two or three children, of 
whom 3amuel was one, went to 
Oarter coun~y. Tennessee, near the 
mouth of Roan's Creek. That was in 
1789. In 1800 he came to the present 
Pike county, settling on Shelby 
Creek. He died in 1813. 

Samuel May grew to manhood on 
the Shelby Creek farm and m arried 
Ca therine Evans in 1808. She was 
born in Wales. I t was 'his father-in­
Jaw, Thomas Evans, who built the 
first log courth ouse for Floyd coun­
ty n ear where the First National 
Bank in Prestonsburg now stands. 
A month bE'fore the m arriage of 
Samuel and Catherine t his court ­
h ouse, as yet unreceived by the 
Floyd justices, burned to the ground. 
At th e time of the marnage of his 
daughter , Thomas Evans was busy 
petitioning the county fathers to pay 
for the burned courthouse, reason­
ing with them that it were easier 
for manv to assume the burden of 
the loss 'than for one to shoulder it 
all.
