OFFERS AID

In Hunt for Germaniam
*In Floyd Coal Deposits;
First Coal Samples Here

The Big Sandy Coal Operators As-
sociation will assist in the sampling

|of coal to find rare germanium, the

“mystery metal,” C. W. Dayvis, secre-
tary of the Association, has advised
Hansford May, chairman of the
Prestonsburg Chamber of Com-
meree committee of germanium.

Davis will submit samples from
the mines of the Association mem-
bers. The sampling of various coal
seams is to be at various places to
insure thorough coverage. “Every
seam—for instance, Elkhorn No. 1, 2
and 3—will be sampled at different
localities,” May said.

The first shipment of samples will
2o out next week. In order to facili-
tate the taking and shipment of
samples instructions on procuring
and preparation of samples have
been distributed by May's commit-
tee.

General instructions state that the
highest concentrations of germanium
occur on the top or bottom five
inches of coal and in "thin coal
lenses in shale or sandstone’ Con-
centrations are also found within
five inches of shale parting of the
Iarge seams.

The sample, instructions state,
should be a five-inch cube, sheared
off at the point of contaet with the
roof or floor. Identify the sample by
a white band, preferably with sur-
gical tape. The top of the sample
should be the part that was in con-
tact with the roof or floor and
should be so marked. Identify the
seam and mark fragile,

The Chamber of Comimerce here
voted recently to finance tests of
coal from this county to determine
if gepmanium is present. The “mys-
tery metal” is in great demand for
use in electronics components, and
commands a high price.

The Black Cats of Prestonsburg
high school emerged from last Fri-
day night's annual football classic
agalnst the Paintsvillé Tigers on the
long end of a 32-12 score and with
the Big Sandy Conference football
¢hampionship for 1852,

Bul for the rivalry built up over
the vears between the two schools,
the game would have been of no
mare than passing interest The
visitors clearly were outmatched and
there was little .doubt of the out-
come from the initial kickoff.

Paintsville drew another 15-yard
penalty early in the second half, and
Dixon picked up 4 yards, then Lowell
Hughes on three runs gained 13.
D. Hughes took it to the 1 and from
there Lowell Hughes scored. Again
the kick was good.

Less than five minutes later,
Shepherd intercepted - a- Paintsville
pass and after Lowell Hughes had
dashed 18 yards on one play and
one on another, Delmar Hughes
passed to Johnny Hill for 15 yards
and Prestonsburg’s third score. The
kick failed. .

It was on the next Prestonsburg
drive for a marker that Lowell
Hughes was hurt. He picked up nine
yards through the Paintsville line,
then two passes {failed, Shepherd
gajned 6 yvards each on two smashes,
with Lowell Hughes picking up 6
and 13 yards in two successive plays.
Then D. Hughes tossed his 51st high
school touchdown pass with Ousley
receiving the ball. The play went
for 6 yards. The conversion attempt
failed.

Asainst the Cat reserves Paints-
ville scored its second touchdown
late in the fourth quarter when
Brown passed to Wynn for 45 yards.

OUR OWN TRAGEDY

And now to the sober side, a
downright shameful phase., We refer
to the forest fires.

What the loss has been no man
will ‘be able to assess, for the ap-
praiser eannof look into the years
ahead with sufficient vision to say
how much topsoil has been lost
and will be lost, how much has been
contributed to future foods, how
sorely this area has been affected in
‘timber and avildlife losses.

On one creek where the fires raged,
they tell us, squirrels, slowly  suf-
focating in the smoke, hung from
the tips of tree-branches and the
rims -of their nests. The firefighter
who told of this said he was ‘sur-
prised to learn’ how many ruffed
grouse were in that section. These
had taken refuge in an island of
safety created by a fire-ring.

And then there was the tragic in-
cident of Vester Fraley's squirrels.
Early in the hunting Sseason the
Prestonsburg man found five young
squirrels Which apparently had

fed them, using an eyedropper. They
all lived. Fraley procured permission
from conservation authorities to
keep the squirrels for a time, ex-
plaining that he would liberate them
in' the woods near here when they
were able to fend for themselves.
This he did. It was during the
drouth, and the squirrels returned
to his home at two-or-three-day in-

cat. Then during the fire on the hill-
side at the upper limits of Prestons-
burg another tragedy was written.
One night, one of the babies he
and his wife had so carefully nursed
to strength came to the house, It
had run the gauntlet of fire. Its,
bushy tail was almost burned away,!
the soft fur along its ‘side 'was gone,
the claws of its rear feet burned off.]
Again a job of nursing. The squir-
rel went back into its old cage. But|
two days later, it died. '
How many thousands of times was
that tragedy repeated during recent
weeks? 1
And we wonder why this moun-
tainous, forested section doesn’t
harbor more game!

