Business Magazine Cites
'‘Value of Southern Coal
In Nation’s Fuel Supply

The Southern states contain about
five times as much “definitely mine-
able” bituminous coal as the entire
United States has used in the past
two centuries, according to an article
in the current Manufacturers Rec-
ord, a business magazine devoted to
the industrial development of the
South and Southwest. Entitled “De-
but of a New Industry,” the article
describes the potentialities of mak-
ing chemicals by the hydrocenation
of coal, a process undertaken near
Charleston, W. Va., during the past
vear by the Carbide and Csrbon
Chemicals Company.

The mnew hydrogemation plant
“need never wanbt for raw materials,”
the article explains, since West Vir-
ginia alone has 53 hillion tons of re-
coverable coal. Tt also points out
that there are 10 bilion more tons
in neighborinz Virginia and 59%
billion tons in Kentuecky.

“For that matter,” the article con-

tinues, “the whole South is within
easy aeccess of all the coal it needs
for conversion into synthetic fuels
and chemieals, as well as for heat,
coke, power, and progess steam for

Hall's
term of office expired June 30, last,
after Moore had been employed as a
teacher.

The new Superintendent, Virgil O.

His teaching
salary was fixed at $268.40 a month
for nine months instead of $346.50
a month for the full year.

There is a good choice of boll-
action shotguns on the market this
year and they offer the opportunity
of getting off on the right side of
the cash register. Pete Brown, our
arms expert, reports: .

“T have made a survey of the bolt-
actions on the market this year and |
have done some shooting with them.
I am not a bolt-action fan where
shotguns are concerned, but I will
say this: If 'a better sholgun-was
going to stand between me and the
chance to get out in the field, I
would get a bolt-action. Where
ballistic action is concerned, the
bolt-action will shoobt just as hard
and as far as any other shotgun.” |

Wihen it comes to funetioning, the
bolt-actions are in a class by them-
selves, As repeaters, any of them
are rather clumsy and not as fast
as the other types of repeaters. In
the first place, the bolts are of ne-
cessity long, large in diameter and |
heavy.

As Red Cross Gwen
Job of Getting Blood

For Polio Prevention

As Floyd Chapter, American Red
Cross, and those associated with the
Floyd county effort to cooperate in
the national blood program studied
the coming year's.work, word was
received last week that more blood
than ever will be needed in 1953 to
make available, besides blood for
the ammed forces and civilians,
gamma globulin for the prevention
of polio on a national scale,

Floyd county, along with a large
part of the country, this year passed
through a severe polio epidemic,
and those connected with the blood
program are hopeful that the re-
sponse of citizens will be ready to
meet these new blood needs which
are designed not only to supply the
wounded of the nation's fighting
forces with blood but also to provide
gamma globulin in the fight on in-
fantile paralysis.

The first opportunity Fioyd county
will have to give blood for this new
use will be on Jan. 7 when the
regional blocdmoebile will be at the
Methodist Church in Prestonsburg.

Outlining to workers the new use
of blocd derived from these blood-
mobile visits, E. Roland Harriman,
president of the American Red
Cross, last week gave this statement
at a press conference:

The Red Cross has been called
upon to undertake an immediate
and dramatic expansion of its par-
ticipation in the National Blood Pro-
gram to make available all the gam-
ma globulin possible for the preven-
tion of paralysis from poliomyelitis.

‘blogd to make an average dose of
gamma globulin_ as used for Dolio-
myelitis. One  injeetion protects a
child for a period of one to five
weeks following exposure.

Estimates based on past exper-
ience indicate that polio may strike
in epidemic proportions in at least
150 counties next summer and if 50,
at least 2,000,000 children in.those
counties may be axposed to the
disease. Since gamma globulin is
also needed for the modification of
measles and in the prevention' of
infectious hepatitis there . will of
necessity be a shortage of the serum
at the height of tne polio season.

“After full study by the national
Research Council in eollaboration
with agencies and groups concerned
with the problem, they recommend-
ed to the Office of Defense Mobili-
zation that the maximum blood
fractionation capacity of this coun-
try be put to work immediately in
an effort to meet the minimal
epidemic needs for poliomyelitis by
the summer of 1953. The request by
the Office of Defense Mobilization
to the Red Cross followed. The
Board of Governors of the Red Cross
in view of the imperative need of
this gamma globulin agreed to as-
sume its full share in carrying out

v the program,

-“This is a formidable undertaking.
No large quantities of gamma glob-
ulin are available. The total process-
ing facilities of the country at the
present time are limited but the
processing laboratories have been
asked to work at full capacity start-
ing now. Even so, it is not antici-

“While this new expansion of our
program will draw heavily upon the
financial and volunteer resources of
the organization, I am confident
that we will be able to do the job
successfully if we receive the same
help from the American people that
we have always had in the past.

Originally our
hudgetary requirements for all other
Red Cross programs for the forth-
coming year totaled $86,000,000, Now
with the additional cost of gamma
globulin production we ask the
American pecple for $93,000,000, in
our 1953 campagn. We have respond-
ed to this emergency appeal and all
our chapters have been alerted re-
lying upon the cooperation of every-
one concerned.
