SCHOOL FUND 
PLAN READIED 

Bond Issue of $400,000 
Near Limit for System; 
New Members in Office ..... 
Af•ter John M. Stumbo, new Board 

member from Educa,tional Division 
No. 3, and two re-elected members, 
John E. Campbell, of Garrett, and 
Dr. W. D. Osborne, of Bypro, had 
taken their oaths of office, the 
Floyd County Board of Education 
at its firflt meeting of the new year 
Tuesday af·ternoon followed the pro­
cwm·e necessary to procure through 
the issue of bnods funds necessary 
for the construction of a county 
higlh school building here. 

The Floyd fiscal court as had 
been done in the past in similar 
s.i.tuations, was asked to be the 
Board's agerut in floating the $400,-
000 bond issue. More detkliled and 
tedious work, however, was the set­
ting up for Sta.te Department of 
Educa,tion approval of a typical 
school budget for the neXIt !:10 years. 
This was done to give pl'Oof of the 
school sy.:tem's prospects and its 
ability to pay the debt. 

Hopeful that the State Depart­
ment will approve the financing 
plan .County Superintendent Vir­
gil 0. Turner said, "When this 
amount is financed, this will be the 
limit." He added 1Jha.t the nether­
most extent of add1tional indebt­
edness after the $400,000 issue would 
not exceed $10,000. 

Plans for the building here have 
been completed by the architects, 
and they are in the hands •of Gor­
die Young, assistant superinten­
dent of public instruction in charge 
of buildings and grounds, for his 
approval. 

Not yet completed, however, are 
pl:ans for the Bosco and Ligon 
school structures. Thrse two build­
ings will not depend on bond fi-

Assuming that a governmental agehcy charged with heavy respon­
sibility for plans and worl{s designed for the public, benefit has a com­
mensurate interest in the desires of the people affected by the agency's 
work programs, plans and official acts, the undersigned respectfully 
submits that the interest of the more than 500,000 persons who each 
year visit the Dewey Reservoir in Floyd county, Ky., would be better 
served by the deepening of said reservoir an additional five feet above 
its present conservation pool. 

The petitioner asks your favorable consideration of this request, 
for these reasons: 

1. Recreation values of the reservoir would be greatly increa~ed 
by such action and would directly redound to the benefit of a section 
of the United States which otherwise has little or no recreational ad­
vantages such as are offered by a large impoundment of water. 

2. Deepening of Dewey Lake would improve fish propagation, 
would increase the area of the impoundment and may, by retarding 
siltation increase the life of the lake as a habitat for fish and wildlife ' ' and as an attraction to the public. 

3. Addition of five feet to the present depth of Dewey Lake will 
not materially affect the impoundment as a flood control project, nor 
will this impoundment adversely affect any industrial installations 
within the rese1·voir area . 

4. Furthermore, such deepening of Dewey Lake would create no 
onerou-s burden of expense or labor for the federal government or the 
U.S. Corps of Engineers.

Started Last Week 
Kentucky's new Youth Authority, 

which was created as the result of 
ruction by the General Assembly last 
winter, came oftl.cially into being 
January 1. 

The authority, which was set up to 
determine the needs of negle<(ted 
arM delinquent children, operates a 
reception center at the Kentucky 
Children's Home at LYJldon, Jeffer­
son county. William H. Pyne, former 
superintendent of the Kentucky 
Houses of Reform at Greendale, is 
director. 

The authority is charged with 
making psyohological and social 
studies of children .that are referred 
to it by county cour.ts and other 
agencies. After a su~table period af 
study at the center by doctors, social 
workers and psy·chologi.sts they will 
be sent to the state insti·tution that 
can best care for them, sent to 
other suitable agencies or returned 
to their home communities under 
supervision. 

Children formerly sent to .the 
Houses of Reform will be sent •to 
the youth center as will those who 
formerly were sent directly to the 
Kentucky Children's Home. Children 
studied at ·the center who appear to 
be defective mentally may be sent 
to the Kentucky Training Home at 
Frankfor.t. 

Children who have already been 
committed ·to the Houses of !Reform 
or the Children's Home or who are 
under the care of the Division of 
Caild Welfare will also come under 
the Youth Authority. 

Under the direction of the Com­
missioner of Welfare, any child un­
der 16 who is presently confined in 
the state reformatory or peni•ten­
tiary may be transferred to the au­
thority. 

. The center a>t Lyndon ia separated 
from the rest of the Children's·Home 
and -is connected with diagnostic 
work only. Three cottages have been 
set aside for it.
