COURT VOIDS
BUSINESS TAX

On Out-of-State Flrms
Voted by P’burg Council ;
Reverses Studio’s Fines

Prestonsburg had a right to levy
a buslness—lic‘ense_ tax on Kentucky
firms which operated here but not to
impose such a tax on out-of-state
individuals or companies, the Court
of Appeals ruled Friday in the case
which the Olen WMills Company,
photographers, appealed from the
Floyd cireuit court. :

Declaring that & stale or city may
not puf a barrier around its borders
to bar trade from other states, the
high court held that the ordinance
levying the tax is unconstitutional,

Three representatives of the firm
were fined for soliciting business
here and failing to/ pay the tax.
The ordinance sef up a tax of $200
a year; or £10 a day, on all persons
engaging = temporarily in selling
‘goods, wares, or merchandise in the
city. But it didn’t apply to “estab-
lished businesses.”

Judge Parker W. Duncan decl.ared
in the Court of Appeals opinion,

is designed to hamper or destroy
competition with local business, and
therefore is diseriminatory.

“The cumulative effect of such a
tax, if adopted by a substantial
number of municipalities, would nob
only lay an undue burden on the
business involved, but might eon-
ceivably desiroy the right to engage
in a legitimate business beyond the
borders of a particular state,” the
opinion said. ' I

However, Judge Duncan expiain'ed
the ruling doesn’t apply to intra-
state commerce—within Kentucky.
Thus the city can levy the tax on
persons residing in Kentucky out-
side Prestonsburg when they engagze
in commerce there.

The decision reversed the Floyd
cireuit court. The case was sent back
for proceedings “consistent with
this opinion.”

| Secial Security Extent

SHERIFF'S SALE

Many people are still uhaware of
the extentd to which social security
payment affects the community; de-
clares  Tommy Thompson, social
security representative for Floyd
ounty working out of Ashland field
office of the Social Security Admin-
istratin.

As old-age and survivors insur-
ance enters its 1Tth year of oper-
dfion, Thompson says, over five
million  pecple are receiving $200
million in insurance payments each
month. The total paid in 1953 to
thess retired workers, their families,
and to dependent survivors of de-
ceased workers who: wese insured,
will be more than $2% billion!

In the past 16 years, Thompson
believes, American families have
built up moré protection under
Federal old-age and survivors in-
surgnce than they generally realize.

For example, 80 percent of all jobs
in the counfry are covered by the
program, end 62 million persons are
now covered for benefits on the basis
of their employment in covered work.
Twenty-three million of these are
parmanently insured. Four out of
five mothers and children in the
United States are protected under
the federal program in case of the
death of the family breadwinner.
The total face value of the life in-
surance protection underwritten by
the system /is over $275 billion.

Thompson argues that the pro-
grain comes home to Floyd county
in the form of added purchasing
power where it is needed most. Most
of the wage earners, their employers,
and self-employed pcople here pay
social security taxes regularly, which
buys insurance for them. Butb right
now regular cash payments are go-
ing into the homes of people who
have retired and to homes where the
wage earner has died, to replace in-
come which has been lost.

far away. When I hear ugly words
being used by people of all political
persuasions, I remember my 1'eading|
about the famous campaign of 1800,
when the dignified president of
Yale, the grandson of the even=
more famous Jonathan Edwards,
proclaimed boldly and “with no fear
of successful contradiction,” that if
liong Tom Jefferson were elected
President, the virtue of no American
woman would be safe. Don't you
imagine that many a politican
wishes he had said that?

The very funniest thing about our
recent election is that the national
figures used the same tactics and
even the same language that were
fashionable in little old Fidelity a

party, would
probably feel pretty toplofty toward
Fidelity, but they seem to have fail-
ed in a half century to get above
Fidelity manners and Fidelity tac-|

promises, name-calling—the pattern
is perfect, for politics is, as I have
said, plain folksy. Shakespeare knew
this as well as any one has ever

conspired ‘to put Caesar out of the
way because of his encroachments
on Roman rights, most of the
people who' rallied to support the

Lexington, Ky,—Once upon a time,
half a cendury or so 4go, some peo-
ple professed to be alarmed about
the evils attending overemphasis in |
Kentucky colleges of—of all things—
oratorical contests.