Enowing that Col. Daniel came
o Big Sandy around the turn of
the nineteenth century and settled
on Shelby Creek, this marriage of
Rachel in Tazewell county would
sound contradictory until it is re-
membered that fthe early set-
tlers and their Virginia kinsmen of
Big Sandy were continually visiting
back and forth through the moun-
tains,

The Rachel Harman incident in
research brings to mind the many
litéle frustrations of historical and
geénealogical research. The present
writer was anticipating a lot of work
1o prove or disprove a Rachel,
daughter of Col. Daniel. But there
itwas—a record of the family with
her deseencant at Lancer.

It recalls another such incident.
This column was trying to locate
the deseendants of Samuel G Strat-
ton, son of Solomon H. Samuel had |
disappeared westward, One day Rev
Isaac Stratton, of Banner, who is a
nephew of Samuel, dropped the re-
mark that Samuel went to Grant
county, Oregon, and that he had
visited with him while a young man.
The postoffice, he said, was Seneca

Of course, ¢ :r in genealogy
shouldn't have passed up an inguiry
to a nephew in the first place, But
you do. You move around and over
the very fact that you are pursuing
and are unaware of it. Still not
mueh is known of Samuel G, Strat-
ton's life and descendants, even
now. This column ¢ajoled the Ore-
gan Historical Society into assisting

toslocate the Samuel G. Stratton
record in that state.
Under date of Sept. 11, 1951, the

Oregon Historical Society writes:
“None of our files has turned up
anything on Samuel G, Stratton. He
does not appear in the pionecer files
(through 1859), and though they
are nof complete it seems more like-
ly that he came to Oregon after the |
Civil War. At this point our records
on people arriving are pretly com-g
pletely incomplete, unfortunately. |
None of our newspaper indexes, such |
as they are, contain any reference,

and samples of the Portland Direc-
tory every five years from 1867 to|
1905 seem to- indicate he did not
live in Portland. Mosp people imm!

the southern United Stotes seLtled|
in eastern Oregon, but without any
knowledge of what county or town
to check our microfilms of the 1870
census, or that for 1880.

“There were some Sirattons in
Oregon in the 1850’s—chiefly a Meth-
odist Episcopal minister, C. C. Strat-
ton, and Riley E. Stratton, who be-
came quite prominent. However,
both these men seem to have come
to Orezon from Indiana.

“It's possible that the State Li-
brary in Salem may be able to turn
up something for you. The State
Library has a genealogical collection
and I'm sure they would he delight-
ed to have a copy of your Floyd
county history. I'm sorry we haven't |
been able to turn up anything.”

Then a letter went about the lo-
cality and postoffice of Seneca. On
Sept. 22, the Society wrote:

“Seneca did not become a postof-
fice until 1895, according to Oregon
Greographic Names; however, I have
checked through the censuses of
1870 and 1880 for Grant county. No
Stratton appears. Presumably he
missed the census or came to Grant
county later than 1880. Since the
detailed records of the census for
1880 were destroyed by fire, it seems
you'll have to resort to that of 1800. |
Neither the Historical Society nor
the State Library has anything more
recent than the 1880 census, so you'll
have to write to the National Ar-
chives, Washington, D. C., to check
on the 1900 census.

“We have a history of Grant
county—Ilustrated History of Baker,
3rant, Malheur and Harney Coun-
ties,—published by the western His-
torical Publishing Company in 1902,
and though this mentions Seneca on
p. 451, there is no reference to Sam-
uel G, Stratton.

“I'm sorry again—but no results.”

Well, anyway, this column knows
that he went to Grant connty, Ore-
gon, After the sojourn of Isaac
Stratton with his uncle and cousins
in Oregon, they may have emigrated

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SENATOR BRIDGE!
IPOSITIVE VIEW ON KOREA

A “positive propesal on Korea,”

-cnlhng for a national policy to pro-
‘mote “the collapse of Communist

Power,” has been submitted to the
American people by the ranking Re-
publican member of the Senate
Armed Services. . ittee, Styles
Bridges, of New Hampshire. The de-
tailed plan, tkmerl mr considerotion
immediately after the election, is in
the November issue of the American
Mercury.

“We can’t win in Korea,” Senator
Bridges declares, “but we can’t with-
draw to peace, soawe can't withdraw
at all. We haye fo_stay, not in de-
spair but with new resolution. We
must stay as part of a world plan
with one clearly proelaimed objec-
tive: the wultimate disarming of
communism,”

The Senator calls for a great na-
tional debate on.what to do now
about the Korean war. “This debate,”
he says, “must ‘be conducted by
patriots who dre seecking neither
partisan advantage ner the vindica-
tion of past position. The issue must
be proposed action, and from this
debate must come understanding
and a new national resolution.”

Senator Bridges asks first for na-
tional agreement on what he salls
the “fact” of the war. “We are at

r,” he says, “and we are likely to
be at war for many years: The Pres-
ident we have elec ed will be a war
president; our economy will con-
tinue to be ‘a war economy.
taxes will be high{ and our sons will
be draffed info th& military.”

“There is no paraﬁel of latitude
nor natiana.l imundnry.” he de-
clares, “on which Wwe can ‘sign an
armistice’ and %o home We are in

a great world power struggle which |
must end in the disarmament of our |

enemy or in defeat for America.”