In those days, according fo His-
torian James F, Hopkins in his book,
“The University of Kentucky; Ori-
gins and Barly ¥ears,” college stu-
dents were able to get es excited
over intercoliegiate oratorical con-
tests as their grandchildren Iater
were to become over athletic events.
In 1861, for instance, some 4G stu-
dents from State College (now UK.),
several from Kentucky University
(now Transylvania), and numerous
persons not. connected with any col-
lege, took an aftermoon’ train from
Lexington to Georgetown to be on
hand when Georgetown College se-
lected the orator who would repre-
gent it in the fourth annual coniest
of the Infercollegiate Oratorical As.
sociation.

The try-outs were hela in the
Scott county courthouse, but it was
decided to withhold the name of the
winner unil the next day “lo pre-
vent the awiful yelling that the ad-
mirers of the contending speakers
indulge in while waiting for the
judges to bring in their verdict.” The
press duly reported that the visitors
“took the town for the next twelve
hours, leaying there at 1:40 a.m.”
Eventually the representatives
from Greorgetown went on to win the
T0.A. contest with a speech en-
titled “Conservation and Reform in
Goyernment.,” The decision was
“received with yells of joy.”

Rumor had it that officials of most
member institutions of the league
were concerned over the fact that
oratorical contests were playing hob
with regular studies and good hab-
its. Indeed one school—EKentucky
University—withdrew from the asso-
ciation. The faculty later relented
and allowed the students to partici-
pate in the oratorical contest of
1893. Despite a decline of student in-

decade, as late as 1907 a contest be-

THE T e

(From Bituminous Coal Research)

Demand for synthetic chemicals
by 1975 is expected to reach 30 bil-
lion pounds per year excluding
products used as fuel. If coal were
the basic raw material to produce
all these chemicals as well as to
satisfy expected demands for syn-
thetic liquid fuels, more than 400
million tons of coal would ke con-
sumed annually in these two mar-
kets, '

To the oll and gas industry, the
30 billion pounds of synthetic chemi-
cals represent a market of 38,780,-
000,000 pounds of oil and gas annual-
ly. They estimate that if these
chemicals were made from oil and
gas rather than from coal. their
investment in new and existing
capacity would be more than $5,000,-
000,000 between now and 1975.

Coal, oil, and gas indystries are all
interested in synthetic chemicals for
very obvious reasons— additional
markets and more money for their
produsts, Gasoline at the refinery
is worth 11 1-2 cent a gallon. Famil-
jar chemical products from the coal
hvdrogenation process have an aver-
age value of 50c a gallon. Synthetic
chemicals, then, have a much great-
er potential value per fton of coal|
than do synthetic motor fuels. [

Because it would take a long per-
jod of time and huge capital invest-
ment before synthetic liquid fuels |
could become a major factor in the|
over-all fuel picture, it appears that |
gynthetlec chemicals is a more at- |
tractive and accessible market for|
coal in the next two decades

A few years ago practically all|
synthetic chemicals were derived
from coal as a result of the coking |
process.' The production of these
chemicals has been Hmited by the
demand for coke for steel making. |
As the need for these chemicals |
grew, the oil and gas industries con- |
ducted a vigorous research program
{0 learn how they could be produced |
from pil and natural gas. Coal was

Oxidation will
yvield a number of chemicals par-
ticulanily carboxylc acids, The ex-
fraction process will produce coal
resins. The above chemlicals are
necessary for the manufacture of
many of the common products in
the field of plastics, synthetic rubber,
solvents, detergents, pharmaceuti-
cals, insecticides, dye stuffs, explo-
sives, etc,

No estimate of the future value
of coal as a chemical raw material
is awvailable. An indigation of coals
present importance in the field,
however, is the fact that in 1951, the
value of coal chemicals produced
from U. S. coke-oven operations was
$185 million, exclusive of coal gas.
If coal processes were developed and
used to satisfy the expected demand
for synthetic chemicals and liquid
fuels in the next 25 years, the ma-
terial would be tremendous.

The names of many of the chemi-
cals derived from coal means no-
thing to the average person. As soon
as these chemical terms are trans-

it becomes apparent that
these are a part of everyone's daily
living,

These are only a few of the thous-
ands of products that can be made
from coal-derived chemicals. It is
expected that new chemicals will be
obtained from coal when the hydro-
genation process is perfected to take
coal apart chemical by chemical.
Important fundamental and pilot<
scale research is being pushed by
universities and the government,

Coal’s future as a chemical raw
material should be great. How fast|
it will come will be decided by the
growing demand for synthetic chem-
icals competitive economic factors,
and how soon research can develop
the processes fo get these chemicals
oheaply out of our abundant coal
supply.