The Senabor has had a prominent
role in all the disputes over our
Asiatic policy, including the Mac-
Arthur hearings.

He calls for national agreement
on a second “fact”—the “fact” that
China, the heart of Asig, has been
lost and can be regained *only on
that day, probably,K distant, when
armed Communism eollapses in Asia
and our idea prevails,”

“Our immediate task,” he sets

forth, “is to undersi;and. enumerate, |

and theh to rally our Asiatic allies.
And these allies, to the everlasting
credit of America, are numerous.
For years we have heard little but
falk about how many millions of
Asiatics are arrayed against us.
What we need to recognize now is
that there are even more millions of
Asiatics waiting on American leéad-
ership to be arrayed against Com-
munism."”

To implant his proposed policy
for applying “maximum pressure
against the Asiatic periphery of the
Communist world,” Senator Bridges
makes these suggestions:

1. That there be no political re-

our

strictions of weapons in the field
against armed Communists.

2. That all merchant ships bound
for Communist ports in Asia be re-
quired to halt at Singapore, Manila
or Tokyo, 8o that their cargo can
be certified as proceeding at our ad-
vantage.

3 That the Communist tyrants be |
required to live in fear of commando |
raids and armed rebellion,

“Has the time come when it can
be said that American policy safe-
guards ‘the sleep of tyrants?” Sen-
ator Bridges asks. “Our policy in
Asia, a8 in the rest of the world,
should never contribute to the secu-
rity. of Communist individuals or
governments, to to their insecurity.”

“When we get back to this pol-
icy,” Senator Bridges insists in clos-
ing, “then the armies of Commun-
ism, which now seem so formidable,
will scatter as’ they have always
scattered, before individual resolu-
tion. In the age-old battle between
the ordered phalanx of tyranny
and the patriot crouched behind the
tree with his musket, there should
never be any doubt as to where
America's sympathies lie.”

ITIDBITS OF KENTUGKY FOLKLORE
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“By the Side

what like Sam Walter Foss’s man in
the famous poem, except that, in-
stead of “sitting in the scorner’s seat
or hurling the cynic’s ban,” I have
watched the customs go by and be
lost down the road in that half of
a lifetime. When we first moved
here, in 1918, World War I was still
in progress; in fact, that dreadful
summer seemed almost the end of
the world. The famous Armistice
Day came the following November,
the day that so many of us thought
marked the end of all war. Unfor-
tunately, we were too short-sighted.
But that very war hastened the
progress downhill of many of our
old-time customs. And, as I sat by
my window at my desk, T saw the
horse-drawn vehicles gradually be-
come fewer and fewer as the years
came and went. For some years
some old-time buggies came by,
probably not more than one new
one in 10 years; but, as the automo-
biles grew plentiful, the horse and
his vehicle became more like mu-
seum pieces. And just this week I
heard a strange sound and at first
could not recall what it was like, Iran
to the window and looked out. A
one-horse wagon, somewhat the
worse for age and wear, was going
by, drawn by a spirited horse that
once would have excited admiration.
I fear that any driver meeting the
odd vehicle wished that such dan-
gerous things—dangerous to cars—
would stay off the streets. And thus
has passed a whole cycle of human
life, typified by the horse-and-
buggy days.

For some time after 1918 one of
my neighbors made his living in-
stalling electric-light plants in hous-
es, hotels, and even groups of hous-
es, Places that were far from town
thus got a light to drive away the
darkness. Not too many years ago,
before the R.E.A. lines reached Fi-
delity, I spoke at the high school
there and was somewhat amazed at
the bright lights from such z plant
as the one T have mentioned. World
War II somewhat delayed R.E.A,
but since the end of the war eleetric
lines have just about gone to the
remotest sections. A kerosene lamp
now is a sort of antique. Just yester-
day I attended a 4-H Club meeting
where the ehildren were planning an
auction sale to raise money to pay
on the nmew 4-H camp near Dawson
Springs. Among the oddities that
people suggested for sale were kero-
sene lamps, and one leader remark-
ed that there ought to be lots of
interesting ones in the county. T
should think so! It was only a brief
time ago that an electric light in
any house except in the county seat
of that county would have been a
nine-days' wonder. Since electricity
has come to Fidelity and to remote
places everywhere, another era of
human life has ended. “Let there be
light” probably does not bring such
pictures of primeval darkness as
the magic words once did.

There was a time and a very long
one when tramps, real footsore ones,
came by, seeking food or just wan-
dering by. Hitch-hiking was un-
known then, unless one wanted to
ride across a few miles on a jolt
wagon. I cannot recall when I ever
saw an old-time tramp. My house
used to be the last one inside the
town; maybe that accounted for so
many wanderers. The vacant lots
beyond me have agbout all been filled
with houses, and the boundsries of
the city have been extended for a
very long distance. But I suspect

But
today a hog would be sausage or a
cow would be hamburger if they
tried to walk down my road. These
animals, too precious to expose to
dangers, come by in trucks, saving
every precious pound for market, A
hog or a calf walking down the
street would provide about the same
